LARA: (voice off)

As the Minister of Justice, I will commit myself to unmask his dark and evil intentions…
PABLO: (voice off)
Bad….if Rodrigo Lara continues to be the Minister of Justice, everything will be quite bad…
SCENE 2 - CAR - NIGHT - (CAPTION: BOGOTÁ, 30TH APRIL 1984)
LARA:

Domingo, Domingo, slow down… the bodyguards were left behind…What’s going on? 
(Hired assassins kill Lara)

SCENE – INSIDE– DAY
CANO: (voice off)

The authorities should provide permanent protection to all judges in the country, particularly those who are investigating crimes imputed to mafioso Pablo Escobar Gaviria  
PABLO: (voice off)

Of course El Espectador is the problem ‘cause it is the only newspaper talking bad about us… 
SCENE 4 – STREET– NIGHT – (CAPTION: BOGOTÁ, DECEMBER 17TH 1986)
(Hired assassins kill Guillermo Cano)

NEWSMAN: (Voice off)

A few moments ago we got here where there was an attempt against the Director of El Espectador newspaper …
SCENE 5 INSIDE –DAY (Images of bearded Pablo and Luis Carlos Galán)
PABLO: (voice off)

Those are the people who are worthy…that’s exactly why they should be killed… 

CAPTION: SOACHA, AUGUST 18th 1989)

GALÁN: (voice off)

Just like in over 60 countries in the world, the drug trafficking obscure and criminal power has arrived in our country… 
(Images of Galán’s murder)

SCENE 6 - INSIDE – DAY 

PABLO: (voice off)

I mean….I will destroy everything around if anyone even dares to mess with a member of my family…
SCENE 7 - INSIDE – DAY (Image of a bomb explosion.) CAPTION: BOGOTÁ SEPTEMBER 2nd 1989
(Newsmen talking but what they say can’t be understood)

SCENE 8 -  OUTSIDE – DAY (Images after a bomb explosion)
CAPTION:  BOGOTÁ DECEMBER 6th 1989
NEWSPERSON: (voice off)

A dynamite bomb was placed in front of the DAS building, which was totally destroyed by the explosion as well of all surrounding buildings… 
SCENE 9–  OUTSIDE – DAY (Images after a bomb explosion)
CAPTION: BOGOTÁ APRIL 12TH 1993)

NEWSPERSON: (voice off)

….A  car bomb exploded at 2:35 this afternoon… 
NEWSPERSON 2: (Voice off) 

We can see a number of dead and wounded people urgently needing ambulance services…
NEWSPERSON:

There is a lot of destruction… and at this time the police are trying to determine the number of …

SCENE 10 - OUTSIDE – DAY 

(Plane  crash images)

CAPTION: SOACHA NOVEMBER 27TH 1989
NEWSPERSON: (Voice off)
….Julio, Gaitán José, Holguín Mario… 

SCENE 11 - INSIDE – DAY 

PABLO: (Over the phone) 

 Listen miss…tell him I’m calling from the Eight O’clock News … we are calling for an interview …I know they aren’t receiving any calls…but the News Bulletin is … Miss, please get Mr. Emilio Escobar on the line….   
EMILIO:

Hello… 

PABLO:

Bear this in mind…possibilities for a negotiated surrender with the National Government are …

(A gun shot is heard)

PABLO:

…I’ll be leaving you ‘cause something quite strange is going on…
SCENE 12 COUNTRYSIDE– DAY 

CAPTION: ABURRÁ VALLEY
PABLO:

…Get up… 

PELUCHE:

Hurry up…hurry up…! we have to go the procession…! 
PABLO:

No, no, no… 

PELUCHE:

Nothing wrong will happen to you, Pablo…come…hurry! 
PABLO:

You go first…!

GONZALO:

Hurry… 

PELUCHE:
Hurry… 

PABLO:

Ouch…ouch! 

GONZALO:

Ha…ha…ha! 

PELUCHE:

Don’t be a chicken! 
PABLO:

My mom is going to scold you!

GONZALO

Well…if you don’t hurry, she’s going to scold us… 

NELIA:

Do you want to kill my baby or what?! I was waiting for you to go to the procession….wait for me at home…
PABLO:

Mommy….(crying)
NELIA:
Me waiting at home and they are wasting their time…what about that, huh?! 

PABLO:

I almost fall down…. 

NELIA:
But you didn’t, dear…stand up…! 
PABLO:

But I almost…. (crying)

NELIA:

But you didn’t…don’t cry…men don’t cry…come, come…let’s go…
SCENE 13 COUNTRY TOWN – DAY 

(While in the procession, Pablo throws a small bomb and everyone runs…)

SCENE 14 – COUNTRY TOWN – NIGHT 

FIDEL:
How nice Mr. Rigoberto… you came earlier for the shift turnover…thank you…here….I’ll tell you tomorrow how the crazy cow turned out…  
SCENE 15 – COUNTRY TOWN – NIGHT 

(They are celebrating something. There is a wooden cow on fire and Pablo goes to face it)

NELIA:
Pablo, come here!

GONZALO.

What’s with you? A tough guy in some cases and a chicken in other, huh?
PABLO:

Chicken? No sir, I’m no chicken! 
GONZALO:

That’s not what we saw when mom saved you… 
PABLO:

But you were two…besides, you take advantage of me…listen to me: this was the last time you made fun of me…got me?!?

GONZALO:

Oh yeah?
PABLO:

Yes… 

GONZALO:

Tell me: since when you’re such a tough guy? 
PABLO:

Okay…are we going to do what we agreed or what?

PELUCHE:

No, no, no…let’s burn the fireworks instead…
PABLO:

Ah… 
GONZALO:

No, wait…wait…if we do such a thing to your father…he’ll get furious! 
PABLO:

Huh… always giving those cheap excuses…who’ll be the sissies then? You! 
SCENE 16 HOUSE– NIGHT 

FIDEL:

Silly things? I already did the study and that’s the path that takes you to the treasure… 
NELIA:
Are you or are you playing stupid? If that buried treasures story was true, they had unburied them a long time ago…besides, why exactly during festivities, huh? 
FIDEL:

Because it is during festivities when souls help poor people by giving them the treasure…
NELIA:
Oh yeah?
FIDEL:

Yes… 

NELIA:
Good luck, then… and become a rich man, ha…ha!! 
FIDEL:

You’re going to be the first one to faint when you see us with our hands full of gold!
NELIA:
Oh…ha, ha, ha!! 
FIDEL:

Let’s go, boys! 
SCENE 17 COUNTRYSIDE– NIGHT 

FIDEL:

Hey….look… the lights …those are the lights they told me Indians leave to guide us…
MALE:
Where? I see no light…
FIDEL:

Look…Over there…do you see those small trees?…let’s go…
MALE:
We’re leaving ‘cause it’s going to rain…
MALE:
And the river is going to rise, Fidel…
FIDEL:

Well…I’ll have to do it alone, then…
GONZALO:

Listen…that dad of yours is a quite a brave man…he fears nothing! 
PELUCHE:

No…boys…as soon as he finds out he’ll get quite mad! 
PABLO:

Who’s going to tell him? That will be our secret …let’s keep our mouths shut… 

GONZALO:

Ouch! Here he comes…he’s coming! 
PELUCHE:

He is getting close!
GONZALO:

Run! 
FIDEL:

What’s all this?! Alberto, Alberto, Peluche…get out of there…I know you’re behind all this…Did this little monster think I’m stupid or what?...But he’s going to hear me…!
SCENE 18 HOUSE - NIGHT 

FIDEL:

Alberto Escobar Gaviria, Peluche…Ah...here you are…I want the three Little Pigs in here…
NELIA:
Why don’t you scream louder? If wasn’t enough to wake the boys up…
FIDEL:

Listen to me first….these three boys are no longer showing respect for anyone…not even their father… 

NELIA:
Huh?

FIDEL:

They cheated me… I think he was the one who left a bunch of candles to make me think that was the path leading to the treasure…what about that? 
NELIA:
Listen, Peluche….look at my eyes…did you do that to your dad?

PELUCHE:

No, mother… 

FIDEL:

No, mother…It was Pablo who convinced me… 

PABLO:

No!

MOTHER:
Pablo Emilio…tell the truth! 
FIDEL:

Okay…what did I hear?
PABLO: 
The  truth is that he blackmailed us… 
GONZALO:
Yes…
PABLO: 
Yes, he told us that if we didn’t do what he said, he’d tell you  two that it was our idea…but it was his all the time… 

FIDEL:

You…come here! (he whips Peluche)

SCENE 19  COUNTRYTOWN – DAY 

(a shot is heard)

PABLO:

What was that, mom?

(A few men run by)

NELIA:
Don’t look…walk straight…walk straight… 
(A shooting starts)

FIDEL:
Nelia!!
(Everyone gets inside the house …they talk but what they say can’t be understood) 
FIDEL:

This was expected…we knew it would happen…what are we going to do now?

NELIA:
Close he door…
SCENE 20 – BEDROOM– DAY 

NELIA:
In the name of the Father, of the Son and the Holy Ghost…amen…
(Shots are heard on the outside)

NELIA:
Holy Child of Atocha… 

ALL:

Holy Child of Atocha… 

NELIA:
Divine. majestic, sublime heavenly body … 

ALL:

Divine, majestic, sublime heavenly body … 

MALE:

Where’s the teacher? Where’s she? Find her…find her…I’m sure you’ll have to tell me who he is, teacher… 

FIDEL:

We’ll be killed! 
NELIA:
Pray Fidel. Say: divine. majestic, sublime heavenly body … I greet, adore and beg you to have mercy on me… 

NELIA:
Hail Holy Mother… 

NELIA:
Look down…close your eyes…bend…look down the floor…don’t look at the bodies…don’t look at the bodies…this way… 

SCENE 21 INSIDE – DAY 

CAPTION: ENVIGADO
PELUCHE:

Pablo I need the math preliminary test questions… 
PABLO:

I need so many things and want so many things…but the problem is that everything has a price…ten pesos at this time…
PELUCHE:

Ten?

PABLO:

Didn’t you like it?

PELUCHE:

Oh, no, Pablo! 

PABLO:

If you’re going to start complaining like girls, I’ll leave! 

PELUCHE:

No, no Pablo, Pablo, Pablo…! 

PABLO:

I’m leaving… 

PELUCHE:

No Pablo…please…five, five… 

PABLO:

No… five?!
PELUCHE:

Don’t leave! 
PABLO:

You won’t even get a pencil for five… 

PELUCHE:

But I’m your little brother…
PABLO:

Family is family…business is business… 

GONZALO:

Ten is my pocket money for a month…
PELUCHE:

And I’m going to flunk the year again if you don’t get that test for me…
PABLO:

That’s not my fault…you  were the one who relaxed and didn’t work during the year…
GONZALO:

Pablo, please! 
PABLO:

No, no…give me five now and when the job is done give me the other five … 
SCENE 22 CLASSROOM– DAY 

(Pablo searches the teacher’s desk and gets the test sheet) 
TEACHER:

The break is going to end… 
PABLO:

How good you got here, teacher… 

TEACHER:

What are you doing here, Mr. Escobar?

PABLO:

The door was open and I got in to wait for you to explain me… 

TEACHER:

Stand up… 

PABLO:

What do you need?

TEACHER:

What were you doing here?

PABLO:

Nothing, teacher…What are you looking for?

TEACHER:

Very good, young man… 

PABLO:

Teacher…I can see you are very busy…I better leave…the break is going to finish…
TEACHER:

Escobar…wait! 
SCENE 23 SCHOOL– DAY 

PABLO:

It’s fifteen now… 

PELUCHE AND GONZALO:

Fifteen?!

PABLO:

Yes 

PELUCHE:

But hadn’t you said… 

GONZALO:

Why fifteen?

PELUCHE:

You had said ten…keep your word! 
PABLO:

Oh no…what then? I risk my neck while you watch, huh? 
PELUCHE:

You weren’t going to be caught…
PABLO:

It’s almost going to be 16, and if you keep nagging there will be 20…so stop nagging!  
SCENE 24

CLASSROOM– DAY 

TEACHER:

Clear your desks…leave only the pencil …we’re going to have a preliminary math test…hand this to your classmates…you know…those who copy or allow others to copy will get a zero…you’ll have half an hour  
GONZALO:

Pablo…Pablo…this isn’t the test you got…it’s different… 

PELUCHE:

Pablo…this isn’t the test… 

TEACHER:

Pay attention… 

PABLO:

Teacher, this isn’t fair…you can’t do us a surprise test and much less a bimonthly one…
TEACHER:

Sit down, please and answer the test… 

PABLO:

But you didn’t warn us you’d do it today…then, if nobody studied, what? Are we all going to fail? That’s not fair… 

TEACHER:

You sit down and answer whatever you know…otherwise you’ll be rated zero…What do you prefer?

PABLO:

Buddies, this isn’t fair…he can’t do that to us…Down with him! Down with him!
TEACHER:

Listen…please …

ALL:

Down with him! Down with him! 

SCENE 25 CLASSROOM– DAY 

NELIA:
2 x 4

CHILDREN:

Eight!
NELIA:
Write…2 x 5 
CHILDREN:

10 

NELIA:
2 x 6

CHILDREN:

12 

GONZALO:

Aunt… they need you urgently at the Principal’s office 
SCENE 26 SCHOOL– DAY 
NELIA:
What did you promise me last week? What were you doing in that teacher’s classroom, huh?! 
PABLO:

But we were not in coordination and I was there for the test 
NELIA:
Do you think I was born yesterday? How dumb do you think I am? Don’t you know that we old dogs bark while we’re lying down? Pablo Emilio, I’m going to give you a piece of advice: the day you do something wrong…do it right… don’t be that stupid to let others catch you… 
PABLO:

But if nobody noticed anything… 

NELIA:
Oh yeah! That’s why the teacher changed the test and you ended up on top of that desk…am I wrong? Pablo Emilio, this world is for clever not for stupid people…it is for sharp ones…and one must learn who you fight with…don’t forget it…one can’t let them catch you...foolish kid! 

SCENE 27 COUNTRYSIDE– DAY 

PABLO:

Aren’t we supposed to get the chicken out of the pen? 
PELUCHE:

No, not yet…mom, ask them to help take them out 
SCENE 28 RIVER– DAY 

PABLO:

Mom… 

NELIA:
Yes? 
PABLO:

I have a question … 

NELIA:
Okay… 

PABLO:

Are all men in this family watchmen? Because I don’t want to be a watchman…
NELIA:
Well…your grandpa was very smart …he even became the Cañas Gordas mayor…
PABLO:

Why smart? Smart at what?

NELIA:
He was a soldier of fortune, he was a businessman, he bought liquor outside and sold it in town…
PABLO:

Smuggling it?

NELIA:
Ha! Grandpa was quite sharp… he used to buy whisky in Uraba and resell it here…but do you know how he did it?

PABLO:

How?

NELIA: (voice off while images are shown)

He bought the liquor …put it in a large coffin…hired a bunch of relatives and take it down the hill…
PABLO:

A coffin?

NELIA:
Yes, a coffin…they opened a hole in the graveyard… he came back at nights to get the whisky out and bring it to the town where it was sold in the store.. 
PABLO:

And did the really sell it?

NELIA:
What do you mean? Of course, Pablo Emilio… that’s a drug and people will do anything to get it…that’s why you should stay far away from drugs…
PABLO:

From using it but not from selling it…
NELIA:
Listen to this one….

PABLO:

Mom, and what happened with grandpa?

NELIA:
What happened? Well, there’s always be a snitch around, but grandpa was really smart…someone had told him he was being followed…then he put stones inside the coffin. When the police got in and saw the stones they thought he was nuts and was never caught …he was really smart…
PABLO:

Mom, what was left to us from all that?

NELIA:
What was left? Nothing…I married your father after that… 

CAPTION: YEARS LATER
SCENE 29 STREET – DAY 

GONZALO:

Ha, ha, ha!! 

PABLO:

What a stupid guy! Aren’t you ever going to learn how to drive or what?!
GONZALO:

I wanted to feel you close, pal…
PABLO:

Listen, cousin…this is when you realize that God painted the poor man dead… 
GONZALO:

What a beauty! 

PABLO:

What a vessel!  Good evening, gentleman…
MALE:

Hi, pal?

PABLO:

Is the boss in?

MALE:

Who needs him?

PABLO:

Two clients… 

MALE.

Hey Juancho…come 
SCENE 30 INSIDE – DAY 

MALE:
Are you here to do business and have no money to buy the merchandise? What do you think? That this is a welfare institution?  
PABLO:

Listen…the business we want to propose you is this: we need a number of bales of cigarettes, okay? We sell them, come back here and give you the money for the merchandise and the profits… 
MALE:
And what if you run away with the  merchandise? Who will lose? 
PABLO:

If we don’t come back, you’d only lose a number of bales of cigarettes…but we would be left with nothing to work with…and tell me something: what a dealer is with no merchandise? 
SCENE 31 OUTSIDE – DAY 

PABLO:

Look neighbor what I have…imported and inexpensive 

MALE:

Give me five… 

PABLO:

Five?…

PABLO:

Neighbor…two…Why are you giving me all that money?…It’s ten pesos only…
SCENE 32 STORE– DAY 

PABLO:

So what’s up Don Aldemar? Good evening!
ALDEMAR:

Hi Pablo? Glad to see you…How are you, Gonzalo? What are you going to drink?
PABLO:

Nothing for the time being, Don Aldemar…listen, we are selling cigarettes and I have these two cartons left, and you can have them for a very low price…
ALDEMAR:

A mile away you can see these are contraband cigarettes…for God’s sake! 
PABLO:

What’s the problem Don Aldemar? Whom are we affecting? The State? Do you know how much money they steal us in taxes?
ALDEMAR:

If this business isn’t good for me, I won’t participate…I don’t want to have any problems with the police…no way…
PABLO:

Oh…okay, Don Aldemar…stop nagging...are you going to take them or not?

ALDEMAR:

Look young man… 

PABLO:

That’s why you never stop being poor….because of fear…. 

SCENE 33 OUTSIDE – DAY 

FABIO:

Hey… will there be a day I’ll get inside a light plane like those ones, even to travel to Bogotá and see that icebox city? 
PABLO:

Why Bogotá, Fabio? You have everything here in Medellin. And if we’re going to get inside a plane…let hope it will be to travel to USA or Europe…but accompanied by the woman we deserve…
PELUCHE:

All you do is talking about money and women…money and women is all you care for…
PABLO:

Yes, after my mother…money and women are the most important things for me… 

PELUCHE:
You think you’ll become rich by selling cigarettes, don’t you?

GONZALO:

That’s just the beginning, cousin…but you’ll see…you’ll see…. 
PABLO:

I’m going to swear an oath: if in five years I don’t have a million pesos in my pocket, I’ll shoot myself…and I’m swearing it for the Holy Child of Atocha…
GONZALO:

Listen…promises are to be kept…you hear? 
SCENE 34 PARK – NIGHT 

FABIO:

Hey!

PABLO:

Wait and you’ll see that if I don’t get that million pesos I’ll keep my promise… 

FABIO:

Get out of here!! What are you doing on the streets? Go to bed now … 

PATRICIA:

Ouch!

FABIO:

Okay Patricia…I want to see you ready for bed …
PATRICIA:

Why do you bawl me out in public? C’mon…always wanting to be the center of attention…
PABLO:

Come here, Patty…come, Patty…let me ask you something: is that young man Joaquin your boyfriend?

PATRICIA:

How could you think that Joaquin is my boyfriend? I don’t have a boyfriend because they won’t let me have one…
PABLO:

Why such a pretty girl like you doesn’t have a boyfriend? 
PATRICIA:

Ha… 

PABLO:

I could wait for you…

PATRICIA:

Oh yeah? Would you wait for me?

PABLO:

All my life…Bye… 

PATRICIA:

Bye… 

SCENE 35 NEIGHBORHOOD – DAY 

PABLO:

Listen, cousin…don’t you think you and I are too old to be driving the same old bike?
GONZALO:

That’s why we have to work as it should be to have the life we deserve…
PABLO:

The two of us look like two sissies on that bike…wait a moment…my day got brightened…Hi Patty…good morning! 
PATRICIA:

Good morning Pablo
PABLO:
How have you been, love? Have you thought about me?

PATRICIA:

Well…a bit 
PABLO:

Oh yeah? Are you going to school now?

PATRICIA:

Yes, I’m going to school early like good girls do… 
PABLO:
Because if you like it, love, I can take you in my bike…
PATRICIA:

Oh no…it’s okay Pablo…I’ll walk…besides, I’ll show too much if I ride in your  bike…
PABLO:

I won’t let you show anything…only those beautiful eyes of you …
PATRICIA:

If that so? Ha, ha! But no…you know what, Pablo? Let’s leave the motorcycle  ride for another day, okay…?

PABLO:

Are you sure?

PATRICIA:
Yes…
PABLO:

Okay…let me know about it…and the two of us will have a ride…
PATRICIA:

Okay 
PABLO:

Behave in school…you hear? And think of me a lot… 
PATRICIA:

Bye! 

PABLO:

Bye honey! 

SCENE 36 CEMETERY– DAY 

GONZALO:

This is going to be the one…
(Gonzalo starts removing a tombstone)

GONZALO:

Look cousin…isn’t that the Sheriff over there?

PABLO:

Yes, cousin…it seems so … 
GONZALO:

What about those cars, huh?

PABLO:

Yeah…
GONZALO:

…And the hot mom huh? You get all that security with political power, the satisfaction of coming from nowhere only, cousin … He looks like the Godfather…
PABLO:

The Godfather? Don Corleone? He’s nothing but a poor smuggler, cousin…
SCENE 37 CEMETERY – DAY 

PABLO:

Look cousin…there is Don Ernesto...Let’s sell this tombstone to him… 

SCENE 38 CEMETERY – DAY 

PABLO:

Don Aldemar, this is the tombstone for your brother-in-law…for him to have a Christian burial…
GONZALO:

And it’s a bargain …a very low price just for you… 

ALDEMAR:

Thank you very much for the offer, boys…but I can’t accept it…
PABLO:

Why Don Aldemar? A deceased relative deserves a tombstone like this …
ALDEMAR:

What’s going to think the owner of this tombstone you stole, for God’s sake?! 
PABLO:

How could you say that Don Aldemar? You know that my cousin has a tombstone factory…all we did was choosing the best since we have a high regard for you who are our neighbor…
GONZALO:

Don Aldemar, we’re trying to make a living…to get on in life…we’re paying for our education…
PABLO:

We’d never desecrate a Christian’s grave…
SCENE 39 STREET – DAY 

GONZALO:

Hey…I’m getting the number of tombstones we have to sell so you won’t have to shoot yourself…these are the months left. Pablo, if we keep going like this, we’ll have to start to get the gun ready…
PABLO:

You know what, cousin? Stop talking nonsense and help me instead to watch if somebody is coming, okay?  

GONZALO:

What are you going to do, Pablo?

PABLO:

Don’t stay here, man…be sure there’s no one around… 

(Pablo tries to open a car)

GONZALO:

Whose car is that?

PABLO:

Someone’s of course… 

(Pablo opens the car’s door and steals it)
PABLO:

Cousin, get it down….
GONZALO:

Get it down? Look at that dog…
PABLO:

Always me…always me! 
SCENE 40 INSIDE – DAY 

SHERIFF:

Is Lucho working with you?

MALE:
Yes sir…in the same places 

SHERIFF:

Give him a hand, man…he’s a very good worker…
MALE:

Count on that…
SHERIFF:

Okay, son… 

MALE:
So long, sir…
SHERIFF:

I see him…(what he says isn’t understood) 
PABLO:

Gentleman…good morning, miss… 

SHERIFF:

God morning boys… what can I do for you?

PABLO:

The truth, sir…is that they told us you were looking for workers … 

GONZALO:

That you are needing good bodyguards… 

PABLO:
We have extensive knowledge in the security area and also in strategies… 
SHERIFF:

Listen to this one…are you going to take care of me with strategies? What about guns? Do you know anything about guns?

PABLO:

Of course…we can use any type of arms…
GONZALO:

We are good gunmen, sir…
SHERIFF:

Which means that if you’re hired, you’ll bring the guns?

SCENE 41 COUNTRYSIDE– DAY 

(Pablo and Gonzalo on shooting practice)

SCENE 42 INSIDE – DAY 

SHERIFF:

What a hulk …look….with Frigidaire lock and all that… What’s up, Antonio? 
ANTONIO:

Mr. Sheriff… 

SHERIFF:

Everything okay?
ANTONIO:

It’s a pleasure to see you again…this is quite a car…
SHERIFF:

SHERIFF:

Let me use a phone…I’m going to make a consultation… 

ANTONIO:

Of course…sure, go ahead …
PABLO:

Don Antonio 

ANTONIO:

Yes, sir… 

PABLO:

Don Antonio…just a little question… 

ANTONIO:

Go ahead…
PABLO:

Would you by chance be interested in buying used cars a prices lower that usual?

ANTONIO:

You just got in with your boss and you didn’t even wait for him to leave to make crooked proposals…Beat it! 
SCENE 43 HOUSE – DAY 

NELIA:

Come and rest for awhile dear… 

PELUCHE:

No, no, leave it there…
PATRICIA:

Good morning, Alberto 

PELUCHE:

Good morning miss…
PATRICIA:

How are you Doña Nelia?

NELIA:

Hi dear…
PATRICIA:

Doña Nelia…a little question: Is Pablo in?

NELIA:

Pablo? He’s working…do you want to leave a message for him?

PATRICIA:
No, madam…it’s okay, thank you… 

NELIA:

Patty…
PATRICIA:

Yes madam? 
NELIA:

Answer me, dear… are you starting to feel something for my boy?

PELUCHE:

Ouch! 
PATRICIA:

Oh no, madam…how could you think that? No…
NELIA:

Boss, the truth is that the man asked twice the amount…
SHERIFF:

So what then, dumb ass? Do I have to lose the merchandise that is in the port or what? Why didn’t you evaluate pros and cons, man?! Don’t you know how to add up? I always run up and down teaching you how this business is run…so do I have to do corner kicks and make the goals at the same time? No way! What am I paying you for, huh? To be ladies companion or what?! You beat it, beat it before I shoot out of you everything you made me lose… Beat it! Beat it! 
PABLO:

Sir… 
SHERIFF:

Pablo,  I said I didn’t want to see anyone… 
PABLO:

Yes, I’m sorry Sheriff, but I couldn’t help listening what you were telling the boys and…well…I thought about something … 

SHERIFF:

Write it down, write it down and you tell me later….May I eat or no?

PABLO:

What I came to tell you won’t take long…look, Sheriff, I know how you can recuperate that merchandise, I can help you with that…
SHERIFF:

Those aren’t a bodyguard jobs, man… 

PABLO:

It’s good you addressed the subject, because I don’t want to be a bodyguard any longer…I want to be your partner…
SHERIFF:

Listen to this one…Partner? Do you want to be a partner or make money?
PABLO:

Isn’t that the same then?

SHERIFF:

If you want to be my partner I have to trust you, man…
PABLO:

SHERIFF:

The idea is that you use a radiophone and an advanced equipment to check all what’s happening on the road, letting me know all the time…and I’ll follow you with the rest of loaded trucks… get me? 
PABLO:

Sheriff, a question… well, if I can make it…What type of merchandise are we carrying?

SHERIFF:

The usual stuff, son…cigarettes, whisky; that’s what sales…but this  time I’m bringing home electric appliances, jewelry, even an old piano…what do you think?

PABLO:

Sheriff…if you had told me, I’d have done that job by myself…
SHERIFF:

Huh! Listen to this one! What a nerve! You alone with 32 trucks full of merchandise? No!  
PABLO:

Thirty two?

SHERIFF:

How many did you think there were?

PABLO:

If there are 32 trucks, that will the biggest contraband load ever…
SHERIFF:

Wrong, Pablo. I have a friend who loaded 38 trucks…I can’t complain about  this one, huh? Listen, Pablo, this cargo can’t be seized, you hear?

SHERIFF: (voice off)

Are you astute? Okay, there’s the map with the road from here to Medellin…with all checkpoints shown one by one…you take care of each one and be kind…bribing each guard …don’t use all the cash because even Communal Board people are going to ask for money…It’s okay there …When we approach Medellin, there will maybe be a problem, but each day will bring its own challenger…Macana! 
MACANA: (voice off)

Yes, sir…
SCENE 47 WAREHOUSE – DAY 

SHERIFF:

…. escort Pablo…traveling with Macana is like traveling with the Guardian Angel…
SCENE 48 CAR – DAY 

PABLO:

I am at kilometer 19, five hundred meters ahead of you…speed those trucks up…we’re doing okay!
SHERIFF:

Don’t worry…we are following you…hurry…c’mon! 
MACANA:

Who’s she, man?

PABLO:

My future wife… 

MACANA

She’s pretty…Huh Pablo…these are not the same people, brother…I think they changed the men…Shall we report about it, or what? 

PABLO:

No, no, wait, Macana…Let me check how things are here …
PABLO:

Good afternoon…how are you?

MILITARY MAN:
Good afternoon, gentleman…please get out of the vehicle… 

MILITARY MAN:

Papers, please… 

PABLO:

Yes, sir… 

SHERIFF: (on the radio)

Hey…watch it, watch it! How’s everything going, man? Did you meet our friends? Watch it! Answer me…
MILITARY MAN 2:

Do you have a permit to use this?

PABLO:

No, but wait a moment, gentleman…you and I are friends. What’s wrong?

MILITARY MAN
Which is your destination point, Mr. Pablo?

PABLO:

Huh…Capt’n: right now I’m going to Medellin…I’m making an advanced visit in preparation for the arrival of a little truck I’m bringing with some goods in…you knew things around here are dangerous …
MILITARY MAN 2:

Sure…and more indicated now with all that smuggling…right?  
SHERIFF: (over the radio)

Answer, man…Hey…What’s that? Stop it! Stop it! Turn it off… This is really a sad life, man! Attention all trucks: everybody stop…I repeat: everybody stop; don’t wink until I tell you…I repeat: stop it… this is quite a luck…I’m coming, man…
CAPTAIN:

Let’s wait for the truck and see if the load is legal…then we can be friends.. 
SHERIFF:

What’s up then, man? What’s wrong? We’re quite late…and this heat is unbearable …What’s going on, man? 
PABLO:

Look …We have to go back to the port to pick up more merchandise 
SHERIFF:

Listen to this guy. Are they paying me for going back, or what? No, I’m going home…Go ahead: let them see the papers and we’ll leave… 
CAPTAIN:

You’re kind of loaded, huh? I assume you have all waybills for all these articles…
PABLO:

You are wrongly assuming, Captain…because I don’t have them…
CAPTAIN.

Well, Sheriff…you and I had agreed that the first job wouldn’t be paid… 

SHERIFF:

And use it as it should be, son, because you won it…you went the whole hog…congratulations…I owe you a bit more…I’ll give it to you later…
PABLO:

Well…no, Sheriff…you said that everyone has a price…and well, I have to admit that there was a moment I saw it quite difficult  
SHERIFF:

And you know something, Pablo? The problem with this business isn’t how difficult it is but how easy it getting…Trucks full of merchandise get in every day…they let them enter and go everywhere... because since everyone has to pay the bribery, this has become a monumental price war. The one who makes more money is the one who charges less. It is cheaper to buy in USA than here. How about that? It is quite hard…

MALE:

Go ahead, you bastard!!

SCENE 52 OUTSIDE – DAY 

PABLO:

There are people in there….
SHERIFF:

Give me the gun,  Pablo 

(He shoots at a door)

PABLO:

So what, man? Are we going to start killing each other?

CACHACO:
Hey, Sheriff…what’s that way to get in?

SHERIFF:

How did you expect me do it? On a motorcycle or what? I’m already too old for that, man. That young man they killed was working just like you and I, man…
CACHACO:

I didn’t kill that man …I assure you… 
SHERIFF:

How could I believe you, Cachaco? That’s not what I heard out there…
SCENE 53  STORE – DAY 

ALDEMAR:

I had heard that the usual thing now is mounting a young man on a motorcycle back seat…give him a gun and he’ll start killing people…and I saw it a meter away from me... I almost got shot…I’ll never forget that dead man… I’ll keep him in my head for life…I don’t know what I’m going to do, dear… 
FLOR.

Darling…any news? Why did they kill him? Who did it?
ALDEMAR:

The smugglers I think…they kill people for whatever reason…what an awful thing to do…
FLOR:

Oh, but killing at daylight?
ALDEMAR:

Especially downtown, with so many people around….how dangerous! One problem is that there’s where I buy and sell all the merchandise …The other problem is that those people are selling at prices impossible to compete with…
SCENE 54 WAREHOUSE – DAY 

CACHACO:

I’m putting an end to the cigarette business… besides, with those prices I can’t support myself. This is my business. What? Did your tongue get paralyzed? Look, you can’t imagine those gringos inhaling that stuff through their noses…I saw Peace Corps people doing it….
SHERIFF:

This is coca, , man …it doesn’t grow in here…
CACHACO:

Not in here, but it does in Bolivia…
SCENE 55 (IMAGES OF CACHACO CARRYING COCA)

CACHACO:

I personally go to get it… 
SHERIFF:

And what? Do you travel by road?

CACHACO:

No… commercial planes… 
SCENE 56 AIRPORT – DAY 

POLICEMAN:

What’s this?

CACHACO:

Materials… 

POLICÍA.

What type of materials?

CACHACO:

Building materials…for plastering…
SCENE 57 WAREHOUSE– DAY 

SHERIFF:

And what do you do to bring it to the gringos? Because we don’t have people here to do this… 
CACHACO:

That’s another story… We’ve been bringing drugs from USA for a long time…so it is about time that we repay the favor…right? 
SHERIFF:

Do you really think this business is convenient to us all? 
CACHACO:

Those gringos will pay whatever is charged… to introduce this stuff through the nose, brother…So, what do you say? We’ll see how the process is…
SHERIFF:

Let me use the toilet, man… 

CACHACO:

Sure…that little door over there … 

SHERIFF:

Thank you…
CACHACO:

Come, boys…I’ll explain you now, and later on you’ll explain the boss… 
SCENE 58 SHERIFF’S HOUSE– DAY 

SHERIFF:

There…move a bit towards the left, man…move to the other camera…there: I can see you clear now…this is quite a toy, man…and I was worried because they were going to catch me helpless…and look: with this I have them controlled… here Pablo…two of those little bundles are for you…we’d be paid off and will start from zero…
PABLO:

Hey Sheriff…
SHERIFF:

Yes… 

PABLO:

God bless you …and well…later on I’ll tell you why you saved my life with this, you hear? 
SHERIFF:

All right, son…
SCENE 59 (CAPTION: ENVIGADO DECEMBER 2 1974)
STORE – NIGHT 

PABLO:

Don Aldemar, record the aguardiente and the rum in carafes…
ALDEMAR:

Hey Pablo…did you win the lotto or what, son?

PABLO:

Ha, ha! Don Aldemar, you were the one who won the lotto with these clients you got…and stop asking so much…because those who ask too much want to tell everything…
SCENE 60  NEIGHBORHOOD– NIGHT 

PABLO:

Doña Fabiola…I’ll be waiting for you, don Joaquín and the boys, okay?  A pleasure, Mrs. Nelly…welcome to my home…don Jorge, I’ll see you…How are you, godmother? Godmother… 
GODMOTHER:

Hi, Pablo…Happy birthday!

PABLO:

Thanks godmother…I’ll be waiting for you with all the family…Hey, everything is coming out very nice…Hey Alberto, help me fix this mess. It will be embarrassing with the neighbors if they it, right? Why don’t you pay attention to me, man? Come and work for me…you know…you’ll make it with me…your hands will get dirty only because of counting money…you know what, man? GONZALO:

The boss got drunk…he’s going to start throwing his money away…
