CHILI:

No, madam...just to welcome you…
PATRICIA:

No thank you….you’re very kind…I’m all right….who’s the owner of that aircraft? 
CHILI:

Well, madam… the boss is kind of busy and it will be difficult for him to attend you now… 
PATRICIA:

What do you mean?! That he has no time for his wife and son? For God’s sake!! 
SCENE 5

RANCH’S HOUSE – DAY 

PATRICIA:

C’mon!!! Open the door!! 
PABLO:

Of course, darling…this is quite a surprise! What are you doing here?

PATRICIA:

Pablo Emilio…open the door!! Good safety measures, huh?!
PABLO:

Did you tell her anything? 
PATRICIA:

What’s up? Good afternoon…. Are any more guests in here? 
PABLO:

What do you mean, Patty? Who else could it be? Peluche, Gonzalo, Chili and the servants are the only people here…that’s all… 

PATRICIA:

Are you telling me the truth?

PABLO:

What do you mean? Of course I’m telling the truth… 
SCENE 6
RANCH’S LANDING STRIP – DAY 

(The omen get inside the aircraft)

WOMAN:

Ha…ha!! Hurry, hurry…did she catch us? 
SCENE 7

RANCH’S HOUSE – DAY 

(The aircraft sound is heard)

PATRICIA:

Is that an aircraft?

PABLO:

An aircraft?

PATRICIA:

What do you mean an aircraft? Don’t you hear it?

PATRICIA:

Don’t you hear it either?

GONZALO:

Pass underneath!
PELUCHE:

Get off my ass! 
GONZALO:

Mind your manners! 

PATRICIA:

Who’s in that aircraft, Pablo? Who? Answer me! 
SCENE 8

OFFICE – DAY 

GALÁN:

Listen, Rodrigo…the list of candidates running for Congress should be ready tomorrow … 

LARA:

Do you know who leads the list of candidates to the House of Representatives for Antioquia?
GALÁN:

Javier Ortiz…that’s what you told me… 

LARA:

Did you check whom he appointed to run second in the list? 
GALÁN:

For the House of Representatives in Antioquia?

LARA:

Aha… 

GALÁN:

Pablo Emilio Escobar Gaviria…do you know who he is?
LARA:

Well, I don’t have it very clear yet…all I know is that he’s well know in Medellin, that is immensely rich, but there are rumors about how he got his money…kind of suspicious…

(THEY SHOW WOMEN INSIDE THE PLANE)

PABLO:

Listen, Patty…if I hold work meetings here at the ranch is because I unfortunately do business with very dangerous people…and I don’t want to mix them with you or my son… So I hope this will be the last time you come here without advising me in advance. What if tomorrow, God forbid, something wrong happens here? A raid or something similar and you and the boy get caught in the middle of it? What if they kidnap and torture him? 
PATRICIA:

Sh…shut that mouth!

PABLO:

Patty, what you did was totally irresponsible! 
PATRICIA:

Okay, forgive me! I didn’t imagine that…I thought you…. …

PABLO:

What? That I had women in here? Do you think I waste my time thinking about whores?

PATRICIA:

I’m not saying that…You are… 

PABLO:

Yes…you are …So behave as a my wife, I mean dignify our home…Will you explain why you came here showing that face and making me look like a fool in front of my brother and my cousin?  
PATRICIA:

What face, Pablo? You’re nuts! 
PABLO:

Yes, you were showing a face that…. 

PATRICIA:

That’s my face…. 

PABLO:

No madam… 

PATRICIA:

GALÁN:

Rodrigo, I could finally talk to Iván Marulanda and he confirmed our suspicions about Escobar…that he’s a widely known drug dealer in Medellin who passes himself off as a business man… 

LARA:

What did you ask him?

GALÁN:

To call Ortiz right away and ask him if he really knew who Escobar was, and guess what he answered ….

What? What did he answer? What did he say?

GALÁN:

Colombia, Colombia, Colombia…

SCENE 11

OUTSIDE – DAY 

PEOPLE IN UNISON:

Ortiz! Ortiz! Ortiz! Ortiz! Ortiz!
ORTIZ:

…We are the voice of those who don’t have a voice…we promised you and we won’t fail you…that’s why we want you all to be with us on the upcoming elections for the House of Representatives…now I leave you with my great friend, second in my list, Pablo Escobar Gaviria!  
PEOPLE SHOUT IN UNISON:
Pablo, Pablo, Pablo, Pablo!!!
PABLO:

Thank you very much…I must confess you that I’d never gotten into politics without the warmth and esteem you’re giving me… Thank you very much! 
PEOPLE SHOUT IN UNISON:

Pablo, Pablo, Pablo, Pablo!!
PABLO:
First of all I want to refer to our political head and natural leader Luis Carlos Galán Sarmiento, next President of the Republic of Colombia… 

PEOPLE SHOUT IN UNISON:

Pablo, Pablo, Pablo!!
PABLO:
…Mr. Galán has all my affection, my admiration and endless respect. We all at the Civic Action Movement share his moral ideas and government plans…a very difficult thing to attain in a dangerous and corrupt world such as ours… and now I ask you a hurrah to Luis Carlos Galán Sarmiento!

GALÁN’S OFFICE – DAY 

NEWSPERSON:

Mr. Galán, why do you say that the New Liberalism is proposing a new way to do politics? 
GALÁN

There are many reasons but I’m going to summarize them in three concrete points. First, we’re going to visit each and every municipality in the country to expose our program, without political machinery, without offering anything to buy a single vote, just our ideas. I’m serious, Herbert. Just think about it: you have to face a lot of stress… a lot of anxiety… that’s why politicians always eat in every town they visit…Ha, ha…
MARIACHI:
Listen, Pablo… now that you mention that subject and we are all met here, why don’t you tell us about your little madness? 
PABLO:

What do you mean by little madness? Should I call you Mrs. Enelia, or what? Are you also going to start giving a speech?! 
PELUCHE:

Leave my mother alone, brother… 

PABLO:

Oh…so what then? You dumb ass! 
MARIACHI:
Listen, Pablo. I know nothing about speeches and I think you don’t either…But I’m a bit worried about your insistence in entering the Congress…
PABLO:
What do you think about it? Do you or don’t you agree? 
JULIO:

Shit and ice cream don’t go together …
HERBERT:

I don’t think that’s crazy, Pablo. I’m even thinking about presenting myself as a candidate for the Quindío Department governorship…
GONZALO:

Ha! Can you imagine the Quindío department ruled by this crazy guy? 
HERBERT:
Crazy is the one who doesn’t take risks….so, count on me for whatever you need, Pablo… 

PABLO:

Thanks a lot, Herbert… Thank you very much! 

PEDRO:

Listen, Pablo. ENELIA:
Do you, who has always done whatever you want, have a boss? 
PABLO:

Yes, mom…my political boss, Luis Carlos Galán Sarmiento, the Director of my Party, the New Liberalism… 

ENELIA:
Is that so?

PABLO:

Yes… 

ENELIA:

Are you telling me that the man who’s always talking about morals, ethics, virtues and all that is your political boss?

PABLO:

Yes…

Luis Carlos… 

GALÁN:

Tell me…
GLORIA:

Guillermo Cano’s on the phone….

(THE REGULAR MOVEMENT OF A NEWSPAPER IS OBSERVED) 
SCENE 18

GUILLERMO CANO’S OFFICE – DAY 

GUILLERMO:

Mister Galán…
GALÁN:

Don Guillermo… 

GUILLERMO:

Welcome….Come in, please… 

GALÁN:

Thank you very much…. 

GUILLERMO:

Have a seat… 

GALÁN:

Thank you… 

GUILLERMO:

I didn’t want to impose on you; we could have talked over the phone…
GALÁN:

No… since it was you who called, I thought it was something very important…. 

GUILLERMO:

I wouldn’t like to worry you as I told you. But I have been receiving some information rather odd, to say the least…. 

GALÁN:

About me?

GUILLERMO:

The correspondent says that a guy named Pablo Escobar, known as a drug dealer in Medellin wants to run as Congress Representative for your party….
GALÁN:

Do you have proofs, Don Guillermo?
GUILLERMO:

Good evening Medellin! Thank you for being here!

Can’t you see he’s an antiquing  peasant and everything smells like coffee to him, huh? 
HERBERT:

A little respect please… Watch it, don’t soil my shirt… It’s quite different when you smell your own poop… 

MARIACHI.

What are you playing at, gentlemen? 
HERBERT:

Ohh… 

MARIACHI.

The plane is ready… 

HERBERT:

Mariachi, how nice to see you in little piece of land…
MARIACHI.

The whole country is my land. I just missed buying a little bit…Ha, ha!
PABLO:

What’s up, boys? Do you need help, or what?

HERBERT:

Pablo, we need your help to wipe those guerrilla out once and for all. We’re going to disappear them, right? 
PABLO:

I have nothing to do with that, Herbert… 
HERBERT:

What does that mean?

PABLO:

No sir…for me, the MR20 people are tops….In addition, I am already at peace with them after Irma Motoa’s kidnapping…
FABIO:

What’s that, Pablo? I thought that Galán’s rude remark had made you change your mind… 
PABLO
On the contrary. What Galán did to me was give me more strength to keep going. I’m following the cargo but the one going to Bogota to see if I can solve that problem once and for all…
GONZALO:

Here you go again! 
PABLO:

And you’ll be coming with me, partner… 

GONZALO:

Me? Oh no! 
PABLO:

Yes, you know me very well. I’m going to find the way to become a member of the Congress of the Republic of Colombia, no matter who likes it or how much it hurts. 

HERBERT:

Ha, ha!! 
SCENE 24

AIRPORT – DAY 

GONZALO:

Is there anything I can say for us to stop this trip, cousin….or will I waste my time? 
PABLO:

Your time is yours, partner…you’ll see how you waste it… 

PABLO:

What’s up Mr. Ortiz?

GONZALO:

Gentleman…
ORTIZ:

Good afternoon… 

PABLO:

I’m sorry for being late…
ORTIZ:

There’s no hurry. Our guest will be waiting for us all day long…. 

PABLO:

Javier…I’ve been thinking why we don’t stop all that nonsense and organize our own political movement…

ORTIZ:

Ha, ha! Oh yeah? I guess you think that creating a  political movement is a piece of cake…
PABLO:

I know it’s not easy but not impossible either…and much less when we have contacts and people’s affection…and most importantly, the capital we need to do it. 
ORTIZ:

Money isn’t the problem, Pablo… 

PABLO:

What’s the problem then? Why Luis Carlos Galán Sarmiento was able to create his political movement and we can’t? 
ORTIZ:

Calm down, Pablo. I have all we need: telephone and contacts. Trust me, we don’t need to create a political movement. All we need is support from an influential politician and period…
PABLO:

I don’t like owing favors to anyone… and that’s what you haven’t understood, Mr. Ortiz… 

ORTIZ:

Easy, Pablo…don’ t ask favors to anybody. That’s why I’m here for and I already asked  for it…hurry, hurry…
GONZALO
I agree with you, cousin…do you know what’s the worst part about asking favors? The moment you have to pay they back … 

SCENE 25

PLANE – DAY 

GONZALO:

Gentleman…listen, brother… who is the person we’re going to see, or what? 
ORTIZ:
Alonso Santorini…
GONZALO:

The name sounds familiar…
ORTIZ:

Of course…Alonso Santorini is a politician with many years of experience… 

GONZALO:

A good one or a bad one? A good one or a bad one, brother? 
ORTIZ:

I’m up since three o’clock in the morning….leave me alone! 
GONZALO:

Are all politicians like that, brother?

PABLO:

Listen, Gonzalo….what matters is that we are supported by an influential person…someone who agrees with our political ideals… 

GONZALO:

Which ideals?

PABLO:

Our political ideals. I’m going to be a member of this country’s House of Representatives. That’s going to be my revenge, whether Mr. Galán likes or not….
GONZALO:

Don’t be a dreamer, Pablo. That man doesn’t know who you are…he couldn’t care less about what you do… 

PABLO:

I can’t forgive what that man did to me!

GONZALO:

But you won’t be the last politician to be thrown out from a political party…
PABLO:

There are ways to do things, Gonzalo… not during a mass meeting. That’s not fair with a person who has tried to make progress, to get out of poverty, collaborate with people in the community. And you’re right: he doesn’t know me, so he has no right to throw me out of the New Liberalism just because of nasty people’s gossips and slandering…
GONZALO:

Whom do you think you’re talking to, jackass? Who, brother? Gossips, slandering? Do you really believe that? Get off my back! 
SCENE 26

SANTORINI’S OFFICE– DAY 

SECRETARY:
Mr. Escobar and Mr. Ortiz are here…. 

SANTORINI:

Let them in…don’t make them wait! 
SECRETARY:
All right… Get in please…
ORTIZ:
Senator… 

SANTORINI:

It’s a pleasure to have you in Bogota, Javier… 

ORTIZ:
Thank you very much… 

SANTORINI:

I confess I was anxious to meet Mr. Escobar… Alonso Santorini, a pleasure…  

PABLO:

Pablo Emilio Escobar Gaviria…
ORTIZ:
One of the best senators in this country…I really mean it… 

PABLO:

I introduce you to my partner, Mr. Gonzalo Gaviria… 

GONZALO.

A pleasure, gentleman…
SANTORINI:

Come in please…sit down… 
GONZALO.

I’ll wait for you out of the office…I don’t think I’m needed here…
PABLO:

Are you sure?

GONZALO:
Yes….is that okay?

PABLO:

Sure, sure…there’s no problem… 

GONZALO:
So long, gentlemen… 
ORTIZ:
This is quite a cold city, isn’t it? 
SANTORINI:

How was your trip? You were getting late…
ORTIZ:
Last minute problems… 

PABLO:

Now I remember where I saw Mr. Santorini.  It was in Medellin…in a jail… we were visiting an old friend called Sheriff…
FLASH BACK 
PABLO:

A pleasure…Pablo Emilio Escobar Gaviria…at your service…. 

SANTORINI:

How are you?
END OF FLASHBACK 

SANTORINI:
No… 

PABLO:

Don’t you remember?

SANTORINI:

I’ve never been in a jail visiting a prisoner, and much less in Medellin…. 

PABLO:

I’m sure, sir…My memory never fails … I got the memory of an elephant… 

SANTORINI:

No, no…you’re wrong… 
ORTIZ:
But we didn’t come all the way to this cold city to open the memory trunk… 

SANTORINI:

I can’t believe what Galán did. Throwing us out from the New Liberalism in the middle of a mass meeting. I really see no justification for such a crude humiliation…
PABLO:

Well, yes…I agree…Mr. Ortiz and I are here to talk about the future not about the past… 

SANTORINI:

And about the present, Pablo…the present…I’m really pleased to have you here… 
ORTIZ.

I thought you had a proposal to us… 

SANTORINI:

A proposal I’m sure you aren’t going to reject…Do you know what I’m talking about? 

ORTIZ:
Join your movement I suppose... 

SANTORINI:

Listen to me very well, Pablo. I’m going to tell you something I’ve never said to anyone and I may never repeat again. I value highly what you represent, the type of person you are,  and I do acknowledge the mass support you have in Medellin… 
PABLO:

Thank you very much, Senator…
SANTORINI:

But that’s not only because it is a significant capital for our movement…. 

GONZALO.
Listen to that bullshit… 

SANTORINI:

With your money and your intelligence you can become the President of the Republic of Colombia…
SCENE 27

OFFICES – DAY 

GONZALO:

Listen miss…is your boss that blabbermouth with everybody in this office or what? What a lovely smile: Pablo Escobar President…It would be more feasible that I join the guerrilla than for that to happen…
SCENE 28

SANTORINI’S OFFICE – DAY 

SANTORINI:

So what do you say, Pablo? How does my offer sound to you? 
PABLO:

Of course it does, sir… President of the Republic of Colombia….Do you really think I…
SANTORINI:

I don’t think it…I’m sure… 

PABLO:

But I’m not even a Member of Parliament or Congress… Can you imagine what I’d have to wait to become the President of the Republic? 
SANTORINI:
There’s something you have to understand, Pablo. In politics, everything is part of a process…you have to go by stages….
ORTIZ:
Naturally you have to wait your turn and let those who gave you a hand go first….
PABLO:

Of course, that’s the right thing to do… 

SANTORINI:

Yes, but time flies….I think you meet all requirements to be the ruler of this country in a not very remote future. There will obviously be some hurdles to overcome but that’s how you show your resilience so they won’t get you out of the way, you understand what I mean…
