BOGOTA 1984

OUTSIDE - STREET – DAY 

CHILI:

What are you selling, my dear?

WOMAN:
Herbal tea… 

CHILI:
Really? Delicious, it’s hot. Look, what’s that? 
SCENE 2

MOTORCYCLE WORKSHOP – DAY 

SERAPH:
Do you understand me, old friend? 
REPAIRMAN:
Of course… 

SERAPH:
That’s the job for the motorbike. What then? Can I have the keys? 
REPAIRMAN:
Gosh! All that hardware, man? 
SERAPH:
Hey friend, you’re a lazy bum….hurry up! The job can’t wait! Go and get the plate! 
SCENE 3

OUTSIDE MINISTRY – DAY 

NEWSWOMAN:

Minister Lara…a few questions…Is it true that you have been deadly threatened?

NEWSMAN:

That you’re leaving the country…Is that true? 

LARA:
Listen, friends, let’s do this: I understand you have many questions to ask me and I can’t answer them all at this moment. But there is something that will be much better for you. Call the press officer…you know how that works, and I’ll see you individually…
NEWSMAN:

Will you continue accusing Pablo Escobar?

NEWSWOMAN:

Are you going to confront Pablo Escobar by yourself, Mr. Minister?

NEWSMAN:

Does the President know it, Mr. Minister?

LARA:
No more questions please… 

SCENE 4

… Pay much attention: a new drug has appeared in the city of Los Angeles.  Americans have called it crack, which is cocaine mixed with other ingredients …

LARA:
Hello… 

NANCY:
What a nice surprise, darling. I called you at work and your secretary told me you had left… 

LARA:
I had to leave…the President called and asked me to come to Palace…. 

NANCY:
Anything serious?

LARA:
No, ha, ha…no. The President wants to offer me the embassy in Czechoslovakia; behind the Iron Curtain…we’re going to be okay… 

NANCY:
That’s wonderful, dear! Besides, I’m bored with this permanent feeling of being in danger…look how the children are…
LARA:
Yes, I was talking to Colonel Jiménez and he told me that threatening against me is serious…. 

NANCY:
When can we leave?

LARA:
It’s a matter of days. I have to finish a couple of things, Freckles. I definitely need to prove that I have nothing to do with those Mafiosi …to clean my name…. 

NANCY:
Rodrigo, Rodrigo, dear, we have to leave the country. The important thing here is that you are fine. Besides, I need a father for my sons; I need you at my side. We’ll solve that issue later on from abroad … 

LARA:
Look at me Freckles and listen very well: we’re leaving in a few days. You can be sure we’re going to be all right, okay?

REGINA’S HOUSE – DAY 

REGINA:
Marino… 

MARINO:
I’m coming, madam… 

REGINA:
No flowers have arrived in a week, right?

MARINO:

Yes madam, a week… 

REGINA:
Thank you… 

SCENE 6

PABLO’S HOUSE – DAY OJO GLADYS EXPLICAR QUÉ ESTÁ HACIENDO PATRICIA. QUÉ ES LO QUE ESTÁ SENTADO? UNA PERSONA O QUÉ? GRACIAS
PATRICIA:

No so parece que está sentado OJO GLADYS QUE ES LO QUE ESTÁ SENTADO?
THE PHONE RINGS
PATRICIA:

Hello, hello! Find something to do! They call and don’t talk! 
LUCIA:

Maybe a deaf mute… 

PATRICIA:

Ha, ha, ha! You’re really something, Lucía…yes 
SCENE 7

VIEWPOINT – NIGHT 

GONZALO:

Telephone, cousin… 

PABLO:

Who is it?

GONZALO:

That refined woman from Bogotá… 

PABLO:

Tell her I’m not in… 

GONZALO:

I can’t tell her you aren’t here Pablo because I already told her you were….
PABLO PICKS UP THE PHONE AND HANGS IT UP
REGINA:
Hello, Pablo! 

GONZALO:

It’s really cold in here, isn’t it?

PABLO:

I asked you to buy a ruana… 

GONZALO:

What’s this then, brother?

PABLO:

That’s a poncho… 

GONZALO:

These are the ones I know… 

PABLO:

You bought it because it was half price…stingy… 

GONZALO:

C’mon man! 
SCENE 8

ROOM – NIGHT 

MOLE:

You must demand respect, you get me? You cannot play dumb. If somebody comes to pick on me I’ll put him down! Get moving! Get moving! Don’t let anybody see your face. If someone come near you, you shoot him…You get me?

THE PHONE RINGS
CHILI:

Hello, hello! C’mon, talk!  
PABLO:

Do you think I sent you there on an entertainment trip or what?

CHILI:

Huh! Hi boss, how are you?

PABLO:

Boss my ass! Chili, do you think I sent you to Bogota to drink and take drugs?  
CHILI:

We aren’t taking anything, boss. We are taking nothing. We’re just listening music…so we can relax…  

PABLO:

The hell with that, Chili! Relax? Do you think this is a game or what? Do you think this is a joke? Be serious, man. You have to be on the alert and do your job!
CHILI:

I know it, boss…I know it…
PABLO:

It doesn’t look so!

CHILI:

Relax, boss….that job is working beautifully….don’t worry, huh? Don’t worry, boss…I’m not going to deceive you…
PABLO:

All right…I hope so…I hope so because you perfectly know that if something comes out wrong….that friend  of yours, the one who’s next to you now will be the one who will pay the consequences…
CHILI:

The party is over! The party is over! So long, good bye….good bye!! 
WOMEN:
No, no!
MOLE:

Take off!! Take off then! 
SCENE 9

LARA’S HOUSE – NIGHT 

LARA:
Rodrigo, are you still playing? I suppose that homework came out perfect, right? Why is Nicholas here this late?  

RODRIGO:

His parents haven’t picked him up…. 

LARA:
But it is too late…something wrong must have happened…

NANCY: 

Kids, I brought you something to eat… 

LARA:
Nancy, look what time it is and they haven’t picked Nicholas up… 

NANCY:

Yes, dear, but I haven’t called because I don’t have their phone number … 

LARA:
Something must have happened…I’ll have to take him home… 

NANCY:

This late? The bodyguards have already left. We have to wait….you can’t go out alone…. 

LARA:
How much longer are we going to wait, Nancy? They won’t pick him up. Listen Nicholas, eat that sandwich… I’m going to take you home… 

NANCY:

But Rodrigo, you can’t go out alone, dear….
LARA: 

Nicholas! 

SCENE 10

ROOM – NIGHT 

(THE PHONE RINGS)

CHILI:

Hello! 
MALE:

Pal, the patient left already…. 

CHILI:

The patient left the house without the bodyguard…Move it! Move it! 
DEMON:

Why’s that, jackass?

CHILI:

Why? Because we have to do the job earlier….Hurry! Hurry! 
SERAPH:

Hey, hey! 
CHILI:

You know what to do, okay? You know where to wait for him…don’t waste the opportunity! 
SERAPH:
That surprises me, buddy! 
CHILI:

Okay, hurry! Go ahead, go ahead….right now! 
SCENE 11

MOTORCYCLE WORKSHOP – DAY 

SERAPH:
Hullo! Hullo! 
REPAIRMAN:
Hullo! 

SERAPH:

Everything okay or what?

REPAIRMAN:
Sure… 

SERAPH:

What? Did you bring the girl or no?

REPAIRWOMAN:
Yes, son, here she is… 

SERAPH:
Good….that’s how I like it …everything fine… 
(DEMON IS SEARCHING IN HIS POCKETS…HE LOOKS WORRIED) 
SERAPH:
Hey Byron (Demon)….watch it! You know that this job has to be done fast…and lets do it while we can…he has no bodyguards today! Let’s go! 
DEMON:

Listen, nuts, I prefer these jobs with bodyguard but it must be carefully planned…
SERAPH:

No, don’t mess with this …

DEMON:

Wait, wait! The wife! 
SERAPH:

Listen, partner! Don’t think too much about that. Relax, nothing is going to happen…on the contrary, have profit ….understand it…the man is alone, he has no bodyguards… 

DEMON:

See? I told you so! 
SERAPH:

What then? Are you having cold feet or what? If you want, I can do the job myself…I don’t mind doing two things at once bum! 
DEMON:

Relax, man! 
SERAPH:

Come then and stop all that nonsense! 

SCENE 12

OUTSIDE LARA’S HOUSE – NIGHT 

LARA:
What’s wrong, Freckles? What are you doing outside? Did anything wrong happen?

NANCY:

No…you were taking too long, dear… 

LARA:
No, I didn’t take too long; I left the boy home and came back immediately. Get inside…I’ll get the car in the garage and I’ll be right back! 
LARA:
Everything is fine…just two young men in a motorcycle…there’s nothing wrong….Get inside…I’ll get the car in the garage…go… 

SCENE 13

STREET – NIGHT 

SERAPH:

C’mon Byron! You almost made me fall! 
DEMON:

I’m sorry, man…. 

SERAPH:

Sorry? We missed the guy, huh!
LARA:
Get inside… 

DEMON:

Get on…stop that fuss….get on! 
SERAPH:

Start the bike! Start it! Did you chicken out or what! Start the bike! 
SCENE 14

COFFEE SHOP – DAY 

GALÁN:

Rodrigo…I think you should leave the country…
LARA:
Yes, that’s not the idea I like best but you’re right… 

GALÁN:

If threatening against you is that serious, that’s what you have to do… 

LARA:
Yes, though the one who should be hiding is Pablo Escobar, not me…but this world is upside down…. 

GALÁN:

You’re right but leave that to justice, man… 

LARA:
That’s what I’m doing…. 
CHILI AND MOLE ARE ELSEWHERE IN THE COFFEE SHOP 
MOLE:

If it hadn’t been for Byron we’d be celebrating in Medellin, pal…
CHILI:

Oh Holy Virgin….if I could kill Galán I’d have the boss in my pocket… 

MOLE:
Forget Galán, man! Let’s concentrate ourselves on the Minister! 
LARA:
Listen, Luis Carlos…if there is something that motivates me to stay and face all this is to prove my absolute innocence…. 

GALÁN:

What matters now is your safety as well as that of Nancy and the kids. And it’s not possible that everything we did together, you and I, end up in the drafting of a check or in an ethics committee…
MOLE:
Pay attention…the Minister takes three different routes to go home every day. I think we should stand in one of them and shoot him when he passes by…
SCENE 15

PABLO’S BEDROOM – DAY 

PABLO:

They realize that the snake was a liar that wanted to make a fool of the lion cub who had already learned to roar …

THE PHONE RINGS
PABLO:

… a bit slower….then they were…is anybody going to get that phone? 
PATRICIA:

I don’t know… 

PABLO:

Blanca!

PATRICIA:

Dora! Huh…but what?

PABLO:

Hello! 
REGINA:
Hi! 

PABLO:

Oh…hi brother, what’s up?

REGINA:
All right…though I’m a bit worried about you… 

PABLO:

Listen partner…the problem is that I’m a bit busy now … 

REGINA:
Can’t you talk?

PABLO:

No… 

REGINA:
All right…I only wanted to tell you that I met with the Minister….nothing wrong can happen to that man… 

PABLO:

That’s none of my business. I have nothing to do with it and I won’t do any of the things you’re saying, you hear? You have to talk it over with Gonzalo, my partner…he’s my financial adviser….so long…
PATRICIA:

Who was it?

PABLO:

A partner who wanted to borrow some money from me…
PATRICIA:

But you talked too nastily to him …
PABLO:

This is the fourth time he calls, Patty… 
PATRICIA:

But you are very decent, dear… 

PABLO:

That’s why…one moment….and then the birds…in what part of the story was I?
SCENE 16

BOGOTA 30TH APRIL 1984

CAR – DAY 

NANCY:
I’ll finish this presentation and I’ll go home, dear. We’ll meet there… 
LARA:
Freckles, I want to apologize for having submitted you to all this paraphernalia of bodyguards and security I know you don’t like… 

NANCY:
Don’t worry, darling. I don’t care…Ha, ha… 

LARA:
Ha, ha…I know you do…
NANCY:
Besides, we’ll be travelling abroad very soon…
LARA:
Yes… 

NANCY:

We’re going to be relaxed…be able to go out on the street….hold hands as two students… 
LARA:
You have no idea how much I wish that moment to come…
NANCY:
Very soon, darling. We have to be patient…Okay, I’ll see you at home… 

LARA:
Aha… 
NANCY:
Take care…I love you; I love you very much… 

HE KISSES HER
NANCY:

Please take care dear! 
SCENE 17

CHURCH – DAY 

(DEMON IS PRAYING)

SCENE 18

LARA’S OFFICE – NIGHT 

HE GETS READY TO LEAVE 
SCENE 19

OUTSIDE MINISTRY – NIGHT 

LARA:
So long, boys…good evening! 
SCENE 20

STREET – NIGHT 

DEMON:

…Hail Mary full of grace the Lord is with you. Blessed are you among women and Blessed is the fruit of your womb Jesus. Holy Mary Mother of God pray for us sinners now and at the hour of our death. Amen. Holy Mother of God, please protect me in this job, will you? I beg you…  

SERAPH:

Hey Byron…calm down, man. Relax…You’re making me feel nervous too… 

SCENE 21

HOUSE – NIGHT 

COLONEL:
Where are you? (in a low voice)

A WOMAN POINTS UPWARD… THE HOUSE IS FULL OF COPS…IT LOOKS LIKE A SEARCH 
SCENE 22

PABLO’S BEDROOM – NIGHT 

(PABLO SINGS AT PATTY’S BELLY)
SCENE 23

HOUSE – NIGHT 

(THE COLONEL GETS IN THE ROOM WHERE CHILI, MOLE, DEMON AND SERAPH WERE STAYING AND FINDS A PHOTO OF LARA, AND ONE OF MOLE AND CHILI ASLEEP INSIDE A BUS)

SCENE 24

STREET – NIGHT 

DEMON:

….and Blessed is the fruit of your womb Jesus…
SERAPH:

Hey, man…confirmed…the patient is coming through that route…ready?
DEMON:

Ready partner… 

SERAPH:

I’ll see… 

(THE LEAVE IN THE MOTORCYCLE)
SCENE 25

PABLO’S BEDROOM – NIGHT 

PABLO LOOKS AT HIS WRISTWATCH
SCENE 26

LARA’S CAR – NIGHT 

LARA: (on the phone)

I wanted to stop by to thank you in person but the truth is that I’m trying to limit my moves…you’ll understand me… 

GUILLERMO:
Don’t worry, Mr. Minister…it’s not necessary… 

LARA:
I’m really grateful, Don Guillermo, you have been the only one I can fully confide in since the day all this started… 

GUILLERMO:
Mr. Minister, I’m going to accompany you until the day those men are put in their place…
LARA:
Let’s hope so, sir. That’s what I want the most… 

GUILLERMO:
Take advantage of the time you’re going to spend overseas, Mr. Minister, so when you get back you’ll be a possible candidate for the Presidency…  

LARA:
Ha, ha! 
GUILLERMO:
I wish you the best luck in the world, Mr. Minister… 

LARA:
Thank you very much again. Take care. So long…
LARA:
Domingo, Domingo, slow down…the bodyguards were left behind…what’s going on?! 

(HIRE ASSASSINS KILL LARA)

SCENE 27

LARA’S HOUSE – NIGHT 

MALE:

Rodrigo, an accident! 
RODRIGO:

An accident? Dad! Dad! Dad! Help me! Help me! Help me! 
BODYGUARD:
Let’s get out of here…Let’s get out of here!

RODRIGO:

Hurry!
RODRIGO:

To Shaio Clinic….fast!
SCENE 29

CLINIC - NIGHT 

NANCY:

I’m his wife…let me in! 
SCENE 30

LARA’S BEDROOM – NIGHT 

NANCY HAD FELL ASLEEP BUT SHE WAKES UP AND REMEMBERS THAT LARA IS NOT THERE AND SHE CRIES. SHE WATCHES A FAMILY PHOTO
SCENE 31

ANNOUNCER: 

…Urgent! The Minister of Justice was murdered! The Minister Rodrigo Lara Bonilla, who denounced drug traffic penetration in Colombian politics and sports, was murdered today by a hired assassin who shoot with a machine gun from a motorcycle. According to the authorities, Lara Bonilla had left in a car at seven o’clock at night….
SCENE 32

GUILLERMO CANO’S HOUSE – NIGHT 

ANNOUNCER: (on the radio) 

… and in a neighborhood of the north part of the capital city, a man fired a shot from the back seat of a motorcycle driven by another hired assassin causing him a serious wound. According to a witness, the Minister’s car was totally destroyed by number of impacts. 
SCENE 33

GALÁN’S HOUSE – NIGHT 

GALÁN:

…The murder of Minister Lara shows the degree of deterioration of our society and our politicians. It demonstrates that those who dare to face powerful illegal groups are sentenced to death. In the case of Rodrigo, he denounced the alliances of great drug lords and the politicians…
SCENE 34

OUTSIDE – NIGHT 

ANNOUNCER: (on the radio)

Those drug lords are precisely the ones accused by authorities as the intellectual authors of the Minister of Justice’s murder. The Medellin Cartel celebrates while the whole country cries for Minister Lara… 
PABLO:

What about this jerk? Am I celebrating, huh?! That how this country’s press works. They love injecting poison to the news…. 

GONZALO:

They informed me that Medellin and Bogota are militarized. We have to get out of here, Pablo…we have to leave! 
PABLO:

We still have time, Gonzalo… 

GONZALO:

Time for what, Pablo? Time for what? We’ve just killed a Minister of State Time for what, jackass?!
PABLO:

What’s wrong?

GONZALO:

What do you mean what’s wrong?

PABLO:

Yes…tough luck… 

GONZALO:

Tough luck, asshole?

PABLO:

Tough luck… 

GONZALO:

What do you mean,?!

PABLO:

Who asked him to mess with me?!
GONZALO:

Fuck off!

PABLO:

Yes, sir… 

GONZALO:

No…stop it, Pablo! 

PABLO:
I can’t allow that the political class of this country and the oligarchy forget they are dealing with the second most important person in the world after the Pope. This is a lesson they have to learn! Nobody can mess with the dignity of Pablo Emilio Escobar Gaviria. Period!  

GONZALO:
Do you think you’re more important than the Pope, Pablo?! Does that mean that if tomorrow you want to kill a President, you’ll do it, jack ass? Tell me, would you do it?! 
SCENE 34

RUNWAY– NIGHT OJO GLADYS: ES UNA PISTA DE AVIONES? (si es una pista de Aviones)
COLONEL:
We are late! Wake up! Wake up! Move! I want results!

SCENE 35

STREET – NIGHT 

(POLICEMEN SEARCH SOME MEN)

MALE:

What is it? I haven’t done anything wrong…
SCENE 36

HOUSE – NIGHT 

MOLE:

Look, Chili got in, boy! 
SEVERAL PERSONS:

Huh!!!

CHILI:

Huh…Good luck! Bye! Bye! 
MOLE:
Go ahead then…
CHILI:

Are you using my home as your den?
MOLE:

No… 

CHILI:

No? Look at you! You’re drunk and can’t see things as they are. You know what? What we went to do in Bogota was a serious job!
MOLE:
Yes… 

CHILI:

We killed the Minister of Justice. You get me? They are looking everywhere for us and here you come doing all his noise, huh? Do you want me to be killed? Do you want them to kill you? Do you want the boss to be killed? 
MOLE:
How can you say that? No, I was just having a drink relaxed in my house… 

CHILI:

Look…look…
MOLE:
We got paid!

CHILI:

Shhh….quiet! You don’t understand….do you, Mole? You won’t listen to me. Do you get it or no 
SCENE 37

JAIL – NIGHT 

COLONEL:
I already said no… 

NIKI:

It doesn’t have to be right now… 

COLONEL:
At this moment he’s under Police custody… 
NIKI:
That’s why I’m asking a favor to a Colonel…
COLONEL:
That’s why I’m saying no. I’m investigating him…I’m going to interrogate him…
NIKI:
Two questions. I only need you to answer two questions… 

COLONEL:
Neither two, nor one or five. That kid killed a Minister of State. You know what that means, don’t you? After I interrogate him, I’m going to know who ordered Minister Lara’s murdering….
NIKI:

Are you sure, Colonel? Because the law of those criminals’ law  is not to betray their boss ever… 

COLONEL:
Really?! We’ll see… 

SCENE 38

PRESS CONFERENCE – DAY 

PRESIDENT:

Let this be clear to our nation and to the whole world: the sacrifice of Rodrigo Lara Bonilla, Minister of Justice will not go unpunished. We will honor his name and we will continue his struggle to persecute drug traffickers and we will demand the implementation of the treaty of extradition we have with the United States. Colombians you can count on me …

SCENE 39

GALÁN’S HOUSE – DAY 
PRESIDENT:

… and the strength of the State to make those responsible for this sacrifice pay for their crime…
SCENE 40

STREET – NIGHT 

POLICE OFFICER:

Don’t move! Freeze!... 

POLICEMEN CATCH SOME MEN
SOLDIERS AND POLICEMEN ARRIVE AT NAPOLES)

EMPLOYEE:

They caught us! They caught us!

SCENE 41

GALÁN’S HOUSE – DAY 

GLORIA:

We have to leave…
GALÁN:

I’m coming….I’m coming… 

GLORIA:

Are you going to speak at the funeral? I can’t believe his is happening!
GALÁN:

Rodrigo was the Minister of Justice, Gloria. If they could kill a Minister, can you imagine what people will think? People a thousand times more vulnerable… 
GLORIA:

You already heard the President. Let’s hope that’s true and they can catch all those criminals…   

GALÁN:

What hurts me the most is the cowardly way they killed him. I was always afraid but I thought…I believed the security given to him by the Ministry was enough. Escobar set himself to damage Rodrigo’s image and keep him at a distance and he succeeded…that’s the sad part…
GLORIA:

Everything was too complex, too difficult… 

GALÁN:

Rodrigo’s death cannot be in vain, nor can his struggle or that of the New Liberalism. They mustn’t think that killing people will stop us from denouncing them. I won’t to allow it! 
SCENE 42

MUZO (EMERALD ZONE)
OUTSIDE – DAY 

MARIACHI:

I don’t care. Send all employees home. I don’t want anyone working here during these days… 

EMPLOYEE:

But that’s strange, boss. This mine works 24 hours….the police can find out … 
MARIACHI:

I couldn’t care less. Let them find out…. We’ll send everyone on vacation, including me … 

SCENE 43

ROAD – DAY 

MARIACHI:

Where is the helicopter?

MALE:

There…they are waiting for you… 

SCENE 44

MOTOA’S HOUSE – DAY 

JULIO:
Let’s forget about this. What the hell are we going to do in Panama?

PEDRO:

I don’t know either, but we can’t stay in Colombia after Pablo Escobar messed it up with the Minister… 

GERMÁN:

He didn’t mess it up! He committed murder! 
PEDRO:

No matter how it’s called, we have to flee and the sooner the better. Didn’t you see the newscast? The extradition is at our heels, man…. 
GERMÁN:

Calm down, Pedro…you’re exaggerating….

PEDRO:

Exaggerating, man?! 
JULIO:
That’s true, Pedro. Pablo Escobar ordered that man’s murdering…We have nothing to do with that, brother….we aren’t involved…. 

GERMÁN:

Understand that… 

PEDRO:

We knew and did nothing….And do you know what does that make us? Accomplices! 
GERMÁN:

Accomplices of what, man? What did you want us to do? Go and defend him? Nobody is accusing us… 

PEDRO:

Okay, lets go! We are leaving! 
GERMÁN:
Huh!  What a hard-headed man! 
JULIO:
You can never talk to this guy … 

GERMÁN:

Learn that….Hurry….hurry! 
JULIO:
Speed up! 
GERMÁN:

Feed the dogs… 
SCENE 45

OUTSIDE – DAY 

GONZALO:

This can’t be! We are back to the beginning? What’s this shit, Pablo? Napoles is full of policemen and the same will happen in this commune… 

PABLO:

That’s why we are leaving this place, Gonzalo…Calm down! 
GONZALO:

I think we should go to the mountains…C’mon Pablo, let’s go to the mountains… 
PABLO:

What’s with you? What mountain? I can’t leave you alone in there. Come with me to the airport.... 

GONZALO:

Are you dumb, or what?! To the airport? Do you think the Police is stupid or what, Pablo? The airport must be full of policemen, brother… 

PABLO:

I know it, I know it, but trust me, will you? Get in… 

GONZALO:

I trust you, huh! Shit! 
PABLO:

Let’s go, friends…let’s go… 

SCENE 46

LARA’S KIDS ROOM – DAY 

NANCY:
Don’t move, Jorge! I’m trying to button your shirt…
JORGE:

It itches….
NANCY:

I know it itches but it will be just a while…and you’ll take it off…
