Huh! There is a witness in the States willing to testify against my brother. Pablo, that will be more than enough to extradite him from Spain tomorrow…
PABLO ESCOBAR:

Wait, wait, wait, Julio! Wait a moment! What do you mean a witness?! A witness where? A witness who? 
JULIO:

I wish I knew it, Pablo! The lawyers are saying that’s all they need to screw Pedro up….How do you like it?

PABLO ESCOBAR:

Don’t worry about that! Thanks dear! You know lawyers love to scare you and that’s what they are doing. Relax… nothing wrong is going to happen to Pedro. An extradition process from Spain takes a long time, it is very complex. So breath, calm down, drink you lemonade and we’ll analyze this situation, okay?
JULIO:

Analyze which situation? Don’t you see there is nothing to be analyzed, Pablo? That witness will fuck us all! And when I say all…you know what I’m talking about. You get me? 
SCENE 2

DAY-AIRPORT-NICARAGUA

PELUCHE:

This shit is too heavy!!
FABIO:

Watch it! Watch it!

GONZALO:

Excuse me boys! Do me a favor, Fabio! Wait for me! Pass that one to me, man!
FABIO:

No, no….Huh!! No, no, no! Easy, easy!

GONZALO:

Keep doing your job, brother. That’s it! Ouch! What’s up, sir?! There you have it! I hope you are good in accounting because you’ll have to count a lot. There it is! Do you like what you see? Look at that! Did you see the toy we sent you? Did you like it? They are so pretty! Brand new! I’m so excited! You know these are precision ones, not semi-automatic…
SCENE 3

DAY-NEWSCAST
ANNOUNCER:
…Though Colombian people agree with peace dialogues between President de la Cruz and MR20 guerrillas, the current situation doesn’t allow talking about peace. Both the army and the guerrilla continue attacking each other, and while certain MR20 commanders are under peace negotiations, other are attacking and being attacked…
FABRICIO: (IN THE MOUNTAINS)
It’s the Army’s fault, because they don’t want a peaceful solution… 
ANNOUNCER:
What’s the reason for peace talks if the parties are still at war?
(FROM THE NATIONAL ARMY)

COLONEL:
And apart from the fact that our men we are the ones who get killed, they are asking us to do nothing…
ANNOUNCER:
Like selling the idea of a country living in harmony? Though people keep dying, President de la Cruz insists those are mishaps that should be overcome …
(FROM THE PRESIDENCY OF THE REPUBLIC)

PRESIDENT DE LA CRUZ:
I understand Colombians’ frustration, but I ask you to accompany the government in this effort and understand that difficulties should be overcome. Our target continues to be peace in this country. That’s why I reaffirm Colombians, MR20 guerrillas and the National Army that the cease fire is still in effect …
SCENE 4

DAY-NATIONAL ARMY OF COLOMBIA-CALI
COLONEL:
Orders? Orders from whom? Lieutenant!
LIEUTENANT:
Yes, my colonel! 
COLONEL:
We have to keep searching Commander Fabricio Romero. We know he’s hiding here Cali but I need exactly where…
LIEUTENANT:
We’re doing intelligence work colonel, and two suspects are being watched...
COLONEL:
How shall we know those two are going to lead us to Romero? Listen, lieutenant! You have one week, one week to show results! Got me?! 
LIEUTENANT:
Yes, sir!

COLONEL:
Leave! 

LIEUTENANT:
Excuse me!

SCENE 5

DAY-EL ESPECTADOR OFFICES
NIKY:

Don Guillermo!

GUILLERMO:
Yes?!

NIKY:

This cable has just arrived! Look at this!

NIKY:

The United States accuses Nicaragua’s Sandinista government of being allied with Colombian drug traffickers….
GUILLERMO:

This sounds absurd…
NIKY:

No sir…the gringos say they have proofs. And in these photos you can perfectly see a Sandinista officer manipulating drug. And look who else are over there! Pablo Escobar Gaviria and his cousin Gonzalo!
GUILLERMO:

What?! And they have denied it all these years. We’ll change tomorrow’s front page and will go with this news! I want to see the former congressman’s face when he sees that photo …
SCENE 6

DAY-AIRPORT 
PABLO ESCOBAR:

Thanks German! How are you? We’re going to Cali….
SCENE 7

DAY-STREET-CALI
NEWSPAPER BOY:
El Espectador, El Espectador!!! Buy El Espectador!! El Espectador! 
SCENE 8

DAY-AIRPORT-CALI

PABLO ESCOBAR:

Thanks son! Move it! You know where we’re going…
NEWSPAPER BOY:
El Espectador!!!  Buy El Espectador!!!

SCENE 9
DAY-RADIO

CONGRESSMAN:
There you have him! How many times did we listen to him at the Congress saying he was a businessman, huh? How many? Look, this photo demonstrates that Pablo Escobar Gaviria is a drug trafficker, as Minister Lara said one million times and for which reason he was meanly murdered….. 
SCENE 10

DAY-FABRICIO ROMERO’S HOUSE-CALI

PABLO ESCOBAR:

So what is it Fabricio?

FABRICIO:

Pablo!

PABLO ESCOBAR:

Will you please tell me what this shit is!? What the hell is going on with those people?! 
FABRICIO:

Why are you asking me? I’m an MR20 commander and have nothing to do with them! 

PABLO ESCOBAR:

Yes, you do! Who recommended them to me?! Who said they were serious, decent, honest people committed to the business?! And look how they are paying me back, Fabricio!
FABRICIO:

Look, Pablo….calm down…I understand your reaction but let’s analyze the situation for awhile…What interest would our Sandinistas comrades have in taking that picture?   
PABLO ESCOBAR:

But they took it, Fabricio; they took the picture and fucked me up! They fucked you up! And they fucked everybody up! This is the queen’s evidence the United States needed to extradite me right away! You get me?!! And I want you to know this: If I get into a serious problem because of this, you’ll get involved and come with me! 
FABRICIO:

Why don’t you question your men?!

PABLO ESCOBAR:

How do you dare thinking I’m going to question my men? They have been working for me for many years! Do you think I started this business yesterday? Who were in there that day?  The same as always! This fucking pilot! Do you have a satellite phone I can use?

FABRICIO:

Bring a satellite one, boys! Pablo, I have to take advantage of you being here because there is something I want to talk to you…
PABLO ESCOBAR:

What is it?

FABRICIO:

Listen… the government is breaking peace talks with us. Believe me. They kill our commanders, say they are going to sign a peace process but they continue attacking us anyway… 
PABLO ESCOBAR:

Do you want me to call the President and complain to him? 
FABRICIO:
Pablo, we’re thinking about prosecuting the President of the Republic, about bringing him before the Supreme Court, the one that evaluates the extradition treaty, the one that decides which Colombian citizens stay and which are sent to the Unites States…
PABLO ESCOBAR:

You got mad, Fabricio! The only way you can prosecute President de la Cruz is by force…
FABRICIO:

And that’s exactly what we’re going to do. And we’re going to need your help to achieve it…
SCENE 11

DAY-LUIS CARLOS GALÁN’S OFFICE-BOGOTA

NIKY:

Mr. Galán, what do you think about the picture published a few days ago by El Espectador showing Pablo Escobar and his cousin Gonzalo loading and unloading a plane with cocaine?
GALÁN:

That photograph proves what the murdered New Liberalism member Rodrigo Lara Bonilla kept saying about Pablo Escobar. Nobody doubts he’s a drug trafficker, that Nicaragua’s Sandinistas have been his partners. We hope that proof will be enough for the United States to request that man’s extradition, as well as his partner Pedro Motoa currently imprisoned in Spain…. 
SCENE 12

DAY-FABRICIO ROMERO’S HOUSE -CALI

FABRICIO:

All right….there is a million dollar in each briefcase for the operation…
NORBERTO:

Commander, are you sure about receiving this money?

FABRICIO:

We did it already, comrade. Besides, they aren’t going to waste the chance we have to get inside and burn certain files, and we will also benefit from it because we need lots of money for the operation….

NORBERTO:

Well, yes…you’re quite right, commander….But what’s going to happen with your safety?

FABRICIO:

Don’t worry about that, Norberto …

NORBERTO:

All right! Ha, ha! All set then! Let’s go…All right, commander! 
FABRICIO:

All right! Motherland or death!

NORBERTO:

Motherland or death, commander! All right, man! Let’s go!
LIEUTENANT:
Workmen to construction! The engineer has been perfectly located! Over!
COLONEL:
Perfect. Back to work, master …

SCENE 13

DAY-PARKING LOT- MEDELLIN
GONZALO:

What a way to lose your hair, damn it! 
NORBERTO:

Hold this, Jaime!

JAIME:

Okay, okay!

NORBERTO:

Hullo! Excuse me for been late, but I had to take precautions…
GONZALO:

What precautions? You’re quite safe in here….Hey, I’m sending my cousin! Search him man!

NORBERTO:

Ouch!! That’s enough!

GONZALO:

What?

NORBERTO:

That’s too much!

GONZALO:

Are you planning to make a war with three pistols, or what? 
NORBERTO:

¡No, no…I’m not talking about that!

GONZALO:

Because if you want, I can return them right away, there is no….
NORBERTO:

No! That’s not what I’m talking about. I thought we were going to have a meeting point, a more strategic plan!
GONZALO:

This is the meeting point, brother! Didn’t you like it, or what? Besides, you’re not going to carry it in your pocket…The truck is Pablo’s present too! 
NORBERTO:

Good!! Please tell Pablo that I’m really grateful! 
GONZALO:

I’ll gladly do it! One more thing, Mr. Guerrilla: you’ll be safe as long as you stay within Antioquia Department because authorities have been informed about that job already. If you’re outside that area that will be your responsibility, so don’t mess it up because I don’t want to lose money...

NORBERTO:
Okay!

GONZALO:

Pablo may approve your activities but I don’t and they won’t be welcome in this area, you got me? 
NORBERTO:

Don’t worry, sir …
GONZALO:

I’m not worried, brother….
NORBERTO:

Hand me the keys…Turn that one off, Jaime!

A TRUCK STARTING
SCENE 14

DAY-RADIO

RADIO ANNOUNCER:
…Attention! Latest news! After several weeks of army intelligence, the MR20 commander Fabricio Romero and several guerrillas who accompanied him were killed in Cali. That operation is considered another sign of the breaking of the truce decreed by the government during the peace talks they are having with said guerrilla group… 
SCENE 15

DAY-PABLO’S AIRCRAFT
GONZALO:
Do you think we lost that money, Pablo? 
PABLO ESCOBAR:

I hope not, Gonzalo…I also hope that guy had already informed his people that I was helping them….
GONZALO:

Because I’ve done some calculations and those people need much money to conclude that job. Are we going to keep helping them with money or what? 
PABLO ESCOBAR:

Helping my ass!! I won’t give them one more cent! If they want to take the Palace of Justice by force they’ll have to do it with the money I gave them…

GONZALO:

You are really a guerrilla Pablo. You like leftist movements! You have to admit it! I can’t imagine what benefit we’re going to get from that attack. I don’t get it, brother….
PABLO ESCOBAR:

Of course we’re going to benefit from it, and a lot, Gonzalo. And yes, I’m sympathetic towards the revolutionary cause. But besides, as I said, the siege of the Palace of Justice is essential to us. Just think that without the Supreme Court of Justice, no one will be able to check our current criminal records…
GONZALO:
Is that so?

PABLO:

Aha! 

GONZALO:

Let’s do it then, brother…I always follow you in all your foolish acts….
PABLO ESCOBAR:

Of course we have to! I already sentenced him to death! But people in charge of intelligence activities told me that he didn’t come back to Colombia, and I don’t know what to do in that case. What do you think?

CAPTAIN:
Two years?! That’s too much time in prison considering what I did for you!

DEA DETECTIVE:

You took those photos and are going to testify against those people for your own benefit not mine …

CAPTAIN:
Yes! But you’re going to have Pedro Motoa sent from Spain…Does that really worth so little?  
CAPTAIN’S ATTORNEY:
May we discuss my client’s safety? When will he be included in the business protection program?
DEA DETECTIVE:

You know what?? Attorneys like you who defend rats like this are despicable! 
CAPTAIN:
We are speaking English! I need no protection…You know? Protection from no one! And much less from a person like you!
CAPTAIN’S ATTORNEY:
You’re going to be in great danger….You’ll be the most important witness against the Medellin Cartel members.  All of them will end up being extradited thanks to you…

COLONEL:
What are you saying? Repeat it!
PABLO ESCOBAR:

No sir! You perfectly understood what I’ve just said! Just do what you have to!

COLONEL:
Hello! Hello! 

PABLO ESCOBAR:

Don’t worry, cousin. I know how to do things…
SCENE 18

DAY-PALACE OF JUSTICE
NORBERTO:

HE TAKES PICTURES
SCENE 19

DAY-COLOMBIAN MOUNTAINS
NORBERTO:

Listen, gentlemen: the Palace has four floors and this is what we’re going to do: I’ll get in with a group through entrance number one, which is the main entrance. Then I’ll enter through this point while the other group, the big one, will do it through entrance number two, which is the basement and when we all are there and the situation is under control I’ll give you the order and we’ll take the rest of the place over….agreed?! 

GUERRILLAS:
Yes commander!

NORBERTO:

All right! The situation is this …

DAY-BUS-BOGOTA

NORBERTO:

Listen, over there…ready, let’s go! 
MR20 COMMANDER:
Move! Move! Fast! Fast! Move! Move! 
SCENE 22

DAY-BOLIVAR SQUARE-BOGOTA
SECURITY POLICE OFFICER:
Good morning!

MR20 GUERRILLA:

How are you gentlemen? All right?

SECURITY POLICE OFFICER:
Where are you going?

MR20 GUERRILLA:
To the coffee shop….
SECURITY POLICE OFFICER:
But this is not time…
MR20 GUERRILLA:
We won’t take long. We’ll just enter for a while and get out soon…

NEWSPERSON:
At what time was the Supreme Court of Justice attacked? 
WOMAN:
Around one fifty PM…
NEWSPERSON:
Too much shooting? 
WOMAN:
Yes, a lot …
NEWSPERSON:
Were them too many? 
WOMAN:
Just one truck …

SCENE 24

DAY-PALACE OF JUSTICE
NORBERTO:

Everyone in position!!! In position!! 
SHOOTING AND SCREAMING 
All right gentlemen! My name is Norberto from the MR20. We’re here to judge the President of the Republic….therefore from this moment you all are my hostages. I want to make something very clear!!! Those who play the smart role will end up being mourned by their families! C’mon! Get them out of here! C’mon! Move it! 
SHOOTING AND SCREAMING
NORBERTO:

Get these out! Okay, Okay! Move! Integrate! What’s up then! Get them out! Move, move! 
SHOOTING AND SCREAMING
NORBERTO:

Bring court justices, bring them to me!! What’s with you?! Move!! Move!! 
SHOUTING
SCENE 25

DAY-OUTSIDE PALACE OF JUSTICE
NIKY:

Don Guillermo! You can’t imagine this chaos. Explosions and shootings are heard all over! The Army is trying to recover the Palace but MR20 people are shooting back! A group of police officers tried to enter through the roof but I think half of them broke their legs! Don Guillermo, Army assault tanks are coming and I don’t know what they are going to do about that. This is a nightmare! 
ARMY COLONEL:
I think this will be solved soon…All of us are expecting that …
SCENE 26

DAY-SUPREME COURT 

SECRETARY:
Mr. President, all the ministers are met already….
TV ANNOUNCER:

Five minutes ago, an Army tank broke into the building of the Supreme Court of Justice. The Army and other State entities took over the building, while from the outside of the historical house of the 20 of July House so called “Casa del Florero” the National Newscast crew witnesses the action headed by the Army and anti guerrilla commands. Right now, five minutes afterwards…

PRESIDENT DE LA CRUZ:
Gentlemen, I must repeat how difficult this situation is. We need a solution and it must be soon! 
TV ANNOUNCER:
…The Palace of Justice where they spent more than two hours performing military missions trying to evacuate guerrillas who took the Palace of Justice…
SCENE 27
DAY-PABLO’S HOUSE - MEDELLIN

GONZALO:
What a mess those MR20 guys made brother! 
PABLO ESCOBAR:

And it will get worse. Things won’t have a happy end for anyone, Gonzalo…
GONZALO:

All I want is all those extradition papers burned. That’s all I’m interested in….

PABLO ESCOBAR:

The Army has the responsibility and the moral obligation to act conclusively …if the national government has been allowed to fight against the MR20…unilaterally violating treaties, cease fire and truces; this is the perfect time for you to defend them…they have them all locked up…
GONZALO:

¡No, no! Wait! Kidnapped court justices and civilians are inside the Palace. They need men to negotiate with…
PABLO ESCOBAR:

Ha! C’mon Gonzalo! Do you think the government is going to negotiate with them after this public humiliation?! This is an unprecedented situation in Colombian history.  Besides, a negotiation won’t be convenient to us. What we need now is that the Army retakes by force the absolute control of the Palace of Justice….
GONZALO:

Let’s toast to that then….because a country without a Supreme Court and in war…couldn’t care less for our extradition. Am I right?

What’s this? No, Luis Carlos! Something has to be done because things are going to get worse! Why are those war tanks entering the building for God’s sake?! 
TV ANNOUNCER:
…This is the situation they are living inside …
GALAN:

I don’t know. I imagine the military want to put pressure on or demonstrate power, I don’t know. But what matters is that the President reaches a pacific solution….I’m going to the Palace…
GLORIA:
What are you saying? Look how the situation is! 
GALAN:

Tell the kids I’m sorry, but I must be there…
GLORIA:
No! Watch! No!
SCENE 29
DAY-OUTSIDE PALACE OF JUSTICE
SHOOTING
MR. REYES – PRESIDENT OF THE SUPREME COURT OF JUSTICE: 

(OVER THE PHONE WITH A RADIO REPORTER)

Please cease fire immediately! Spread the news right away! This is urgent; it’s a life or death situation! We are surrounded by MR20 people… several floors, the fourth floor… …

A STRONG EXPLOSION IS HEARD
NEWSPERSON:
Mr. Reyes! Mr. Reyes! Do you hear me? Mr. Reyes…we lost contact with Mr. Reyes but his message to President de la Cruz is clear! The President of the Supreme Court of Justice is asking the immediate cease fire!
PRESIDENT DE LA CRUZ:
God help us! 
CONGRESSMAN:
President! President! We must find a negotiated solution to this!
PRESIDENT DE LA CRUZ:
Yes, but I’m not going to submit myself to a political trial before the Supreme Court. That’s absurd!

CONGRESSMAN:
I understand it! I agree with you, but having a war tank parked at Bolivar Square is absurd too! What is that tank going to do? Launch a rocket toward the Palace?
PRESIDENT DE LA CRUZ:
Where is the Minister of Defense? Why doesn’t he answer me? 
CONGRESSMAN:
He’s met with the generals…
PRESIDENT DE LA CRUZ:
And since when a general is more important than the President?!! Find him right away!! 
SCENE 30
DAY - OUTSIDE PALACE OF JUSTICE
NIKY:
But what are they doing?! What do they think they’re doing driving a war tank into the Palace of Justice? Everyone will be killed, Don Guillermo!! The Army is supposed to safeguard national institutions….I can’t understand it…What is the objective of getting a war tank inside the Palace of Justice? What type of strategy is that? No one knows how many hostages have been able to escape…I don’t know if any court justice have come out among them!
SCENE 31

DAY-CONGRESS OF COLOMBIA
NEWSPERSON:
Mr. Galán! A statement please! 
GALAN:
The take of the Palace of Justice with war tanks is a serious mistake. I make call for wisdom and good sense of both President de la Cruz and MR20 commanders. We must protect the life of Supreme Court justices …
GONZALO:

Oh!! Ha, ha!! Look who showed up!

GALAN:
…of employees, of common people! Please!

GONZALO:

He almost convinced me …I’d even vote for that snitch….It’s a shame he’s a liberal….

SCENE 32

NIGHT-BOGOTA (6TH NOVEMBER 1985)
RADIO ANNOUNCER:
Smoke is starting to come out from the basement of Supreme Court of Justice…that means the indoor fire has spread to most of the area. This emergency has been attended by Army, Police, DAI units, as well as by special national commands in charge of those actions…
SCENE 33

NIGHT-PALACE OF JUSTICE
SHOOTING, THUNDERING
NORBERTO:
To the floor! You see?!! The message you sent to the President was unsuccessful, Mr. Reyes! Nobody matters about your life and that of the court justices! Nobody! 
RADIO ANNOUNCER:
Forty two State Council magistrates and Supreme Court justices are still inside. War tanks have been used by the Army in this operation …
MR. REYES:
Please allow us to get out!

NORBERTO:

Understand that the Army and the Government are the ones who want to kill you, not the MR20!!
MR. REYES:
Cease the fire, please!! 
NORBERTO:

The President didn’t pay attention to you….much less a soldier!!
EXPLOSIVES SOUND
RADIO ANNOUNCER:
Machine guns, pistols and rifles are part of the guerrilla weapons!
NORBERTO:

Cross fire…upfront, comrades!! 
RADIO ANNOUNCER:
They have confronted the armed forces with rockets, bazookas, machine guns and other weapons not identified so far…operations inside the Palace of Justice have intensified…
SCENE 34

NIGHT-PRESIDENCY OF THE REPUBLIC
PRESIDENT DE LA CRUZ: (ON TV)

NIGHT-PABLO’S HOUSE (NAPOLES RANCH)

MARIACHI:

That’s typical of those guerrillas! They messed the Palace of Justice up, and it seems it was full of people!

HERBER:
You have to admit those guerrillas are valiant! They resisted like mad and practically had a full country on its knees for a full day! 
PABLO ESCOBAR:

What matters here is that thanks to those MR20 outlaws, not even the toilet paper remained; everything was burnt down. So I think we don’t have anything to worry about since it will be very difficult for the justices to keep track of the criminal processes against us…
JULIO:

What do you mean at ease, Pablo! What about my brother?! 
GERMAN:

Yes, Pablo…
JULIO:

Are we going to let him die? He’s having it quite hard with the extradition to the United States issue…
PABLO:

I know that Julio. That was precisely why Gonzalo and I asked you to come. We’ve already located the snitch who sold us! 
GONZALO:

Do you remember that gringo pilot who worked for you and never showed up again?
JULIO:

Harry Bill!

GONZALO:

There you have your snitch!
PABLO ESCOBAR:

Yes! That guy went back to the States after having taken a picture of Gonzalo and me with the Sandinistas. So we have thought….the operation….is to locate him in American soil and kill him…
HERBER:

Ha, ha!!
GERMAN:

Ha! That was today’s joke, really, Pablo…Ha, ha!! 
PABLO ESCOBAR:

Why are you laughing at, gentlemen?

GERMAN:

What do you mean, brother?

HERBER:

Hey! How are you going to kill him if he is in gringo-land?

PABLO ESCOBAR:

So what?

MARIACHI:

Listen, Pablo! If we start killing all gringos in their land, even our bunion will be extradited and we all will get “Life imprisomet”

We can’t be extradited, Mariachi. The only way to consider that possibility is talking to that witness, and that’s why we have to kill him. Gonzalo and I are willing to do it and we hope you assume the same attitude and support us...

I only want to apologize for having been aggressive and a jerk the last time….

That’s it…I have too much to do…
CAPTAIN HARRY:
No… wait a moment … 

DEA DETECTIVE:

What is it? 
CAPTAIN HARRY:
I’ve been thinking about testifying against Pedro Motoa and the Medellin Cartel. But I’m not going to do it for free…And if they give me six months at the most….I’d do it….
DEA DETECTIVE:

Ha! Ha! You’re really funny …

DEA DETECTIVE:

If you don’t testify, I’ll accuse you for obstruction of justice. If I add drug trafficking charges against you I assure you won’t get out of jail before twenty five years…is that clear?

Listen, kid. This is the guy you have to kill. He’s a stupid who never uses bodyguards…The man’s name is… Harry Bill…

Listen buddy, you can’t leave him alive….You hear?! He’s a snitch who just deserves to die! Are we agreed??

DAY-GUILLERMO CANO’S HOUSE-BOGOTA

GUILLERMO:

Didn’t I twist? Hello! C’mon kids! One moment! Wait!

GUILLERMO’S DAUGHTER:
C’mon! Let grandpa talk! 
GUILLERMO:

C’mon, c’mon…These little crazy girls! 
GUILLERMO’S DAUGHTER:
Come! Come over!

GUILLERMO:

We’re coming! Let’s go….Yes…yes…
NANCY: (FROM MADRID)
Yes, yes….they understood me and I think we’re going to be moved to another place. The truth is that while the Motoas remain here we can’t stay….
GUILLERMO:

Nancy, I’m glad to hear that…and you really shouldn’t meet those people…
NANCY:

Don Guillermo, tell me what happened at the Palace of Justice… They’re saying here that several court justices died…I met many of them, who were Rodrigo’s friends…
GUILLERMO:

That hasn’t been revealed yet….It’s too soon, Nancy…
NANCY:

I don’t understand what’s happening to our country. I can’t believe MR20 guerrillas have taken the Palace of Justice by force.  How is it possible that Army tanks entered the building? That’s incredible! 
GUILLERMO:

Yes! We haven’t assimilated that yet. I can imagine what they are thinking over there. No, this is crazy, Nancy! This country has gone mad …
SCENE 39
DAY-EL ESPECTADOR OFFICES
NIKY: (SHE WRITES)
….Eight days have passed since the siege of the Palace of Justice. What started downtown Bogota on November 6th of 1985 ended in tragedy the following day. Over 30 guerrilla commandos ruthlessly attacked the Palace of Justice while the National Army following presidential orders proceeded to repel the attack, and results couldn’t have been worse. The number of casualties is still unknown, but it has been confirmed that eleven justices, including Mr. Alfonso Reyes Echandía, President of the Supreme Court have died. Although the siege was considered a tragedy by the national government, it was also considered a victory of state institutions over the MR20. The Palace was totally destroyed. Material damages converted the building into a brick and concrete pile on the brink of collapse. To most Colombians, what happened during those twenty nine seemingly unending hours put an end to the desire for peace…Today citizens feel the despair, pain and uncertainty to live in a country at war. The relatives of the over 90 persons who died at the palace and those who still don’t know what happened to their loved ones are personally experiencing the consequences of the violence that’s affecting us.  All we are left with is the uncertainty of what’s going to happen. Not knowing if peace in Colombia is possible even after such an inhuman and tragic episode ….
