CHILI:

So then…? How are things going? 
MOLE:
They’ve put their pajamas on. Listen, I don’t want to spoil the job, but I think we need a plan B…

CHILI:

Yes, of course… 

MOLE:

I’m sure the things we’ve brought will solve our problem, but we have to get into that man’s house…

CHILI:

Yeah…
MOLE:

Of course… 

CHILI:

Yes. If they don’t shoot at us first we’ll go ahead with that plan. It’s excellent …

SCENE 2

COLONEL’S ROOM- NIGHT  

NATALIA:

Oh honey I feel as if a piano had been on top of me; I can imagine how you must be feeling…
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

I’m much more relaxed, honey, especially for you and the children; that’s why I was so worried…
NATALIA:

But darling do you think we can go back to our house? Because here I feel as if everything were borrowed…
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

No, let’s wait, let’s wait, we’ve already waited the most. So honey, let’s wait a little more… 
NATALIA:

Honey, your sister invited us to Sasaima for the week-end. We should go; it would do us a world of good…     
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Yes, I know and we deserve it, but not right now, we must continue to be cautious…             
NATALIA:

Supposedly there’s no longer a threat on us? 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Yes, look we don’t have so many bodyguards, everything is more relaxed…     
NATALIA:

That’s what I mean, so then, what’s the problem?
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

A little more time, OK? 
NATALIA:

Alright… 
SCENE 3

CRISANTO’S HOUSE - NIGHT 

CRISANTO:

You catch the animal by any side, and don’t worry about it, ha! Ha!                              

GONZALO:

And what type of animal is it? 
CRISANTO:

We have all kinds of animals, hey…bring something to drink here, something for these boys here, listen Pablo…
PABLO:

Thanks to you all for…for everything….
CRISANTO:

Alright, drink up, ha! Nice cold beer for everyone; young man, here, come for your beer, or is it that you want something stronger? C’mon talk up…         
JORGE:

Thanks very much, boss…   
GONZALO:

Yes, I want something stronger, man, an insect repellant, because these damn mosquitoes are chewing on me, man…   
CRISANTO:

What happened with the repellant? I heard a rumor that supposedly you’re going to kill Colonel Jimenez; that will be a tremendous damage the country, huh?   
PABLO:

Well, actually we were going to, Crisanto, but that job has been cancelled, it won’t be done, that won’t happen. Now, you tell me, what’s the damn problem with El Espectador’s journalists? I frankly cannot understand why they don’t only fuck around in the capital of the country but also in the provinces, what’s gone wrong?
CRISANTO:

Well, yes Pablo as I told you before, I have one of those guys breathing down my neck; at the beginning I thought I liked it because I use to come out in the newspaper and all, but after the man started to talk about corruption, how I used the politicians and all that… and so then things started to get real bad. Remember Rodrigo Lara’s check? Well, the man wants to ventilate that, and he’s looking for a link, for a connection between you and me, Pablo… that will be a hell of a problem!
PABLO:

Look Crisanto, you don’t have to think so much about journalists, I don’t negotiate with them because that’s precisely why I have Chili and the Mole in Bogotá so they can start fumigating whoever and whenever…    
CRISANTO:

Ahem… Pablo, well yes, but a journalist? I don’t think so…

PABLO:

At once, and without a second thought, Jorge…  
JORGE:

Yes, sir? 
PABLO:

You can see the type of partner you have, I wish to introduce to you the shooter who will be in charge, if you wish tomorrow, of getting that intruder out of circulation…                    

JORGE:

Me sir? 
SCENE 4

HOUSE - DAY 

PATRICIA:

Amalia, what’s new? , Miguel…  

MIGUEL:

How are you? 
AMALIA:

How are you Patty?
PATRICIA:

Well, imagine that Emilio came to me with a very strange story; it seems Esteban can’t come to my house today because it seems they’ve forbidden him to be friends with my son…
MIGUEL:

Yes, that’s right…  

PATRICIA:

And why?  
AMALIA:

We prefer that Esteban should relate to people like us, to people we know, to the family, to the sons of our friends…                                      
SCENE 5

LETICIA - AMAZON - 1986

DINING-ROOM - DAY 

JORGE:

Good day, boss, can I have a word with you, please?   
PABLO:

So then…what are you still doing around here? I thought you were working, Jorge…     
JORGE:

Well boss, that’s precisely what I came to talk about… I don’t think I’m the best trained person to kill that journalist…                                 

PABLO:

You know what the problem is?  That you were hired only to obey orders and last night I gave you a very clear order! 

JORGE:

Yes sir, I know, but look, I will do anything for you, I will defend you if you want, I’m always aware of everything around you, but killing people is just not my line, you understand me?                        
PABLO:

Yes, yes, I understand; so then, what? Have you become an asshole or what? Or has the jungle affected you?
JORGE:

No boss, it’s that …. 

PABLO:

That’s what I mean, are you going to obey or not? 
JORGE:

But boss…
PABLO:

I’m not asking you, because if you have no intentions of obeying my order, then we’re in problems, so…make a decision!            
JORGE:

Well… whatever you say…  

PABLO:
Alright then, go ahead and do the job, go… 

SCENE 6

SMALL VILLAGE - DAY 

JORGE:

You see Colonel, I wasn’t going to call you but circumstances force me to do so…              
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

So Jorge, you’ve finally appeared! Where were you man? 
JORGE:

That doesn’t matter, that doesn’t matter, what I need is protection, I don’t want money, or anything of the kind, what I need is security!
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

You’ve always had it, but tell me what’s wrong? have they discovered you or what? 
JORGE:

No, no nothing like that,   I just don’t like what’s going on…
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

C’mon, c’mon, relax, what is going on?  
JORGE:

Look Colonel, Pablo Escobar is no longer going to kill you, that’s more than confirmed, but something is about to happen in Bogotá…             
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Alright, calm down, relax OK? C’mon tell me slowly, what is about to happen? Tell me… 
JORGE:

Look, Chili and Mole are in Bogotá because they’re going to kill a journalist…    
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

A journalist?  But who? Which journalist? Give me a name…       
JORGE:

I don’t know, I don’t know, the only thing I understood is that it’s someone from El Espectador, that newspaper the boss hates…     
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Where are you? 
JORGE:

Look Colonel, it doesn’t matter, it doesn’t matter, what I need is for you to activate the witness protection program OK? I don’t like what they’re asking me to do… 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Look man, simmer down, simmer down, alright? You’re giving me a lot of information, but be more specific, which journalist? First tell me that… hello, hello Jorge!      
SCENE 7
DAY- YESENIA’S HOUSE   

YESENIA:

They sent you to take care of me and I ended up taking care of you… 

MARINO:

I don’t know when I fell asleep. Thank you… 

YESENIA:

You know something? I had a nice time with Pablo, he was a pleasant guy, but to be sincere I …I never fell in love with him….   
MARINO:

Well… just as well for you, right?  
YESENIA:

I never believed all the stories they said about him, I didn’t have to, until he did what he did to me, then I understood the guy was the worst human being on this planet; besides, you know what?  I’m going to sue him…                     
MARINO:

No, no, no look honey! Listen to me: if you sue Pablo Escobar, before that demand reaches the first courthouse they will ask me to do a job on you, you understand me?           
YESENIA:

Does that mean that you would do something to me?    
MARINO:

No, of course not…  

SCENE 8

DAY- SMALL VILLAGE  

FATHER:

Carlitos, Carlitos… 

CARLOS:

Father Julio Cesar, how are you? I already have the money for the article, I only need to cover the dues, when will be First Holy Communion?  
FATHER:

On Sunday...  

CARLOS:

And Confirmations? 
SCENE 9

DAY- GUILLERMO CANO’S OFFICE   

CARLOS: (on the telephone)
Don Guillermo, Pablo Escobar is here in the Amazon meeting with Crisanto Perez…  

GUILLERMO:

Are you sure, Carlos?  
CARLOS:

Don Guillermo, this is what I’ve been doing for months, how to link them with one another…                                        
GUILLERMO:

Look Carlos if you think you need to reinforce your safety, do it, I will help you in whatever I can…  
CARLOS:

I’m taking care of myself; I’m not calling from the office…nothing will happen to me…                                         
GUILLERMO:

Alright then, I have to hang up now and we’ll talk later on, take care, Carlos, OK? We are about to have a scoop that will put Pablo Escobar in evidence, and will clean Minister Lara’s name… 

COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

That’s very good news, don Guillermo, but what we have to focus on is on the security issue of both of you; that cannot be overlooked…       

NIKY:
Colonel, you were telling me that as I was behind the investigation of Escobar and the Cartel I might possibly be threatened…?

COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Absolutely Niky, not only you two, there’s a list of people who could be threatened; we have to tighten their security…
GUILLERMO:

Colonel, don’t you think that news was leaked by the criminals to silence us?   
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

No, the source who gave me the information is reliable and safe…         
NIKY:
Don Guillermo, but you are the director of the newspaper. They obviously won’t do anything to you…
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

No, no, it’s not so obvious, they’re not playing here, and they can also do something to him. Let’s do this: I’m going to leave half of my bodyguards with Niky while they give me the authorization…
NIKY: 

Thank you Colonel, but what about you? I hope you won’t be unprotected because of me... 

COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Relax nothing is going to happen to me; thank you, and now I’m going to talk to General Ulloa so that this same evening they authorize your bodyguard, don Guillermo…
SCENE 10

DAY- OUTSIDE - SMALL VILLAGE 

JORGE:

Carlos… (JORGE SHOOTS AND KILLS HIM)  
SCENE 11

DAY- CRISANTO’S HOUSE  

FABIO:

We’re leaving…
CRISANTO:

The cars are waiting for you…  

FABIO:

Thanks for everything… 

CRISANTO:

Peluche…
PELUCHE:

Good bye man, see you…  

PABLO:

Crisanto, thanks very much for all your kindness...  
CRISANTO:

Pablo you know this is your house and thanks for getting rid of that man for me…  

PABLO:

No, it was my pleasure and if you need anything just get in touch with me, thank you…  

GONZALO:

Why that face, man?  
JORGE:

I’m not feeling well…   

GONZALO:

Oh c’mon… don’t bullshit. Crisanto my bro, thanks very much for everything; just look at that guy’s attitude, he’s been abused, tortured, he’s been beaten in the snout and look how he gets for a dead body …what a fag, right? 
CRISANTO:

Ha, ha…
GONZALO:

Huh? , thanks for the repellant and for the aguardiente, man…  

JORGE:

Thank you, boss…  

SCENE 12

DAY- OUTSIDE  

MOLE:

Hey Chili, try not to send it too far because that rocket might go over to the other side…                         
CHILI:

Hey, relax man; I’m going to send it real low even if some pieces of the car fall on top of us, buddy…        
MOLE:

Ohh…that guy won’t believe it when he sees that animal on top of him. Ha! Ha! 
SCENE 13

DAY-CAR  

COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Don’t worry, General, I’m taking all precautions, yes sir…  
GENERAL:

But how could you lose half of your bodyguards?
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

It’s only until the journalist gets her own bodyguard. Thank you General…       
SCENE 14

DAY- OUTSIDE  

MOLE:

Hey, take care, there it comes …  

MOLE:

His car is coming behind that car…  
CHILI:

I have it, I have it, I have it  …
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Sergeant…  

SERGEANT:

Yes Colonel?

COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Let’s change the course…
SERGEANT:

As you order, Colonel... 

COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

I’m in no hurry… 

CHILI:

I have him… 

MOLE:

And why did the guy turn?  
CHILI:

No, no, no, oh!, ugh!

MOLE:

Do you think he saw us?
CHILI:

Oh, that Colonel has more lives than a cat, brother… 

SCENE 15

DAY-NEWSPAPER’S OFFICES 
(NIKY OBSERVES THE BODYGUARD HE’S BEEN ASSIGNED)
SCENE 16

DAY- GUILLERMO’S OFFICE  
GUILLERMO:

Hello!  Yes, yes… he’s our correspondent in Leticia… 
REGINA: (voice in off)

…Your attention please, a few hours ago the journalist Carlos Pacheco was murdered in Leticia, Amazon. He was a correspondent of El Espectador in that region of the country.   Early indications are that the masterminds of the killing were the Extraditables who had threatened in a statement those they called the Extraditers.  Pacheco was carrying out reports on drug-trafficking in the Amazon and its relation with politics…               
SCENE 17

GUAVIARE - 1986

HERBERT:

So…now it seems the cartel can kill journalists in the Amazon but can’t kill a fucking Colonel in Bogotá…
PABLO:

So, what’s your fucking problem now, Herbert? What’s wrong with you? 
HERBERT:

Pablo, you know what?! I’m fed up with you and you’re no longer going to boss me around!! Have you forgotten that that man separated me from my wife and daughter?!!            
PABLO:

No, I haven’t forgotten…  
HERBERT:

So then?!   
PABLO:

You used to be different, Herbert; now you’re convinced you are a guerrilla!  And that’s because you sniff that damn cocaine all day long! And not only that, besides getting old now you’ve turned into a guerrilla also!         

HERBERT:

A guerrilla, so what?!  But at least I’m not a traitor like you, you asshole!   
(PABLO TAKES OUT HIS GUN AND POINTS TO HERBERT, THEN ALL THE MEN TAKE OUT THEIR ARMS AND PABLO’S AND HERBERT’S MEN POINT AT EACH OTHER) 
GONZALO:

Hey, so…what’?! You fags …get back, we’ll kill each other here… I’ll take down two men at least! 
HERBERT:

Go on, shoot me, we all die here, Pablo go ahead! 

PABLO:

Just call me traitor once again so I can have a reason to burst your head…   
GONZALO:

It’s your game, brother, your game, either we kill one another or we calm down, whatever you say, asshole, huh? 
(PABLO PUTS HIS ARM DOWN) 
GONZALO:

Put it down will you, put it down…
HERBERT:

Alright, alright Gonzalo…   

PABLO:

Leave me, let me Gonzalo…I can solve…  

HERBERT:

Get out!  
GONZALO:

Are you sure? 
PABLO:

Yes, yes, let me talk to him…   

HERBERT:

Leave us alone, Gonzalo! 
GONZALO:

Bullshit Herbert!
SCENE 18

DAY- PABLO’S OFFICE  

ENELIA:

That would be a solution for men, right? The only way out; but we women think differently, we look for other solutions, right? 
PATRICIA:

I…I was reviewing that …
ENELIA:

Relax  Patty, Emilio told me what happened with that little boy, his friend… 

PATRICIA:

You should have seen that  Mrs. Enelia; how humiliating it was, the way that lady spoke to me, huh?  She said my son could no longer get together with her son, because …          
ENELIA:

I know how it hurts when someone despises a son or they humiliate him. You see they consider that Pablo Emilio is very little thing, that he’s only a poor boy raised with money, he’s not up to them, he’s not of their kind…      
PATRICIA:

Well yes, but that’s no reason for them not to be able to play together… 
ENELIA:

For them it is, they will always see us as low class people full of money… 
PATRICIA:

Oh goodness, then we’re really fucked up, Mrs. Enelia, because we’ll always be poor people with money, I guess I’ll have to talk to Emilio…                
ENELIA:

Not necessarily… you don’t have to talk to Emilio, think it over, why don’t you take advantage that you’re the wife of a powerful man? Maybe low class and poor…whatever… but with loads of money and very powerful; that’s an advantage, make the most of it, and don’t forget that you are the wife of a man with power, think about it…            
SCENE 19
DAY- JUNGLE 

HERBERT:

Will you have something to drink Pablo? 
PABLO:

No, I’m just fine…  

HERBERT:

Forgive me Pablo, forgive me, but you have to understand that I’m very offended with you, man…      
PABLO:

I know that, Herbert, I know, but you must understand that we are working on that, we are doing everything possible; the problem is I have an infiltrated informer, so I need more time… 
HERBERT:

Alright bro, and so when do you think we can have that fried chicken in the pan?   
PABLO:

Well, Chili and Mole have precise orders to advance with the operation as soon as possible, I think this could take a few days; it’s only a question of days, so please be patient and believe me…             
HERBERT:

Ok, man, my brother, come here and forgive me…  

SCENE 20
DAY- GENERAL’S OFFICE  

GENERAL:

What happened in the Amazon with the journalist is extremely serious…. 
GUILLERMO:

The trouble is that nothing is happening with all those deaths, General; Carlos was investigating the ties of Crisanto Perez with the politicians of the Amazon and also  with Pablo Escobar and the Medellin cartel…
GENERAL:

Yes, I understand…  

GUILLERMO:

General, those deaths are useless if they don’t produce real facts. Forgive me, General, but nothing absolutely nothing is happening… 

COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Don Guillermo, we need you to cooperate with us, let us investigate, let us work, please help us… 
GUILLERMO:

You want me to help you Colonel. But how? Because the newspaper is not going to change its editorial line, nor the information just because of some threats…and excuse me, General, but that is our duty…   
GENERAL:

We are not asking you to do anything like that, Don Guillermo, we are simply asking you not to reject the security scheme that Jimenez is suggesting…  
GUILLERMO:

I must travel to Leticia…  

GENERAL:

You cannot leave the city, Don Guillermo, as for Niky Polania  I  believe the best thing for her would be to leave the country…  

GUILLERMO:

Could it be that the journalist that you said was receiving threats…was my journalist, the one they killed in the Amazon? With all due respect, general, it is time for you to review and validate the information you are receiving…          
SCENE 21
DAY- AMALIA’S HOUSE  

PATRICIA:

I didn’t know you liked gardening… 
AMALIA:

If it weren’t because those maids are so stupid when gardening I wouldn’t be doing this with my own hands…                

PATRICIA:

Amalia,  well I’m here because I think we should talk, we should find a solution for our children. Really find a way where they can be friends and… 

AMALIA:

Patty, we already had that conversation, and it’s definitely a no…        
PATRICIA:

Do you know something? Pablo and I feel very proud of  coming from a humble family… 
AMALIA:

Well good, I’m happy for both of you…  

PATRICIA:

What makes you so happy? That we’re poor new rich people?  The kids of some stupid maids that got rich, some peasants with money?  

AMALIA:

I must ask you to leave now… 

PATRICIA:

Yes, I’ll go, but I want to be very clear and that is that Pablo and I have perfectly understood that you don’t want to be our friends…therefore beginning today you are part of the list of our enemies, good afternoon… 
SCENE 22
NIGHT- RANCH  

(JORGE IS VOMITING)

GONZALO:
What’s wrong with that asshole? Did he get yellow fever in the jungle or something?    

PABLO:

Oh no, those are the side effects of going around shooting…  
GONZALO:

Well I didn’t know those gunmen got sick, man; so… what about Marcos Herbert? 
PABLO:

Ok, we already fixed things up…   
GONZALO:

Oh! 

PABLO:

But that guy is definitely crazy…    
GONZALO:

We nearly killed each other today, Pablo, I want to go back to Naples, this already smells like shit, man…             
PABLO:

I know, the thing is we still have to make a small technical stop; tomorrow we have to visit Mariachi…    
SCENE 23
DAY- COLONEL’S HOUSE  

COLONEL JIMÉNEZ: (by the telephone)
Yes, I know, I know, man. It would be so nice to go to Sasaima, but I can’t go right now, brother…      
CAMILO:

Now is the moment for you to come with the family to relax… 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

No, this isn’t the right time to go… 

CAMILO:

Look, you can come tomorrow and you can go back on Sunday…              
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Look, I have to tell you something, they’ve just killed a journalist in the Amazon, everybody is being threatened, everyone is at risk, it’s just impossible…          

CAMILO:

Jairo, you must realize you can’t be in charge of absolutely everything…    
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Well… I don’t know Camilo, I really don’t think so, brother…  
CAMILO:

Why don’t you come along with all your bodyguards, here we’ll make room for them. Come on over and relax, stay away from everything for a few days…huh?     
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

I don’t know… 
GONZALO (SON):
We’re all going on a trip, yes! We’re going on a trip! 
FELIPE:

We’re all going on a trip, c’mon let’s go!   

GONZALO (SON):
c’mon, c’mon!  
CHILDREN:

Let’s go , let’s go! 
NATALIA;

Children, please let your father talk… 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Did you hear them? Anyhow, whatever I decide I’ll let you know ok?  A big hug!     
CAMILO:

Ok brother, good bye!  
GONZALO (SON):
Yes, yes we’re going on a trip…  

FELIPE:

To Sasaima!  

COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Huh? Huh? So then, what will we do? 
NATALIA:

Well…let’s go! 

FELIPE:

Oh yes, let’s go! 

NATALIA:

Oh c’mon honey say yes, say yes… 

GONZALO (SON): 

Yes Sasaima! 

COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Hmm…
NATALIA:

My love, only from one day to the other… 

COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Alright, alright, I’ll think about it, I won’t say no, but I’ll think about it, Ok?       
FELIPE:

But let’s go…  

SCENE 24
OUTSIDE-STREET- NIGHT  

MOLE:

Hey, policeman, policeman!  There’s a thief here, please help me, hurry man…  
CHILI:

Don’t move, you two…c’mon, give me your radio, your gun, the radio…watch in there…          
CHILI:

Hurry, hurry up!
MOLE:

Don’t look at me, kneel down, give me your wallet, and don’t look at me! 
CHILI:

Papers, papers…
MOLE:

Let me take a look…  

CHILI; 

Take your clothes off!  

MOLE:

Look, bro…  
CHILI:

Hurry, hurry!
MOLE:

Look at the ID cards; we look like them, right?  
CHILI:
Yeah, sure… 

MOLE:

Yeah, sure? 
CHILI:

Oh?

MOLE:

Take your clothes off…  

CHILI:

Here we’re in the lion’s den, you nut!
MOLE: 

That’s where we’re about to go man…  

SCENE 25
DAY- YESENIA’S HOUSE  

MARINO:

MARINO:

You know what?  I’d like to see you again, visit you, you know, be friends with you, do you get me? 

YESENIA:

Don’t be so naive… do you really think your boss will let us be friends? 
MARINO:

Ooh calm down baby, I’ll run that risk; better yet, anything you might need just give me a call ok? And you know what?, well… forgive us, forgive us for everything we did… 

YESENIA:

(Cries)

SCENE 26
DAY-OUTSIDE - AMALIA’S HOUSE
PATRICIA:

Chins up…smiling, I want you to be happy, ok?, yes, like that…  

EMILIO:

Hi, what’s new? 
ESTEBAN:

Okay! 

EMILIO:

We haven’t seen each other for a long time, right? 
AMALIA:

Thank you very much and please do take care of Esteban…        
PATRICIA:
Look, don’t worry; you should know that your child is safer with us than with you…   
SCENE 27
BOYACÁ 1986

DAY- MARIACHI’S  HOUSE   

FABIO: 
Now or what? 
GONZALO:

You know what? I’ll discard this one, I win everything, brother; what do you have, huh?         
FABIO:

What do you mean you win everything? Is someone cheating? Are you seeing my game, you idiot? 
PELUCHE:

I wasn’t looking there…  

PABLO:

Those are the decisions!
MARIACHI:

Pablo, please control those people…     

PABLO:

Look here gentlemen, will you please keep a little quieter  so that Mariachi and I can work in peace? Thank you; so then, I really don’t know if it’s because he’s always sniffing that stuff all day long  or  if Marcos has actually gone completely crazy. I don’t know…                               
MARIACHI:

PABLO:

Yes, of course, that’s what I told him…
MARIACHI:

And with luck let’s hope that small issue pending with colonel Jimenez will be done soon, because otherwise, the guy is going to continue fucking us and then…ooh, my God! 
PABLO:

Mariachi, I think Marcos Herbert could become a problem for the Medellin Cartel… 

MARIACHI:

No Pablo, let’s not exaggerate, he’s simply locked up all the time, sniffing and fucking around but from there to be a dangerous person, no, no; a turtle upside down is more dangerous than that guy. But let me tell you one thing… what a fucking tiresome guy he can be! 
PABLO:

That madness of Marcos is by no means harmless, Mariachi. I am convinced he can do us a lot of harm.
MARIACHI;

So then what? Are you saying I have to pay a psychiatrist for Don Marcos or what? Ha, ha! 
PABLO:

He has to be killed…   

SCENE 28
DAY- HOUSE  

(THE COPS ARE STHE COPS ARE SHOWN BOND AND NAKED)   
SCENE 29
SCHOOL –DAY  

MOLE: (dressed as a policeman)

Listen man, I’m scared shit … 
CHILI: 

Relax man; I’ll do the talking, c’mon … 

SCENE 30
DAY- MARIACHI’S HOUSE  

MARIACHI:

How can you possibly think that we’re going to begin killing each other? That would really be a quite a fuck up! 
PABLO: 

Nobody has to know it was us…
MARIACHI:

Pablo, what we have to do at this time is to be together, not start fucking around like some little fucking brats….
PABLO:

And do you really think I can feel relaxed when there is a damn drug addict who wants to kill me?        
MARIACHI:

C’mon man, calm down, he doesn’t want to kill you, what he wants is for you to comply with colonel Jimenez’s case, that’s all, sir…  

SCENE 31
DAY- SCHOOL
MOLE:

Where will we do that job?  
CHILI:

I was told it was here, the third window, wait, I’ll go up … oh man, take care!  
MAJOR:

Hey, hey, what are you two looking for? 
CHILI:

Good day, sir…  

MAJOR:

Sir?  Don’t you distinguish a Major?   

CHILI:

Sorry Major…  

MAJOR;

What are you doing here? 
CHILI:

Major, we’re looking for the Colonel’s house…   

MAJOR:

Why?  Are you part of his bodyguards?  
CHILI:

Yes sir..  

MAJOR:

Then what are you doing here? Why aren’t you in Sasaima with him?          
CHILI:

Because we came by order of the Colonel looking for a package that he forgot, major… 
MAJOR:

So then…and do you have to climb through the window? Why don’t you go to the guard and have he lend you a key?  I’ll have to pass a report on your resumes. But will you see him again?   

CHILI:
Yes sir…
MAJOR:

When you get to his brother’s farm in Sasaima, give him this; tell him it’s very urgent. Galvez, how many days have you been in service?  

CHILI: 

Seven days, Major…  

MAJOR:

I said Galvez…  

MOLE:

Seven days, Major…   

MAJOR:

I can see that…you seem to be half crazy; now you go and shave and have a haircut, go ahead!
MOLE:

As you order, major…  

CHILI:

Please, Major…  

MOLE:

Do you know where Sasaima is? 
CHILI:

Go on ask him … 

SCENE 32
DAY- CAR  

COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

So, what shall we do? Shall we stop to have something to eat or go on?      
NATALIA:

No, I think we should go on and eat when we get to your brother’s farm…
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

What do the children say?  

CHILDREN:

Let’s go on!
NATALIA:

Ooh honey, I’m so happy, at last we could finally leave the city and be with our children…and have a nice rest…
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

You know? I was also missing this. My brother is always inviting us and I always say no…    
NATALIA:

Ha, yes it was about time …  

FELIPE:

When are we going back, dad? 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Tomorrow afternoon, Pipe. Gonzalo, how’s everything over there? 
GONZALO (SON):
Ok, daddy, ok… 

COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

Are you sure? 
GONZALO (SON): 

Sure  

SCENE 33
RUNWAY - DAY 

RAMADA:

Take care , take care  kid, the boss is coming  … Hey, you almost didn’t get here, huh’?   
PABLO:

So man...what’s new Ramada? How have you been?  
RAMADA:

How are you, boss? 
GONZALO:

So, kid what’s new? 
RAMADA:

So then… what else?, sir. Hey, I thought I was going to have to go to Cuba alone, huh?                    
PABLO:

The damn thing is I won’t be able to go with you…  
RAMADA:

Oh no? What do you mean?  
PABLO:

Well yes… but I’ve thinking if maybe Peluche would like to cooperate and accompany you, Ramada, okay?
PELUCHE:

Me? But Pablo we just got here. Send Fabio…
FABIO:

No, no, no I have to stay here and be in front of the business…
PABLO:

Please help…  

GONZALO:

C’mon, c’mon cousin, c’mon… you’ll get to know Cuba, take the coke and you just might get a nice beautiful girl… they are fire over there, right? 
FABIO:

Maybe a young boy, there are young boys over there also…

MOLE;

Oh, oh, do you think they heard us? Did you hear something?  

CHILI:

Of course I heard something; it’s time anyway…
MOLE:
This one is for me…

SASAIMA 1986

DAY - CAMILO’S FARM  

CAMILO:

Well you finally arrived, great!
FELIPE:

No, me first…  

CAMILO:

The suitcases first, the suitcases first, young men!
NATALIA:

Pipe.. Ha! Ha! Ha! 

CAMILO:

Natalia…
FELIPE:

Hi!
CAMILO:

Hi, how are you? 
GONZALO (SON): 

Hi!    

CAMILO:

Hi, it’s so nice to have you here…  hello Natalia!   

NATALIA:

Camilo, thanks so much for your invitation…
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

So…what’s new?
CAMILO:

So you finally arrived, huh? 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:

A few small presents…who’s going to help? Who’s going to help me? Huh?

PABLO:

Hello!  

CHILI:

Hello? So, what’s new boss?  
PABLO:

Not too well, what do you expect? Here I am stuck to the news and they don’t make any announcements, nothing…what is going on over there?!
CHILI:

Boss, we haven’t’ been able to do the job yet… 

PABLO:

But Chili what do you mean, how is it that at this point you haven’t done the job?! How long have we been in this operation?
CHILI:

Well…yes boss, but don’t you worry because that man will not come out of Sasaima alive… 
PABLO:

What do you mean Chili? Aren’t you already there? Supposedly our plan was that you two would enter the barn dressed as chicks…. 

CHILI:

Yes, that was the idea but the small chick left on a trip so we had to come and accompany him….                       
PABLO;

I can’t believe this! I have my best men behind this job and neither one of you has been able to give me results! 

CHILI:

Calm down boss, relax, you’ll hear from us very soon… 
PABLO​:
