That I realized I was making a mistake…
JUAN GUILLERMO CANO:
A mistake?
GUILLERMO:

I want you to throw away the last editorial, Mr. Cano; we’re going with this one…
SCENE 3

DAY-NAPLES RANCH
GONZALO:

I really don’t know what you’re looking for, major. Here there are no winged horses or unicorns and much less the assassin horse, this is Cherub, the winner!  A great horse, man! C’mon Major, no more bullshit! I know what you’re looking for and where it is. Do you want your inspection to be successful, brother?  If you do, follow me…
SCENE 4
DAY-PABLO’S HOUSE
PABLO:

Hey, wait for me!  Wait a minute! What’s going on? 
PATRICIA:

Whom are you talking to? 
PABLO:

Haven’t I already told you, Patty that I’m talking with a journalist friend of mine?
PATRICIA:

Or maybe a girlfriend journalist?  Hey, say hello to Regina for me! You are shameless!  
PABLO:

Hello! Alright then, will you please explain   OJO TO me why you are cooperating with the police?!      
SCENE 5

DAY-NAPLES RANCH
GONZALO:

Were you looking for something, brother?  Well, now you’ve found it…  
MAJOR:
And the rest? 
GONZALO:

C’mon man, No, no, c’mon!!  
MAJOR:
Confiscate everything! 
SCENE 6

DAY-RESTAURANT ON THE ROAD
PABLO:

Thanks, kid! What’s up, my friend?!

GROCER:
Good morning boss! 
PABLO:

Do you have the newspaper El Espectador? 
GROCER:
You very well know we don’t sell that junk in our store…
PABLO:

Get it for me! 

GROCER:
Uh, yes sir! I’ll get it right now… 
MARINO:

Here it is, sir! 

PABLO:

Let me see it! Let’s see what that damn newspaper has to say! 
SCENE 7

DAY-EL ESPECTADOR OFFICES
GONZALO:

…Our mafia knows that the “No to extradition” is their best life insurance, because they know that if they commit any violations or misdemeanors in Colombian territory, the generous checkbook, the sinister machine gun, the hired assassin, or the unscrupulous bodyguard willing to kill at the first opportunity will keep them free and enjoying their dirty and perverse wealth. Could it be possible that someone serious in the high government will talk to the Colombians who are thirsty and in need of a speedy and effective justice…?  
SCENE 8

DAY-RESTAURANT ON THE ROAD
PABLO:

Why are individuals like the cousins Escobar Gaviria or Marcos Herbert, typical examples of rampant immorality, still free?
GONZALO:

The cousins Escobar Gaviria?! The cousins Escobar Gaviria, dude?!!  
PABLO:

What about this one, bro? Man! Ha!  
GONZALO:

What about this jerk?! I’m closing your little store!  Hey kids, take this down!! C’mon help me!  Leave now, okay?! 

BODYGUARD:

¡Sir, it’s Marcos Herbert!

PABLO ESCOBAR:

Show me that shit! Where the hell have you been?! 
HERBERT:

Ohh!  Hi Pablo, what’s new? Did you already read El Espectador?
PABLO ESCOBAR:

I asked where the hell you have been!! 
HERBERT:

Well, man, what can I say, I’m still here in Antioquia, hiding, in a small ranch that I found, but now you answer me…
PABLO:

Marcos, are you conscious of the damn problem I’m going to get in because of you?!!!      
HERBERT:

Problem? Today’s editorial is a problem, Pablo… Look! That filthy newspaper is the one everybody reads in Colombia; maybe you can buy all the copies available in the Middle Magdalena region, but the rest of the country is seeing us as thugs, as shit!       
PABLO:

MOLE:

PELUCHE:





Just listen to him. What shitty messing up? Don’t play stupid!  The police have sketches of the two of you…   
CHILI:

Oh no, c’mon!  Tell the boss he can relax, because if we fall, we’ll fall alone… 
FABIO:

Ha! Ha! May we know what these young ladies are going to do with all the money we’re giving them?   

PELUCHE:

Look, with all this money, plus what they probably have hidden away…  

CHILI:

Did you say giving away? 

PELUCHE:

No!

CHILI:

Nobody has given me a lab, I’ve won every single cent, and sorry, Mister Fabio… but it’s none of your business how we’re going to spend our money!    
MOLE:
Look guys, thanks very much, for bringing this to us, but Chili and I need to talk to the boss…
PELUCHE:

And talk to Pablo about what? About the mess you made last night? Or about the amount of dollars I lost to help you guys?     
FABIO:

What you have to do is keep quiet and stop playing around. Is that so hard to do or what?!! 

CHILI:

The best for all of us is to be able to talk to the boss as soon as possible…   
PELUCHE:

Listen Chili, Pablo’s order is very clear; take a few days off. If you want to talk to him, you’d have to wait…

HERBERT:

Look Pablo!! Let’s be serious, buddy!  I wasn’t going to kill anyone, but the plan against those who want to extradite us must continue! And the next one is called Guillermo Cano!! 
PABLO:

No sir, be serious!! And stop sniffing that bullshit; it’s because of that filthy vice that we’re all in trouble!! Mature man, you’re no longer fifteen!!  It’s hard to believe that Emilio has more balls and more character than you have, don’t you bullshit me!! 
GONZALO:

What a shit, man!! What a shit!! Ugh!! 
PABLO:

Huh!? 
SCENE 11

DAY-CEMETERY – BOGOTA

SOLDIER:
Stand to attention! Shoulder Arms! Honors to the mortal remains of Coronel Jairo Jimenez!!  Attention, present! 
LUCHI:

Puchi! What’s going on? 
GUILLERMO:

It’s that I can hardly stand this, Luchi…it’s so hard to see that lady and those children; they are the ones that suffer the most …I don’t know… my grand-daughters come to memory …
LUCHI:

Oh, my God, no, don’t’ think about that Puchi! Puchi! Today’s editorial was kind of hard, right? 
GUILLERMO:

That’s how editorials should be, they should be tough with the government, from a distance and with independence, so that…so that the government reacts…        
LUCHI:

And what if the others react? 
GUILLERMO:

And who are the others? 
LUCHI:

No!! Forget it!

GUILLERMO:

Listen, Luchi, I promise you that this Christmas I will only write joyful things…     
LUCHI:

Smacker!  Sure? Ohh! Puchi!

DAY-JORGE’S MOTHER HOUSE
JORGE’S MOTHER:
When my Jorge was little, he was so beautiful, so intelligent, and such a good little boy, but what do you mean he resigned?                          

MARINO:

He resigned!
JORGE’S MOTHER:
Oh but that can’t be! He even called me and said I should pack because we were going on a trip…

MARINO:

Well, lady, I think he didn’t take you because he got on that motorcycle and left for the Planes….
JORGE’S MOTHER:
To the Planes?  He probably went to see the family…  
MARINO:

He only said, Marino, do me a favor, go and tell my mother that everything is fine, not to worry and please give her this…   
JORGE’S MOTHER:
Oh! How sweet my little boy is! He’s always looking after me, Oh! But why did he leave? Well…     

MARINO:

Ohh!   Hi Lulu, what’s new? How are you?  Tell me honey how have they treated you over there in Ecuador? I’m very happy! Hum! Hey, pass me Pelusita so she can hear me… a big kiss! Ha! Ha! Hello, my little Pelusita! How are you, sweetheart?!   This is your daddy speaking, honey, so you will remember my voice always; you have to obey your mummy! OK? Ha! Ha!
CHILI:

That crazy woman is very ungrateful; after we got rid of the Coronel for her, she now comes to threaten us with a gun to the head…
MOLE:
Yeah!
CHILI:

She’ll pay for it… 
MOLE:

(Beeper starts ringing)

CHILI:

It’s the boss… let’s go! 
SCENE 13
NIGHT-GUILLERMO CANO’S HOUSE-BOGOTA
CANO’S SON:
Ready family! Come play secret friend! 
GUILLERMO:

C’mon, c’mon, c’mon!!  
LUCHI:

Are all the names there? 
CANO’S SON:
They’re all here!! 
LUCHI:

All of them?! 
CANO’S SON:
All of them! 

LUCHI:

Good! 
ADELAIDA:

I want to play! 
LUCHI:

Oooh, baby!! The thing is this game is for grownups, so each one of us gives one gift only, you’re a little girl but you will receive many gifts from each one of us, one from each one of us!  From each one!            
GUILLERMO:

Come here honey, come, come!  You want to play?  Play OK? But this doesn’t mean your uncles are not going to give you your presents. Ha! Ha!   
ANGELA:

I also want to play! 
GUILLERMO:

His wife, Natalia, is fighting to see if she can be assigned a General’s pension. She certainly deserves it!  
NIKY:

Hum!

JUAN GUILLERMO CANO:
Jiménez was about to be promoted to General… 
NIKY:

So then, what about Escobar?  I read a very strong editorial against him, don Guillermo, but now you look more relaxed…    
GUILLERMO:

Not much has happened, except that… his brother was found with a considerable amount of dollars; we’ll see how they are going to justify this…   
SCENE 18

NIGHT – PARK – MEDELLIN

PABLO:

We are going to give you a cash advance and travel expenses… 
HIRED ASSASSIN 1:
Right sir! 
PABLO:

OK…ready then!
HIRED ASSASSIN 1:
One question, sir! Are we going to receive some help, or support from these two…Chili and the Mole?   
PABLO:

No, this job is only and exclusively for you two. Are you or aren’t you ready for it?

GONZALO:

PABLO:

Gonzalo and I believe that you’ve already had enough time to relax, to calm down and analyze things with a cool head regarding what happened to you with Herbert…   
CHILI:

Well no, boss, not really… 
GONZALO:

No, no, no, c’mon Chili, don’t be such a pain in the ass, Chili!  Gosh, you act like little kids; still angry or what? 
MOLE:
Sorry don Gonzalo but why don’t you put yourself in our position? That man nearly killed us with rifles, man…   
CHILI:

GUILLERMO:

Smacker!  Bye!

LUCHI:
Bye! And where’s Adelaida?
GUILLERMO:

Oh!  I don’t know! Um!

LUCHI:

She went out! 
GUILLERMO:

Oh really? Umm!

LUCHI:

Oh, oh! Why that little face?  
GUILLERMO:

What’s this?
NIKY:

Oh!  Today is the interview for the Circle of Journalists of Bogotá. Did you forget?!               
GUILLERMO:

Oh my goodness!! Go on writing this text, ok?          
NIKY:

Yes sir! 
GUILLERMO:

Why didn’t you come back Juan Guillermo? Let them interview you… you are the newspaper’s editor…       .
JUAN GUILLERMO:
But don Guillermo, please, that interview has been arranged for some time now; besides it will be quite short… 
GUILLERMO:

We journalists will never, never will be news. We are never going to appear on the front page!!  

JUAN GUILLERMO:
Oh no don Guillermo! They are coming to talk to you about freedom of expression, censorship and your critics on drug trafficking! Just pretend you’re having a conversation with your friends…

PELUCHE:

Thank you very much, attorney… Thank you, your Honor!!  I knew justice would prevail…  
JUDGE:
With pleasure! 
PELUCHE:

Major! Thank you once again…what are we having now? 

SCENE 34

DAY-GUILLERMO CANO’S HOUSE
JUAN GUILLERMO:
It’s incredible that a person can justify millions of dollars and nothing happens to him….
GUILLERMO:

Don’t be so naive Juan Guillermo… nothing happened to him when he killed the Minister, when he killed the Judge, when he killed colonel Jimenez, much less something’s going to happen to his brother on an issue of…of some dollars…   
JUAN GUILLERMO:
But, then what do we have to do to make a guy like him pay for all his crimes, huh? 
GUILLERMO:

We must continue to put pressure on him, to question the government, because that is…that is our job, Juan Guillermo, and we must never forget that…                        
JUAN GUILLERMO:
No dad!! The only way out is the approval of the extradition… 
GUILLERMO:

The court will once again overturn the government’s Treaty of Extradition; mind my words… Well! But now let’s not talk anymore about Pablo Escobar, the Medellin cartel or anything of the sort. MARINO:

You know, that’s how I like to see you, baby, smiling, you look much better…  
CHILI:

Hold it! Hold it, hold it!   
YESENIA:
Well yes, life was very hard on me because of what your boss did …but now, well now I’ve gotten over it, thank God…
MARINO:

That’s how it should be honey; you’re a very strong and brave girl… Do you get me?  
YESENIA:
Ha! Ha! 
MARINO:

Right! Yes! You should see how beautiful you look smiling that way! Like this… 
CHILI:

You little flirt!!!   

MARINO:

You know what? Wait a second for me…
CHILI:

Hi!  
MARINO:

So then bro, what’s new? 

CHILI:

Marino…

MARINO:

Are you okay? 
CHILI:

Bro, do you know what’s going to happen to you if the boss ever knows you’re flirting with his former girl?
MARINO:

PABLO:

No, but he’s already smelling something…            
GONZALO:

And do you think we should do all this after what happened to us with Jimenez, brother?       
PABLO:

We have to, Gonzalo! We have to!  We are in the obligation of giving another crushing blow to the government so they don’t think we are confident and are going to sit still….
GONZALO:

Listen to this guy!! As if killing a journalist was a crushing blow to the government!! C’mon! 
PABLO:

But of course, of course it is, because nobody expects the death of a journalist. And with this blow we will really shake the high government! 
GONZALO:

But the old man has kept his mouth shut lately, hasn’t he? 
PABLO:

He’s been silent but that’s because he has nothing more to say, he’s already said it all! He really has some balls! And that’s why he deserves to die! That’s exactly why! He is the only one who’s had the balls to say what he thinks; but no more, it’s been enough, the reign of don Guillermo Cano is over! We are going to kill him! He was left alone, and he will die alone!

PABLO:

So, what’s new Chili?   
CHILI:

Mireya is in! Do you want to say hello to her? 
PABLO:

No, no, no, thanks very much. I actually came to talk to you two, to see if we can give a solution to this problem with Marcos Herbert once and for all …                             
CHILI:

Oh boss, I completely agree.  We have to fix that once and for all…   
GONZALO:

The problem is, boys, that Marcos Herbert is already aware that both of you are behind him. Is that true Chili?               
CHILI:

No, it’s not; we were waiting to talk to you to see how we could solve the problem…                 
GONZALO:

Well that’s good news, man because Pablo has the solution…        
CHILI:

Alright boss, I’m listening…
PABLO:

Listen, guys... we’re going to solve this problem my way. Don’t ask me how, because that’s neither your problem nor any of your business. GUILLERMO:

Hum!  The death of a friend, Luchi, is something horrible, but in these times it’s…                       

LUCHI:

I know … Ohh Puchi! Smacker! I know I can’t relieve you, but cheer up …at least a little. Oh! I know these are terrible news but you’ve always been able to overcome it and be happy; neither your children, nor your grand-children want to see you like this, come, a little smile please…!  
GUILLERMO:

Hum!

LUCHI:

I know it’s not easy…but please cheer up…
GUILLERMO:

Aha!
