SCENE 2

NIGHT - PATRICIA’S HOUSE
PATRICIA:

You definitely got crazy, honey! How can you dare coming at this time? 
PABLO:

But what other time could I come? Patty, you know….How are the kids? 

PATRICIA:

Emilio is quite bored because of the school problem...

PABLO:

What’s going on?

PATRICIA:

What’s going on? That you mother brought a private professor for him…
PABLO:

Yes…
PATRICIA:

You should see how rudely he treats her. I feel so embarrassed with that lady…
PABLO:

In that case you should demand him to respect her…
PATRICIA:

What do you think I’ve been doing? C’mon! A father in the house is crucial…
PABLO:

Well, I know that…
PATRICIA:

Oh! What then? 
PABLO:

How is my little speck doing? 
PATRICIA:

It’s very hard, very hard, honey because she keeps asking when she is going to hear through the bad ear. What should I ask her? 
PABLO:

Well, we have to tell her that soon …

PATRICIA:

Do you think it’s good to tell that to the girl knowing she isn’t going to hear anymore? 
PABLO:

We have to, we have to tell her and wait…
PATRICIA:

This is very hard, darling …

PABLO:

I know…I know, Patty…don’t get like that. Listen to me…look, all this will be momentary until she gets used to it, okay? As soon as I organize everything better we all are going to live together and in peace, okay?

PATRICIA:

I know it, but I want you to understand that this is very difficult for me, love…you are hiding, and we are living like unwelcome guests in here….What good is all that money for, Pablo, if we can’t even sleep in our bed?
SCENE 3

DAY-HOUSE IN BOGOTA
MARINO:

That job is complicated guys, because that man always moves with six bodyguards and two patrols full of cops…
VULTURE:
Catching that character while he’s moving will be more complicated than what we think!
MARINO:

Everybody knows that man; he shows himself on TV, then moves on to streets…We can’t! 
VULTURE:
That’s why we have to get him at the campaign headquarters…
MARINO:

At the campaign headquarters? We don’t know how things are inside…if there are more bodyguards upstairs…but well, there we go….
VULTURE:
Don’t worry, I’ll enter and take him out…
MARINO:

Okay! Listen Smurf, I’m going to give you three different papers with three different names. And you’re going to buy three vehicles, okay? One van and two cars, all in different colors, all right?

SMURF:
Boss, you know I’m the motorcar expert…Let’s go with it! 
MARINO:

All right, Smurf! Very good! And you Tibo, you know how the job is…we need gats!

TIBO:

Yes, sir!

MARINO:

Machine guns, pistols, ammunition, lots of gats, brother!

TIBO:

Okay! I’ll get all that…
MARINO:

Ready! Hey Vulture, why don’t you go to the country house right away to see how things are going in there and be sure that everything is ready, okay?
VULTURE:
Perfect!
MARINO:

Perfect!

VULTURE:
And while they sweep and I mop the floor, what are you going to do, asshole? Nothing?

MARINO:

Listen to this one! Do you know how we are going to get the man up there?

VULTURE:
No!

MARINO:

Hum! Do you know how are we going to be dressed to get inside?

VULTURE:
I know less!

MARINO:

Do you know why? Because you are stupid, brother….I am the one who thinks in here! Ha! Ha! 
VULTURE:
Oh yeah?

MARINO:

Old chap! 
SMURF:
Boss!
MARINO:

I wish you luck, brother…
SMURF:
The best of it! We really need it! 
MARINO:

Be serious, will you? So what, buddy?

VULTURE:
So what old chap? All the way!

MARINO:

All the way, brother!

VULTURE:
Okay!
MARINO:

Go ahead!

VULTURE:
Don’t feel bad because of something I’m going to tell you, you hear? That’s the worst coffee I’ve ever drank, son!

MARINO:

What about this one?!
SCENE 4

DAY-CAR DEALER SALE POINT 
SALESPERSON:
How do you like the car?

SMURF:
It’s okay…I’ll give you the money…all right, sir, thank you very much …
OPENING SONG….

SCENE 5

DAY-TAILOR’S SHOP
MARINO:

Is this how it should be?

TAILOR:

Yes, sir, it’s all right like that…
SCENE 6

DAY-PASTRANA’S POLITICAL HEADQUARTERS
MARINO:
Hullo! Hullo!

SECRETARY:
Hullo!

MARINO:

I’m Victor Sabogal, miss…I’d like to talk to Mr. Andrés Pastrana…
SECRETARY:
Do you have an appointment?

MARINO:

No miss…
SECRETARY:
Mr. Andrés Pastrana can’t see you without a prior appointment. This is his secretary’s phone number…you can ask her for one…
MARINO:

Wouldn’t it be possible to talk to him right away? Wouldn’t Mr. Pastrana be interested in some votes I’m bringing?

SECRETARY:
Did you say votes?

MARINO:

Yes, my darling…
SECRETARY:
Go down to the right and I’ll call Inés…
MARINO:

Thanks beauty!

SECRETARY:
A pleasure!

MARINO:

Hullo!

INES:

Hullo!

MARINO:

Miss, your workmate told me that I could maybe talk to the candidate now…
INES:

No, no, no! The issue is more complicated than what it seems…Why don’t you rather leave me your phone number and I’ll give it to one of Mr. Pastrana’s advisers for him to call you and you will explain why you want the appointment? Do you agree?  
MARINO:

Wouldn’t it be possible to talk to him right now? He seems not to be doing anything… 
INES:

No! He has a full agenda …
MARINO:

Listen, I’m not from Bogota, I traveled all the way from Medellin and I have to leave now…
INES:

Oh, no, that’s a pity, but I can’t help you with that, I’m sorry …
MARINO:

All right, tell the candidate that someone willing to add five thousand votes to his campaign was here, but that no one paid attention to him. Thank you very much!
INES:

Hey! Wait! Mr …
MARINO:

Sabogal…
INES:

Mr. Sabogal! How long did you say you’re going to stay in Bogotá? 

SCENE 7

DAY-PABLO’S RANCH
PABLO:

Very good Marino! I sincerely congratulate you! You’re definitively a champion, kid!  All I ask you is to make sure that this gentleman will have everything he needs during next week! Thank you very much! That guy Marino is quite a winner! He shows class everyday! 
EARRING:
Hum!

PABLO:

Listen to me, my little Earring: we found out that a new Police Commander has just been assigned to our Department. The man I’m talking about is Colonel Osvaldo Quintana, huh?
EARRING:
So what don Pablo? Do I have to…?
PABLO:
No, nothing like that. Pay attention: there are moments when a live colonel is much more useful to us than a dead one. You get me?
EARRING:
Hum!

PABLO:

So we are going to leave this one alone. What we have to do is corrupt him…and you Earring are going to take care of that, okay?!
EARRING:
Ohhh my!! Well…whatever you ask, don Pablo!!!
PABLO:

Shall I count on you?

EARRING:
Of course! Sure, don Pablo! Count on it! Ha! Ha! 
PABLO:

C’mon! What happened with the brown sugar tea?

CAIN:

Coming boss! 

PABLO:

Hurry!

SCENE 8

DAY-COLONEL QUINTANA’S HOUSE
COLONEL QUINTANA:
Don’t worry about us, son because we’re all right. Tell us instead how are you doing at the school?

COLONEL’S SON:
It is hard, dad…much discipline, much training, lots of study, but all right…
COLONEL QUINTANA:
Well, that’s what you have to do, and for many years, son…
COLONEL’S SON:
Of course!

COLONEL QUINTANA:
If you want to get far in your career…
COLONEL’S SON:
Dad, if I manage to get even half of what you have gotten, I… 
COLONEL QUINTANA:
No!!! No, son, you can’t think that way. You must get farther! You have to excel me! That must be your target! 
COLONEL’S SON:
Yes, dad. You are quite right! Dad, I wanted to ask you something. Are you really happy here in Medellin?

COLONEL QUINTANA:
Well son. You know challenges have never been that big in my officer’s career….

COLONEL’S SON:
But this is another type of challenge, dad. It is very big and dangerous. We’re talking about capturing Pablo Escobar!
COLONEL QUINTANA:
Yes, it is big, but not impossible, son!

COLONEL’S SON:
Dad, are you afraid?

COLONEL QUINTANA:

GENERAL:

Wait for results, Mr. President…
VICEPRESIDENT:
Wait!

GENERAL:

Major Aristides hadn’t even been a month in the job and look the tragedy he’s facing. I fully trust Colonel Quintana and the urgency of the operation, but we unfortunately need to give him time…  
PRESIDENT:
Well, what about the other ones? Why have we committed ourselves to pursue Escobar? What about the Motoa brothers and that Mariachi? Why aren’t they been pursued?
GENERAL:

Hum! Mr. President, they all are being pursued. Intelligence has informed us that the Motoa brothers disappeared from Medellin long time ago...

VICEPRESIDENT:
Did Mariachi disappear too?

GENERAL:

We’ve been informed he is at the Emerald Zone, at the Cundinamarca and Boyacá border…
VICEPRESIDENT:
It’s incredible that there is no public force presence in those areas of the country…
GENERAL:

There is public force presence! The problem is that the police forces can’t enter, we need the army…
SCENE 10

DAY-OUTSIDE - ENELIA’S HOUSE - MEDELLIN
CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:

Well, madam. I’m looking a house for rent to live with my family. I really need to know that …because I like the area very much and…
ENELIA:
Do you need a big house or one apartment?

PATRICIA:

Emilio!! Come and have your snack!

EMILIO:

So soon?

PATRICIA:

Yes. You’ll go down again immediately….Come and eat your snack…
ENELIA:
Half a block from here there is an apartment …

EMILIO:

Bye!!

CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:

Thank you very much! Very kind of you!

ENELIA:
A pleasure!

SCENE 11

DAY-POLICE SCHOOL MEDELLIN
COLONEL QUINTANA:
Hello!
MALE:

Excuse me, Colonel! I have a call from a man who says he has information about Pablo Escobar! Shall I put him on, Colonel?

COLONEL QUINTANA:
Yes, put him on!! Hello!
SCENE 12

DAY-PARK – MEDELLIN

COLONEL QUINTANA:
Wait for me here and watch for any strange movement….
EARRING:
I asked you to come alone, Colonel…
COLONEL QUINTANA:
That’s something I can’t afford, but don’t worry….nothing wrong is going to happen to you…
EARRING:
If you are thinking about sending your men after me, after this conversation, you are very….
COLONEL QUINTANA:
Nobody is going to send men after you. Relax! I came because you told me you had information about Escobar. That’s all what I want to listen!  
EARRING:
Colonel, I didn’t bring any information on Escobar. What I brought is a reason from him. Listen, they have retained my family, and will not release them until they know I talked to you. I mean, Pablo Escobar doesn’t want to be your enemy…he sent me to tell you that he’s willing to give you ten million pesos a month if you don’t pursue him…and ten million more if you help him…
COLONEL QUINTANA:
Do you know something? I can issue him quite an accusation for what he just did …
POLICE OFFICER:
Excuse me, Colonel!

COLONEL QUINTANA:
You may leave because I’m busy …

POLICE OFFICER:
But…

COLONEL QUINTANA:
Get out please! Tell Escobar that Colonel Osvaldo Quintana, commander of the Antioquia Police sells neither his dignity nor his position…and I hope you have this quite clear…
SCENE 13

DAY-PABLO’S RANCH
EARRING:
That his dignity will never be stained by one dollar from drug traffic or Pablo Escobar! As they say, don Pablo…that blackmail thing…Terrible!!

PABLO:

Earring, are you sure nobody followed you here?

EARRING:
Of course!

PABLO:

Okay! If this Quintana colonel didn’t want to negotiate gladly with us, too bad. But they better don’t end up saying that Pablo Emilio Escobar solves his problems by force only…
EARRING:
Oh okay, don Pablo, just tell me what the next move is! 
GONZALO:

No, no, no!!! No move, no nothing! No! We’re going to relax ourselves, one battle at the time. I’ve backed you in everything, Pablo. But kill another colonel? What this one here wants is money…
EARRING:
What?!
GONZALO:

Okay! Okay! Shut the fuck off, man! If we kill one colonel, another one will come, if we get rid of a major, another one will replace him. Each time we kill or get rid of one, another one will be assigned! What are we going to do, Pablo? To kill every police officer until no one is left? Is that what you want?!

DAY- PASTRANA’S POLITICAL HEADQUARTERS – BOGOTA 1988
MARINO:

Hullo!

SECRETARY:
Hullo! 

MARINO:

I have an appointment with Mr. Pastrana…

MALE:

Yes, yes, sir…please sit down a while and we’ll let you in…
MARINO:

Thank you!

SECRETARY:
A pleasure!  Excuse me sir! Mr. Pastrana will see you in half hour because he’s busy with other people…
MARINO:

I’ll wait…
SCENE 15

DAY-ENELIA’S HOUSE
PATRICIA (on the phone):

May I ask you not to be late? How long will exactly take you to come home?  
PABLO:

Patty, we are in broad daylight. I have to take double precautions and see that no cops are around…
PATRICIA:

Yes, darling, but…Are you going to take long? May I ask you to come home soon?
PABLO:

Did anything wrong happen? What is it?! 
DANIELA:

Ha! Ha!
PATRICIA:

No, darling, nothing. All I’m asking you is to hurry…
PABLO:

Don’t worry, I won’t take long! I love you very much…
SCENE 16

DAY-OUTSIDE - ENELIA’S HOUSE
CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:

All quiet, colonel! 
COLONEL QUINTANA:
Be watchful! Keep me informed!

SCENE 17

DAY- PASTRANA’S POLITICAL HEADQUARTERS
SECRETARY:
Hello Ines! Yes, he is here! Okay. Yes! Go in please!

MARINO:

Thank you!

SECRETARY:
My pleasure!

VULTURE:
Keep still! Don’t move anyone! Face backwards! Those who move will die! Freeze!! 
INES:

Welcome! Mr. Pastrana is waiting for you…go in please…
MARINO:

Thank you very much!  Good afternoon! Sabogal, a pleasure!
PASTRANA:

A pleasure!

VULTURE:
Freeze!!

PASTRANA:

What was that?

MARINO:

Mr. Pastrana. We are a MR20 command and came for you to send a message to the government…please accompany me! I’ll set you free in one hour! Come on! Let’s go! 
PASTRANA:

A message?! 
MARINO:

To the floor darling, face down!

PASTRANA:

Where are you taking me?!
MARINO:

I’ll tell you later, sir….Okay we’re leaving!

VULTURE:
All right…Let’s go! Freeze, jerk…don’t move!!
PASTRANA:

Don’t shoot, please! Please don’t! If you only need me to send a message, I don’t think that killing someone will be necessary, please…
MARINO:

Release him Vulture, release him!

VULTURE:
Jerk! Attempt to leave through that door and I’ll take you for a ride you couple of jerks!!
MARINO:

Let’s go! Move, let’s go!! 
VULTURE:
Let’s go! Cool it!
MARINO:

Go ahead, please! We’re leaving, kid! Get in the trunk sir, please!
PASTRANA:

You’re making a serious mistake…you won’t get anything by kidnapping me…
MARINO:

Come in, please. The Commander is only going to talk to you. Come, watch your head. Very kind, sir, thank you very much…
SCENE 18

DAY-PABLO’S VAN 

RADIO ANNOUNCER:

…The candidate for mayor of Bogota for the conservative party Andrés Pastrana Arango has just been kidnapped in Bogota. A command with several men came this morning into his campaign headquarters …

PABLO:

Good!! That’s all we needed! Oh shit!!! That guy is definitively a champion!! 
RADIO ANNOUNCER:

He forced him to yield and without shooting even once took the candidate out, got him in a green car and left towards an unknown destination. The authorities haven’t still determined who the kidnappers were, but an operation to find them is ongoing. According to unofficial information, the government and the public forces strategy is to prevent kidnappers from taking him out of the city. To that end, all the city exits were militarized and several checking points have been set to locate the vehicle and the kidnapers. The deployment included the Police and the Army, as well as governmental secret bodies. There is still no news on who or which group claim responsibility for the kidnapping. Let’s remember that Mr. Pastrana is running for mayor of Bogota. The authorities think that because of the police deployment, his kidnappers haven’t managed to take him out of town yet….
SCENE 19

DAY-ENELIA’S HOUSE
EARRING: 
What’s up then? Hi Sea Urchin! So what’s with you, Shadow? Everything okay or what?

KIKO:

What’s up pal?

EARRING:
On the move, friend! 
KIKO:

What is it?

EARRING:
Get in the car!

KIKO:

What happened or what?!
EARRING:
Get in the car! Shadow, tell Mrs. Patty that I’ll get there later!! 
CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:

Colonel!!

SCENE 20

DAY-STREET-MEDELLIN

KIKO:

I have news, boss!

PABLO:

What is it?

KIKO:

Earring stayed doing counter-intelligence…it seems there is a green avocado disguised as a tomato in front of the house…
PABLO:

So what does that mean?

KIKO:

I advise you not to show up in there, boss…
PABLO:

Yes, we better leave. Let’s go kid! Thank you very much!! We’ll be in touch! 
KIKO:

Sure boss!

SCENE 21

DAY-POLICE SCHOOL MEDELLIN
CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:

And he was the forefront bodyguard, Colonel! I’m not quite sure, but one of them was the man who was talking to you in the park a few days ago…
SCENE 22

DAY-MARINO’S CAR-BOGOTA

RADIO ANNOUNCER:

The guys are so, so steady in their positions…besides, they are a bit…
MARINO:

How are you doing in there, sir? Can you breathe well?

PASTRANA:

How do you want me to breathe well enclosed in here? I demand to be taken out immediately!

MARINO:

Later on, sir, later! If I let you out now, the police with helicopters and everything will get us in two minutes…don’t worry…
PASTRANA:
If your commander wanted to talk to me, he could’ve called…this is absolutely unnecessary…
MARINO:

Be patient, Mr. Pastrana, be patient! Hey, buddy, raise the radio volume. What was it?
RADIO ANNOUNCER:
All we know so far is that the kidnappers arrived at the candidate’s headquarters in a green Mazda 626. The authorities ask the citizens to report any vehicle with these characteristics. According to witnesses who refuse to give their name…

MARINO:

They couldn’t find us! Huh, huh? 
RADIO ANNOUNCER:
A red van with plates HA6487 was also used in the kidnapping. The authorities are working on this hearsay evidence in order to ascertain the whereabouts of this other car, and thus find more clues allowing identifying kidnappers of the candidate for Mayor Andrés Pastrana Arango and locating the place where they have him…
SCENE 23

DAY-PARKING LOT- BOGOTA

PARKING EMPLOYEE:
Get it in! Get it in! Once more…Hold it!
VULTURE:
I’ll give you a good tip, kid…
RADIO ANNOUNCER:
The police is exerting control with checkpoints throughout the city in search of these two vehicles. There is a maximum public force deployment through the quartering of troops… 
SCENE 24

DAY-PRESIDENTIAL OFFICE
VICEPRESIDENT:
They won’t be able to leave the city. There are police checkpoints all over...
PRESIDENT:
You have to be a dreamer to think they are going to escape in the same car they arrived….
VICEPRESIDENT:
We must ask the citizens to cooperate, to report any suspicious move…. 
PRESIDENT:
What an untimely moment for us to face this problem. The son of a former president has been kidnapped, the mayoral elections is jeopardized… 
MINISTER OF JUSTICE:
And the worst of it all, Mr. President is that Mr. Pastrana is probably with The Extraditables. They want to press us and attempt to do it kidnapping an important person like him…
PRESIDENT:
Well, let’s hope you are wrong, Minister…
FORMER PRESIDENT PASTRANA:
Good afternoon!
EVERYONE:

Good afternoon, Mr. Pastrana…
FORMER PRESIDENT PASTRANA:

Mr. President!

PRESIDENT:
We were waiting for you, Mr. Pastrana. I’m really sorry for what happened to your son, but you can be sure we’re going to find him…
SCENE 25

DAY-ROAD NEAR BOGOTA

MARINO:
What’s all this jam, brother?

POLICE OFFICER:
Let’s move! Move! Close the trunk, gentleman! Close the trunk!! 
MARINO:

What a fucking life! Mr. Pastrana!! You’re going to keep your mouth shut, you hear me? If you don’t, I’ll whack you right here! So shut up! Relax, kids…I’ll face it…
SMURF:
Yes sir!

POLICE OFFICER:
Hullo!

MARINO:

Good afternoon, gentlemen! 
SMURF:
What’s up nice man? 

POLICE OFFICER:
All right gentlemen. Where are you heading for?
MARINO:

To Tunja, sir…
POLICE OFFICER:
Tunja? Oh, how good! Didn’t you by chance see anything suspicious, like cars or persons to report?
MARINO:

Suspicious?

POLICE OFFICER:
Yes, sir! 

MARINO:

No, no, sir, no!

POLICE OFFICER:
All right! Open the trunk please! 
MARINO:

Of course sir…but you know what? We have to check because some bandits damaged that plate in there. So we only need to remove this chair and that will be it… 
POLICE OFFICER:
No, no!! You know what? Go ahead, go ahead! Move! Go in! Thank you, very kind! Go ahead! Go ahead! 
SCENE 23

DAY- COUNTRY HOUSE NEAR SOPO

MARINO:

Ready, sir!

PASTRANA:

Huh! Huh! Where are we?

MARINO:

I’ll tell you now, sir…accompany me…
PASTRANA:

Ah, ah, ah!!

MARINO:

Are you all right?

PASTRANA:

Is the commander in this place?

MARINO:

He’ll be here in a while…come…
PASTRANA:

You told me I’d be freed in one hour, that you were going to give me a message. More than two hours have passed already. Why don’t you give me the message now and let me go?!
MARINO:

Relax, sir. Your retention will be short, don’t worry. Come this way sir, please…this is going to be your room. I’ll ask them to bring you water and something to eat…
PASTRANA:

Listen to me. I personally know your commander, and he knows that if he calls me I’ll agree to meet him. There is something wrong in here, you aren’t from Bogota. You don’t even know the city well…
MARINO:

NIGHT- PABLO’S RANCH
PABLO:

Now is the time for the country to prepare itself because they have no idea of what’s coming up…
MIGUEL:

You’re holding all the cards now, Pablo. You can demand, negotiate, made them stop pursuing you and maybe drop the extradition…
PABLO:

Aha! Exactly Miguel! I’ve been thinking that if the national government could restore the extradition treaty overnight, even going over the Supreme Court of Justice members who had stated that was totally illegal, they can drop it the same way…
MIGUEL:

Yes…Hey Pablo, I know you know it but it is worth reminding you that we should hide Pastrana very well, because even if they took him out of town, I’m sure the authorities are looking for him even under the stones…
PABLO:

Don’t worry about that, Miguel. I’ll take care of that tomorrow…
MIGUEL:

Aha! And when you have the Attorney General in your hands, hide these two individuals as a big treasure…
PABLO:

I have arranged two similar houses for them, but in the middle of the jungle…
MIGUEL:

I think that’s good. All right, Pablo, I’m leaving…
PABLO:

All right. Thank you very much for the good advice, Miguel…and remember you can always count on us! 
MIGUEL:

You can count on us too, Pablo. We are here to serve each other. I wish you the best of luck, brother…Pablo, with these two individuals in your hands, you’ll make the government, the President and the country surrender at your feet. You’re going to remember me…

NIGHT-ENELIA’S HOUSE
TV ANNOUNCER:
The night has already come to the capital; however the authorities haven’t lowered the guard. At this time, combined Army and Police troops keep checkpoints in all exits from Bogota…
PATRICIA:

Terrible, isn’t it?

ENELIA:

Outrageous!

EMILIO:

ENELIA:

All right kids…
PATRICIA:

You were asleep my little girl…
ENELIA:

You can reproach mom because of that. When things can be done is all right, but if it’s not possible, you must understand it, right? 
DANIELA:

Hum!

ENELIA:

You better stop doing those beautiful drawings. Leave them in there, go and put your pajamas on and you’ll finish them tomorrow, okay? Like two well behaved and beautiful children!
DANIELA:

All right, grandma…
ENELIA:

You’ll finish those pretty drawings you’re doing tomorrow. C’mon, wash your hands and brush your teeth …
EMILIO:

As if I had anything to do tomorrow…
ENELIA:

That doesn’t matter, Emilio. It doesn’t matter son. Your mom and I will go and read a story to you, say good night and all that…go now…
PATRICIA:

Thank you very much, Mrs. Enelia. I no longer know what to say, how to say it, what to invent. It’s terrible, quite terrible not to know what’s really happening with Pablo…
ENELIA:

Patty, I don’t know if you are really naive or are playing to be one…
PATRICIA:

Why are you saying that, Mrs. Enelia?

ENELIA:

Because I’m desperate. I keep asking the Holy Child of Atocha to cover him with His robe. I don’t know if you ever think he is behind all what is happening in Bogota. I don’t know how you can’t think that he maybe…I’m desperate! I don’t want to think that something bad is going to happen to him! 
PATRICIA:

Calm down Mrs. Enelia! Relax, calm down, that’s not good for you …

SCENE 29

NIGHT-KIDNAPPERS’ COUNTRY HOUSE 
MARINO:

Sir, I brought these clothes for you to change and I leave this so you won’t say we treat you badly…
PASTRANA:

What happened with the commander? Why hasn’t he arrived yet? 
MARINO:

Sir, you know that coming down from the mountains isn’t easy. Don’t get desperate…
PASTRANA:

How come you don’t want I get desperate?! You told me this would take one hour and five have passed and nothing has happened!
MARINO:

An error in calculation. Don’t worry; it won’t be behind tomorrow…
PASTRANA:

Forget about tomorrow. You’re going to tell me who you really are. Nobody’s going to believe the story that you are members of the guerrilla …Are you going to kill me?

MARINO:

Listen sir! If we had wanted to kill you, we would be already praying for your soul…relax…
RADIO ANNOUNCER:
Latest news! The national police has just found the green Mazda 626 they had been looking for. It was less than a block away from the headquarter building where the candidate was kidnapped!

SCENE 30

NIGHT-PRESIDENTIAL OFFICE
VICEPRESIDENT:
I’d told you. That seems a negligence of the police, because the car was a block from the headquarters and they found it now only …

FORMER PRESIDENT PASTRANA:
And they got him out of Bogota!
PRESIDENT:
Let’s don’t anticipate events, all right?

FORMER PRESIDENT PASTRANA:
Mr. President: crooks are crooks, they know how to cheat authorities and that’s what they did…
PRESIDENT:
I told you we were going to find him and that’s what we’re going to do…
FORMER PRESIDENT PASTRANA:
Mr. President, I think we should start getting ready to negotiate…If the Medellin cartel has Andres, we all know what they are going to ask…
VICEPRESIDENT:
Drop the extradition treaty!

PRESIDENT:
No, we aren’t going to let those crooks intimidate us. No way!

FORMER PRESIDENT PASTRANA:
Mr. President, please, we’re talking about my son…
SCENE 31

DAY-KIDNAPPERS’ COUNTRY HOUSE
MARINO:

Mr. Pastrana, get ready because we are leaving, please …

PASTRANA:

We both know you aren’t a guerrilla. Your skin is that of a person who lives in the city not in the country. I demand you to tell me who you are…
MARINO:

You aren’t in any condition to demand anything sir…
TIBO:
Sir, the helicopter has arrived…
MARINO:

Let’s go!! Let’s go! C’mon!!

PASTRANA:

Helicopter? The guerrilla has helicopters now! 
MARINO:

How do you like it?!

PASTRANA:

Where did you get it from?

MARINO:

We stole it from drug traffickers…
PATRANA:

Oh yeah! And you stole the pilot too! Tell me your name …

MARINO:

Listen sir, my name doesn’t matter. You’ve been kidnapped by a command of The Extraditables, by order of Pablo Escobar, sir. Do you already understand me?
PASTRANA:

I knew it …

MARINO:

C’mon, let’s go sir! Let’s go, relax, nothing wrong is going to happen to you! Let’s go! I need a favor!
TIBO:

Yes, sir!

MARINO:

Let’s go, Tibo!

SCENE 32

DAY-KIDNAPPERS’ COUNTRY HOUSE
MARINO:

How are you doing, sir?

PASTRANA:

I’m suffocating! 
MARINO:

We are almost there, relax!

PABLO:
How are you, Mr. Pastrana? How was your trip?

PASTRANA:

Very bad! But I had time to think and guess why you had kidnapped me, and I still don’t understand it, if I’m just a mayoral candidate. I’m not even in the government… 
PABLO:

You’re wrong in that, Mr. Pastrana. You belong to one of these countries’ infamous oligarchy families that decided to perpetuate in power. Your father was President already, and you represent the hope for the conservative party to go back to power…
PASTRANA:

That’s why you kidnapped me? To lose the elections? 
PABLO:

Not necessarily. Listen, you the political class are behind the extradition. The upcoming war is going to be very hard, Mr. Pastrana, very hard. And I warn you I’m the more moderate one inside The Extraditables group, the more peaceful. Extremely serious happenings are waiting for the country, and you politicians will be the first ones to die… 
PASTRANA:

Are you going to kill me then?

PABLO:

If we had intended to kill you, we had already done in Bogota long time ago. I want to tell you, Mr. Pastrana Arango, that as from this moment, whatever that happens or fails to happen with your life will solely and exclusively depend on what your father does or fails to do …
