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SCENE 1

HOUSE –DAY 
ISABEL:

Oh, honey I’m so glad you’re here, goodness I thought you had been killed too; I was listening to the radio but they didn’t say anything… 
PINEDA:

I killed him Isabel; it was my fault they killed the Colonel… 
ISABEL:

What do you mean? Why are you saying that, Javier? 
PINEDA:

I couldn’t do anything to save him, I am the worst of persons; I’m a mess, Isabel… 
ISABEL:

Don’t say that Javier, you were the only one who dared to be his bodyguard; you have to thank God because you’re alive… 

PINEDA:

I can’t thank anything, Isabel. I’m an assassin, you understand me? I helped them assassinate the Colonel … 
ISABEL:

My God, don’t say those terrible things, honey…  
PINEDA:

But you see they were going to kill you all, they had me threatened. They were going to kill my little girl. They were going to kill you and everyone. I just didn’t know what to do… 
ISABEL:

What do you mean? You’re an accomplice of the Colonel’s death? What do you mean they were going to kill all of us? What’s all this?  
PINEDA:

I must go the School of Police; everybody must be looking for me… 
ISABEL:

No, no, wait you can’t go anywhere the way you are, Javier. No, first of all you must calm down, honey, please; we have to think calmly, okay? 

PINEDA:

I’ve ruined my life, Isabel, I’ve ruined it… 

ISABEL:

Calm down honey, okay? 
SCENE 2

INSIDE – DAY 

PRESIDENT:

What has happened today in Medellin is clearly a blow, not only against the national police, but against the whole country. Colonel Osvaldo Quintana Quintero’s assassins ended his life because he pursued them, confiscated their drugs, and took their laboratories… The Government condemns this atrocious, terrorist and cowardly act and promises his family and the entire country to capture his murderers… that’s all gentlemen… 
SCENE 3

OFFICE– DAY 

TOMAS:

Security in Soacha is fully guaranteed, sir; we have agents throughout the population and police members will be at the square and around it, plus the group of bodyguards. On the other hand, consumption of liquor is strictly forbidden and we have ordered for everyone to be checked-up before entering the square…
GALÁN:

So then, can you assure me that if we go to Soacha nothing will happen to me? 
TOMAS:

Rest completely assured, sir; during the ceremony, around the platform there will be people with banners; they are not your followers…well, they are, but belong to the organization and are there to protect you; you will be protected from all sides, believe me sir, not only your followers will be with you… 

GLORIA:

But excuse me…?
GALAN:

Very well Tomas, thank you very much… 

TOMAS:
Excuse me sir, Mrs. Gloria, gentlemen… 
GALAN:

You see everything is very well controlled …
GLORIA:

I haven’t said a word, I think I’ve said enough; what I would like to ask you Luis Carlos, is please don’t get in the van as happens in every demonstration because there you would be quite vulnerable… 
MAN:

Mrs. Gloria, the organization of an event such as this one is very complicated; we will have the Major, several town councilors and deputies…  

WOMAN:

Well, what happened this morning is reason enough to cancel it… 
SCENE 4

HOUSE– NIGHT
ANNOUNCER:

…Today, in a quite brutal attempt, Colonel Osvaldo Quintana Quintero, Commander of the Antioquia Police, was killed. The officer received more than 150 shots… 
PATRICIA:

What’s wrong, honey? Did you already eat? 
EMILIO:

No, why did you turn the television off? 
PATRICIA:

What do you mean? Well, because certain newsreels are not for children and you are still a little boy… you can’t see this type of news yet …
EMILIO:

It’s that I want to see if they repeat my father’s name …

PATRICIA:

What do you mean by repeat? 
EMILIO:

Yes, because they say it was my father and those cartel friends who killed that police colonel …  
 PATRICIA:

No, son that is not true… 

EMILIO:

No?

PATRICIA:

Listen to me very well, Emilio, you can’t go around believing everything the TV says, the radio says and what people say in the streets, no sir, they are saying many things about your father but everything is a lie…. 

EMILIO:

A lie? 
PATRICIA:

Yes, a lie…
EMILIO:

Oh… 

PATRICIA:

Oh… 

EMILIO:

Is my dad bad? 
PATRICIA:

How can you say that? You’re so cheeky. How can you say your father is bad? Your father is not bad… and why don’t you drink your soup, huh? Drink it…
EMILIO:

Hum… 

PATRICIA:

Drink your soup, go ahead, okay? 
EMILIO:

Okay…

PATRICIA:

Go ahead; go ahead, be a good boy…otherwise I’ll give you a spanking… 
SCENE 5

HOUSE– DAY 

ANNOUNCER: 

The attack was attributed to the Medellin cartel, led by Pablo Escobar; the Government condemns this atrocious, terrorist and cowardly act and is committed to capture those murderers… 
SCENE 6
OFFICE– DAY 
GENERAL:

Where were you? We’ve been looking for you, were you kidnapped? Officer! Where were you! Why have you just showed up? 
PINEDA:

General, everything was normal as we left the house with the Colonel to go to the School of Police, like we do every day, but all of a sudden at a traffic light some guys intercepted us, they were heavily armed; I couldn’t do anything, they forced me out of the car and told me to leave the city, to abandon Medellin and not come back; that’s when they unloaded their guns against the colonel and I, I couldn’t do anything… 
SCENE 7

HOUSE– NIGHT
ENELIA:

Pablo you can’t imagine how worried Patty is; she no longer knows what to tell Emilio, he’s always asking questions… my father is an assassin...this and that… she just doesn’t know what to do… 
PABLO:

Well that’s very stupid of her…why can’t she defend me with some excuse for the boy? 

ENELIA:

No, that’s not fair, she does what she can; but why don’t we recognize what’s going on, the real situation? The child is always hearing everywhere that his father is a criminal, an assassin; he’s bombarded from everywhere… 
PABLO:

Well if you don’t help either, it’s difficult… 
ENELIA:

What? What Pablo? Are you saying I don’t help? What do you want me to do? 
PABLO:

I don’t know mom, you are a woman, you are a serious woman, bright and intelligent; you should have answers ready for all of Emilio’s questions… 
ENELIA:

Oh, I see… 

PABLO:

You know perfectly well that in this country they blame me for everything, for all the murders; they said that what happened to colonel Quintana was my fault because the government knows that by blaming me they can attack me more. What you have to do, is to explain these things to Emilio. Besides, I don’t know why Emilio has to be watching the news, seeing newspapers, he should be seeing cartoon movies; and mom, from now on it is absolutely forbidden for Daniela to watch news, see magazines, newspapers, nothing…
ENELIA:

Perfect, I can certainly help you; we’ll put them in crystal case, in a capsule… 

PABLO:

Yes mom…
ENELIA:

And we’ll have them gravitate around the earth… 
PABLO:

Yes, exactly, that’s exactly what we’re going to do…
ENELIA:

All right, that son of yours is no fool, he’s your son, Pablo, and Patty is not stupid and I much less…so what is it you want? You can’t hide the sun with one finger, huh! You’ve been cooking all this for many years but now things are different…and you are the only one who can get out of it…think about it… 
PABLO:

You know what mom? I’m no longer hungry... 

ENELIA:

Is that so? And I don’t feel like cooking for you either; it’s up to you if you let this burn or if you take it out of the pot. So, young men, playing Parcheesi? Very well…   
KIKO:

Good evening…
CAIN:
Good evening
SCENE 8
HOUSE– NIGHT
ANA: (on the phone)

All right, see you tomorrow, a kiss! Your brothers couldn’t find a flight, they will arrive tomorrow…honey, why don’t you go to bed and rest? 
ERNESTO:

(Crying)

SCENE 9

OFFICE- NIGHT
ANA MARIA:

Niky, this photo is too painful… 

NIKY:
The news is also painful, Mrs. Ana Maria. This is the second colonel Pablo Escobar and the Medellin cartel have murdered… 
ANA MARIA:

Goodness how terrible! That family must be destroyed… 
NIKY:
President Lopez’s usual statements regarding criminals’ pursuance will go in a second page box… 

ANA MARIA:

The government made those same statements when Guillermo was murdered and they continue to kill as if nothing… 
NIKY:
The news of Galan in Soacha can’t go because it happened after closing… 
ANA MARIA:

It doesn’t matter, we’ll publish it on Sunday’s edition… but it is important that someone follows up Mr. Galan’s situation… 
NIKY:
I only hope we won’t have to write a note on him in the front page, Mrs. Ana Maria… 
ANA MARIA:

Niky… 

NIKY:
Sorry, excuse me… 
SCENE 10

AUGUST 18th, 1989 - SOACHA MAIN SQUARE– NIGHT
CALVO:
C’mon drink up, drink up to Mr. Galan...there you go!! C’mon, have another one…there he comes… 
POLICEMAN:
Everything is under control in here…We’re going to take a look around the village… 
EVENCIO:
I’ll be checking… gentlemen, the time has come…  
WILMAR:

I am so damned scared, my legs and everything are trembling… 
EVENCIO:

Be alert, I need you to be focused, you know what you have to do, I simply get under the platform and you guys cover me with the banner…that’s all… 
CALVO:

Cool…everything is ready… 

EVENCIO:

Okay then, you all go home like good boys, I’ll call you in a few days; did you bring that stuff? 

WILMAR.

Yes…
EVENCIO:

All right gentlemen, the die is cast…God bless us all…
WILMAR:

So be it… 

SCENE 11

PRESIDENT’S OFFICE– NIGHT
PRESIDENT: (on the phone)

Is everything ready to take care of Mr. Luis Carlos Galan? 
GENERAL:

The Security Department is in charge of Mr. Galan’s security, we of public order…and a Police Major is already supervising the whole thing…

PRESIDENT:

Please increase all efforts to take care of Galan and the other candidates; neither my government nor my country can endure one more death… 

GENERAL:

Yes Mr. President, tomorrow I will take care of that…
PRESIDENT:

Hopefully maybe tomorrow you and General Peraza can give me some positive results regarding Pablo Escobar, huh? 
SCENE 12

GALAN’S OFFICE – NIGHT
GALAN:

The legitimacy of the Colombian authority must come from the popular expression; that will be the best answer to those who, through intimidation and violence, want to condition the fate of our nation… 
GLORIA:

Are you ready? 
GALAN:

Ready, I had time to go and visit my parents, they are also very worried with the demonstration in Soacha but they agree that I should go… 
GLORIA:

How are you feeling? 
GALAN:

Very well, relaxed, everything is ready and they have guaranteed my security, why not go? 
GLORIA:

All right, but anyhow precautions should be taken; don’t get on one of those uncovered trucks, remain always with your bodyguards and please, Luis Carlos, don’t let them carry you on shoulders… 
GALAN:

Shh, Shh yes, yes, I promise, I promise and you take care of the boys… 
GLORIA:

You are the one who has to take care tonight, Luis Carlos…   
GALAN:

He-he… 

SCENE 13

MEDELLIN- PINEDA’S HOUSE– NIGHT - AUGUST 19TH 1989

ISABEL:

Hi, how did things come out? 
PINEDA:

How could I say such a lie to my General, huh? And the worst part is that he wants to talk to me tomorrow again…  

ISABEL:

Well Javier, tomorrow you will tell him exactly the same thing you told him today… 
PINEDA:

Isabel it’s not only the general, it’s everybody, the police, the detectives, the press, everybody wants to talk to me; everybody feels as if they killed a brother, a son…
ISABEL:

And don’t you feel the same? You have to be very cautious and relaxed, consider everything, dear…and that means you can never, never say the truth…  
PINEDA:

His wife, Mrs. Ana and his son Ernesto will be at the funeral, also his other two sons who live abroad… 
ISABEL:

And we will also be there… 

PINEDA:

Isabel, I will never again have a clear conscience, neither today, tomorrow, never… 
ISABEL:

Relax dear… 
SCENE 14

RANCH– NIGHT
PABLO:

Go on take this to the small hide-away in here, okay?   
GONZALO:

The boys are behaving very well Pablo, they are doing their job and earning money…they bring it to me and I charge them 25%... the Motoas understand it perfectly well and Ramada and Arellano, as usual, agree, no problem whatsoever… 
PABLO:

Gonzalo are you aware of what’s going to happen tonight? 
GONZALO:

You know I think your solution regarding Luis Carlos Galan is rather exaggerated, brother. As soon as we kill him we’ll be closing doors for a dialogue with the national government …that’s what’s going to happen… 
PABLO:

Those doors were closed ages ago Gonzalo. You know I tried by all means to negotiate with the government, to have a dialogue with them, always looking for peace and this wasn’t possible. Today there is a before and an after. If after killing them a colonel in the morning and their Presidential candidate in the evening, this country does not understand that it has to kneel before me, well then, from now on my hand will not shake to attack the civilian population also…
SCENE 15

HOUSE– NIGHT
TOMAS:

Look Sebastian, leave them there and go down immediately, we’ll be leaving in five minutes… 
GALAN:

Thank you, Sebastian… 

SEBASTIAN:

Yes sir… 

YAYO:

Wait Sebastian…please take good care of my dad, you hear? 
SEBASTIAN:

Yes, sure, cool it…
JUAN MANUEL:

I don’t understand why I can’t go with you… 

GLORIA:

Oh Juan Manuel!

GALAN:

Look Juan Manuel, I promise you that on Sunday I’ll take you to Barranquilla to see the Colombian football team play against Ecuador, don’t you think that’s a better plan? 
JUAN MANUEL:

Oh, yes, cool! 

KID:

And me? I also want to go…
YAYO:

Yes, me too… 

GALAN:

Ha! Ha! These little spoiled brats… I promise I’ll get the tickets for Sunday, but tonight I want you to stay here, take care of your mother, go to bed early and obey her…   
GLORIA:

All right then say goodbye, a kiss, a kiss for daddy… 

KID:
Daddy… lots of luck… 
GALAN:

Goodbye son… 
JUAN MANUEL:

Take care, dad… 
TOMAS:

Shall we leave sir? 
GLORIA:

Just a minute, I’ll be here waiting for you, okay? 
GALAN:

Nothing is going to happen to me, I promise… 

GLORIA:

All right…
YAYO:

Wait dad, put it on… 
GLORIA:

Yes…
GALÁN:

All right but not now, in the car, we’re in a hurry… 

YAYO:
Put it on here in front of me… 

GLORIA:

Yes put it on here… 

GALAN:
All right, let’s go to the room and I’ll put it on…

TOMAS:

Mr. Galan, is it all right if I take the other vest? 
YAYO:

No, no, that’s for my father to wear on his head, but you can take it meanwhile… 

SCENE 16 SOACHA 6:00 PM 

THE SQUARE– NIGHT
WOMAN:

Oh my God, what is going on, what all this mess? 
MAN:

Half of the people are drunk and there’s no control whatsoever when entering the square… 
WOMAN:

There are no check-ups, they are letting everybody come in, there’s absolutely no control… 
MAN:

No control, no cops, I don’t see anybody… 

SCENE 17

THE SQUARE– NIGHT
LIEUTENANT:
Excuse me major, may I ask you something? 
MAJOR:

Yes, Lieutenant, tell me… 

LIEUTENANT:

Shouldn’t we pay guard at the main square? 
MAJOR:

We have several units assigned over there; there are also people from the Security Department…  
LIEUTENANT: 
Well yes, but we’re not talking of just anyone; he is the next President of this country…

MAJOR:

Yes, that’s exactly why we have to be assured that the perimeter of several blocks around the main square are secure… hurry up, go, go… 
LIEUTENANT:

Major, excuse me… 

SCENE 18

OUTSIDE - COUNTRYSIDE– NIGHT
MARINO.

Sir…
GONZALO:

Come; help me with Pablo, cousin… 

MARINO:
Let’s get inside, the chimney is lit; there you will be nice and warm… 
GONZALO:

Bro, you’ll be comfortable there, just relax… 

MARINO:

Yes sir, the syrup?  Boss, would you like some coffee or tea? 
KIKO:

Hey Cain this is no celebration, you asshole… 

SCENE 19

OFFICE– NIGHT
ANA MARIA: (by phone)

The situation here is very serious, as you know after the Magistrate’s death we woke up with the news of the attempt against Colonel Quintana… 
FERNANDO:

Mom that is the chronicle of a death foretold; we all knew the bomb that killed the Governor of Antioquia was actually meant for Quintana…
JUAN GUILLERMO:

And he continues to be in Medellin… 

NIKY:
But I understand his transfer was a matter of days…but unfortunately… 
ANA MARIA:

No… 

JUAN GUILLERMO:

I can’t imagine what the citizens and the other policemen must be thinking…another death and the government does nothing… 
NIKY:
I’m sorry but I have to leave. I have to go and cover Galan’s visit to Soacha; it was so nice to hear you and I’m glad you’re all well…  
FERNANDO:

It is absurd for Galan to go on doing political campaign and public demonstrations; it’s crazy …    
ANA MARIA:

Yes…
NIKY:
Yes, but anyhow we have to cover them…we’ll be talking… 
ANA MARIA:

Yes, okay… 
JUAN GUILLERMO:

Mom, if you want to soften the newspaper’s editorial position, do it, we can’t do anything from here…
ANA MARIA:

I know you’re saying that to protect us but not because you think that we should change the editorial line of the newspaper… 
FERNANDO:

Mother, there are so many deaths, and today there was another one; you can’t imagine how impotent Juan Guillermo and I feel thousands of miles away and not able to do anything…  
ANA MARÍA:

Yes I know and I understand it, but we will never stop doing what your father taught us and we will never ever allow his death to be in vain…  
FERNANDO:

A kiss mom, love to everyone, take care of yourself, bye… 
SCENE 20

CAR– NIGHT
GALAN:

Boys, I want you to be by my side all the time, understood? 
SEBASTIAN: 
Yes sir, don’t worry… 

TOMAS:

Of course sir, that’s our job… 
GALAN:

Pereira, are you all right? 
TOMAS:

Yes sure, sir, everything is all right… 

GALAN:

Are you sure? You look kind of nervous. It’s the first time you ask me for a bullet proof vest… 
TOMAS:

Oh no, it’s okay…I’m a little edgy, I just want this to come out well and end quickly, but besides that I’m fine; well, about the vest, just to be double sure. Right? 
GALAN:

Listen to me Tomas, if you consider that the demonstration in Soacha is too dangerous, go ahead and tell me; it’s a bit late and it would not be convenient but everything can be cancelled… 
TOMAS:

No, no, how can you think that? We’ll be there, everything is ready and prepared, no, the thing is I want to get this over with, that’s all. Everything will come out just fine… 
GALAN:

Are you sure? 
TOMAS.

Yes of course, right Sebastian? 

SEBASTIAN:

Yes, yes, relax sir, we are going to take good care of you, nothing will happen, I promise you… 
TOMAS:

Relax sir; you are in good hands… 

SCENE 21

MAIN SQUARE– NIGHT
MAN:

Good evening. Is the Senator on his way? 
SCENE 22

ROOM– NIGHT
PABLO:

Thanks kid…thank you very much… 

GONZALO:

Goodness, look at that, he’s feeling so sick he’s even having a glass of milk…  
SCENE 23

HOUSE– NIGHT
MARIACHI: (by radio)

Pablo, hello Mr. Pablo, can you hear me? Hello, Pablo… 
GONZALO:

What’s new Mariachi? 
MARIACHI:

Hello Pablo, can you hear me? 
GONZALO:

Look Mariachi my cousin can’t talk to you, he’s not feeling well, man…  
MARIACHI:

But can he hear me? 
GONZALO:

Oh okay I’ll put him on, wait, go ahead… 

MARIACHI:

Listen to me, my people in Bogotá said that the character will be going to the demonstration, I repeat, he will be attending the event…so, we will have to celebrate… 
GONZALO:

Yes Mariachi I can copy you, good bye! Cousin you have to rest and we’ll wait for you outside. If you need anything, Marino is going to be with you, okay? Lie down… 
SCENE 24

SQUARE– NIGHT
WOMAN:

We must talk to Mr. Galan. The best for him is not to come… 
MAN:

What I don’t understand is how they can say that everything is under control, with all this mess… 

WOMAN:

This is very dangerous, it is very dangerous for him to run such a risk; look, that platform has no separation from the public…there are only two policemen… 
MAN:

Well let’s hope there are more cops dressed as civilians… 
WOMAN:

If there are more cops dressed as civilians, they’re drinking liquor because everyone here is drunk… 
MAN:

The best thing we can do is to tell Mr. Galan not to take long, to talk only five minutes and then leave… 
WOMAN:

No, I insist the best thing is to cancel everything once and for all… 
MAN:

Look, we must have faith; trust in God …what else can we do? 
SCENE 25

HOUSE– NIGHT
JUAN MANUEL:

What’s your opinion on Gaviria? 
GLORIA:

Well I think he’s a very intelligent man and an extraordinary politician, in other words I believe he’s the best chief of debate your father could possibly have…   
JUAN MANUEL:

That’s what my father said and I think he’s been very good for the campaign, although he doesn’t have too many votes… 
GLORIA:

And what’s all this about votes? What do you know? 
JUAN MANUEL:

I know mom, my dad has told me… 

GLORIA:

He actually didn’t come to the campaign because of the votes he has but because he’s a real politician, very important, Juan Manuel, and besides he’s a real liberal, which is what matters … 
JUAN MANUEL:

How do you think Senator Santorini is going to come out? 
GLORIA:

Surveys say not too well, but I believe he’s your father’s real opponent… 
JUAN MANUEL:

He has a terrible look, I don’t like him… 
GLORIA:

You don’t like him because he’s precisely the type of politician your father has always fought… 
JUAN MANUEL:

So far, because my dad is going to win, he’ll double him… 
GLORIA:

Ha! Ha! Ha! Juan Manuel 
JUAN MANUEL:

Don’t laugh, I know, the polls say so… 
GLORIA:
I’m not laughing, but I didn’t know you had that political streak … 
SCENE 26

HOUSE– NIGHT
RADIO ANNOUNCER:
The liberal candidate will pronounce a speech tonight before hundreds of followers who are already gathering at this hour… 
SCENE 27

HOUSE– NIGHT
MARINO:
Boss, do you need anything? 
PABLO:

No, don’t worry, please put on the TV Marino… 

GONZALO:

Oh Pablo, brother, precisely today when you should have been well…you’re not, kid… 
FABIO:

What do you mean by precisely today? 
GONZALO:

Don’t pay attention to me, Fabio… 

FABIO:

You two have something you don’t want to tell me; c’mon don’t come out with that  bullshit that you are worried because of what happened this morning to the colonel, bullshit; you two have something bigger going on and you don’t want to tell me… you better start doing it right now…   
PABLO:

Tonight is the night, Gonzalo…  

FABIO:

The night for what? 
GONZALO:

All right guys come on, let’s have a little game. What shall we play?   
KIKO:

Parcheesi…
GONZALO:

All right let’s start, you get the Parcheesi and you go for some beers, you help me with the table and…Fabio, come and have a beer with us and play Parcheesi, c’mon on…. Relax, brother…
SCENE 2
MAIN SQUARE– NIGHT
NIKY:
If you are Galan’s advisors are you conscious of the security conditions in this place? They are absolutely precarious and inefficient. People are drunk, there is no control at the entrance to the square, no check-ups, police presence is minimal, there’s not even a security protection between the platform and the public; I am a journalist and I’m not an expert in security but just look at this mess… 
WOMAN:

We have nothing to do with all this issue but we do share your concern, this place is very dangerous…
NIKY:
And did Mr. Galan accept to come here knowing of the danger in this place?   
MAN:

Mr. Galan did not know this was happening…  
NIKY:
And can’t you advise him? 
SCENE 29

CAR– NIGHT
GALAN:

Are we ready? 
SEBASTIAN:

We have to wait for Pereira sir… 

GALAN:

What do mean wait? They are already waiting for us…
SEBASTIAN:

There he comes, there he comes… 

TOMAS:

Look sir, the situation is as follows, as you can see there’s lots of people and it’s difficult to go by car. I already talked to your advisors and aides and they tell me they have a van where they would like for you to do the ride, it’s only four blocks… 
SEBASTIAN:

No, we better stick to the car… 
TOMAS:

No, listen to me, it’s Mr. Galan’s aides who say they want the people to say hello, to see him close by, touch him, you understand? 
SEBASTIAN:

But boss…
TOMAS:

Listen to me!! I am in charge; we are in charge of his security …  
GALAN:

All right, let’s go, let’s go, they are waiting for us… 

TOMAS:

Don’t worry; we are in charge of your security…. 
SCENE 30

ROOM– NIGHT
GLORIA:

Okay honey, sleep tight… 

JUAN MANUEL:

You too mummy, and tell dad not to forget his promise to take us to see the soccer team play… 
GLORIA:
Don’t worry he won’t forget. Shall I turn the light off? 
JUAN MANUEL:

Yes… 
SCENE 31
ROOM– NIGHT
GLORIA:

Did the soap opera begin? 
KID:
Yes ma, come… 

SCENE 32

MAIN SQUARE– NIGHT
ANNOUNCER:
