SYNOPSIS

TOMMY is an excellent enforcer: always ready to work, never challenging his boss or his position. Unfortunately, Tommy’s brother, EDDIE, isn’t so lucky. Eddie’s behind bars and owes an incredible amount of money to BIG DOUG, Tommy and Eddie’s boss, a sum Tommy must scramble to pay down before Big Doug has to make an example out of Eddie.

So when Big Doug instructs Tommy and his partner JULIO to hand-deliver a secret package to THE GERMAN, a mysterious crime lord, Tommy doesn’t ask any questions. He just loads up his car and heads out.

Unfortunately, word of the package and its importance to The German has gotten out, and ANTHONY, a rival gang leader interested in taking The German’s territory, sends a team of his best men to retrieve the package before Tommy and Julio can deliver it. His team assaults Tommy and Julio in short order, killing Julio with a surprise sniper round and flipping their car, leaving Tommy stranded in the middle of a firefight. Filled with rage over his dead comrade but viciously outgunned, Tommy uses guerrilla tactics and his own martial prowess to keep one step ahead of his pursuers, escaping on an old motorcycle. 

Anthony, livid at Tommy’s escape, sends a message to every mercenary, crook, and gangster in the area promising big money for Tommy and the package. Just as Tommy reaches his destination, Anthony’s team ambushes Tommy and takes him prisoner. When they deliver Tommy, Anthony promises to let his subordinates get revenge on Tommy for all the trouble he’s caused them. Through sheer force of will, Tommy beats back his captors and nearly escapes before he is knocked unconscious with riot ammunition.

When Tommy comes to on an operating table, surrounded by The German and a team of medical professionals, Tommy is shocked to discover that he was the package the whole time. It turns out The German needs Tommy’s organs to say alive, as they both share a very rare blood type. Sold to The German by Big Doug, Tommy’s organs are going to be harvested, one at a time, as the German needs them to stay alive.

With his life on the line, Tommy must decide whether to sacrifice himself for his brother or to fight back and try to take The German, Anthony, and Big Doug down for good.

Steve Austin – “Tommy”
Wrestling legend “Stone Cold” Steve Austin, best known for his famous finishing maneuver, The Stone Cold Stunner, and for coining the popular catch phrase Austin 3:16, has been busy reinventing himself since retiring from the ring in 2003. The hugely popular six-time World Wrestling Federation Champion and 2003 WWE Hall of Fame inductee hit the big screen in 2010 in Sylvester Stallone’s action extravaganza THE EXPENDABLES, co-starring with a who’s-who of action heroes including Stallone, Jason Statham, Jet Li, Arnold Schwarzenegger, Bruce Willis, Dolph Lundgren, and mixed martial artist Randy Couture.
Steve followed up his role in THE EXPENDABLES by headlining the hard-hitting action thriller DAMAGE, one of Fox Home Video’s best selling releases; THE STRANGER and HUNT TO KILL, both released by Anchor Bay; and TACTICAL FORCE opposite Michael Jai White.  In between films, Steve serves as the host for CMT’s hit reality series REDNECK ISLAND.

Steve began his acting career in 2005 with a breakout performance in the Adam Sandler-starrer THE LONGEST YARD, which generated $187 million in worldwide box office.  He next starred in THE CONDEMNED, which continues to be one of World Wrestling Entertainment’s most lucrative releases.  Steve recently re-teamed with Sandler for GROWN UPS 2, hitting theaters in July 2013.
When not hanging out on his 2,100-acre Broken Skull Ranch (www.brokenskullranch.com) hidden in the backcountry of South Texas, Steve lives in Marina del Rey, California, with his wife, Kristin, and their three Labradors.

Dolph Lundgren – “The German”

Hans Dolph Lundgren was born and raised in an academic middle-class family in Stockholm, Sweden.  Despite an early interest in playing the drums and clowning around in high school comedies, Dolph decided to follow in his father’s and older brother’s cerebral footsteps and pursue an engineering degree.  After having completed his military service in the Swedish Marine Corps, Dolph enrolled in the Royal Institute of Technology in Stockholm, studying the same subject as his older brother: Chemical Engineering.  He attended both Washington State University and Clemson University in South Carolina, studying Chemistry.  He graduated from The Royal Institute of Technology in Stockholm, completing his Master’s Degree in Chemical Engineering on an exchange program with the University of Sydney in Australia.  Graduating at the head of his class, Dolph was awarded a Fulbright scholarship to the prestigious Massachusetts Institute of Technology in Boston, one of the world’s top engineering schools.

That same year, the young PhD student met the exotic singer Grace Jones and fell in love.  He decided to move to New York City and take up modeling to make some extra cash.  A bit too muscular for a model’s size 40, Dolph was to begin at MIT a few months later.  On a friend’s advice: “Hey man, you look like you should be in the movies”…this is where it all began.

His motion picture debut came in the James Bond feature A VIEW TO A KILL in 1985.  However, it was Dolph’s memorable performance in ROCKY IV later that year that brought him worldwide notice.  After a nine-month audition process among 5,000 hopefuls, Dolph was cast by writer-director Sylvester Stallone as his fearsome Russian opponent, Captain Ivan Drago.  Dolph grit his teeth and managed to build a decades-long career as an international action-hero, during which has starred in more than 40 feature films.

Throughout the years, Dolph has always stayed close to the martial arts. “Karate and physical fitness have kept me reasonably sane in a very tough and sometimes inhuman business”.  In 1997, Dolph was awarded his third degree black belt by the World Karate Organization in Tokyo.  His other athletic accomplishments include being the captain of the Swedish National Karate Team and the individual champion of the Swedish, European and Australian Heavyweight Full Contact Divisions.  In addition to his Karate expertise, Dolph was selected by the U.S. Olympic Committee to serve as the Team Leader of the U.S. Olympic Pentathlon Team during the 1996 Atlanta Olympic Games.

As well as being a seasoned actor, Dolph has directed five feature films.  His production companies Thor Pictures and Red Orm Productions are currently developing several projects, which he will produce, direct, and star in.  His latest directing project is a feature he co-wrote and directed, COMMAND PERFORMANCE, produced by Avi Lerner and Nu Image Films.  “Years of experience in front of the camera does give me a certain edge in my favorite part of directing: working with the actors,” Dolph says. 

Dolph is also a founding member of ‘Group of Eight’ an off-Broadway theater group started in 1994.  “I am currently speaking to a Swedish director about doing stage in Sweden.  It would be a first on two fronts: a full-length stage play and also in Swedish.  All of my acting so far has been in English and performing in my native ‘emotional language’ would be very exciting”. 

In May of 2011, Dolph co-starred with fellow action icon Jean-Claude Van Damme in UNIVERSAL SOLDIER – DAY OF RECKONING, a sequel to the film that paired the two European actors in the ’90s.  In early 2012, Dolph also wrapped THE EXPENDABLES 2, written and directed by Sylvester Stallone.  “It’s been terrific to work with Sly again and he has created very colorful character for me.  It is a real acting challenge.” The new installment was released in August 2012.  Dolph co-stars with Stallone, Jason Statham, Jet Li, Chuck Norris, Bruce Willis, Liam Hemsworth, Randy Couture and Arnold Schwarzenegger.
Shortly after ROCKY IV, Dolph released his workout video, MAXIMUM POTENTIAL.  He is currently working on a fitness book for men.  In addition to the book, Dolph is also developing a personalized organic brand of vitamins and supplements, as well as a men’s skin care product line.
Jesse V. Johnson – Director
Film director Jesse V. Johnson is an award-winning writer and director who specializes in uncompromising character studies of the outlaw—mavericks with a code of their own.
Jesse’s films have been distributed by major studios as genre fare and have won many festival awards as independent character-driven dramas.  
His semi-autobiographical film noir CHARLIE VALENTINE (Grindstone/Lionsgate) has run in 42 international film festivals—nominated in 27 and outright winning 18—and Jesse’s sequel to GREENSTREET HOOLIGANS (Lionsgate UK) was one of the most successful sell-through DVDs in UK history.
He has worked as a stunt man or stunt coordinator on dozens of major theatrical releases including Steven Spielberg’s LINCOLN, Paul Thomas Anderson’s THE MASTER, James Cameron’s AVATAR, Tim Burton’s ALICE IN WONDERLAND and PLANET OF THE APES, Robert Zemeckis’s BEOWULF, and CHARLIE’S ANGELS.  Jesse’s stunt experience has afforded him a profound knowledge of action, visual effects, and big budget technique, watching and working with some of the greatest living actors and storytellers of our generation.
Jesse's latest film is the action thriller THE PACKAGE (Anchor Bay/MPCA) starring Steve Austin and Dolph Lundgren.

Derek Kolstad – Writer

Addicted to genres dependent upon relentless action, brutal violence, neoteric concepts, and unique character design, Derek Kolstad has adopted a storytelling method wherein style and substance share equal footing.  To finance the innate drudgery it takes to secure ample footing in the entertainment industry, Kolstad  was a multimedia/business consultant for a number of non-profit ventures and non-governmental organizations over the years.   With action pictures ONE IN THE CHAMBER starring Cuba Gooding Jr. and Dolph Lundgren and THE PACKAGE starring Steve Austin and Lundgren under his belt, Kolstad is now developing ACOLYTE with Voltage Pictures (HURT LOCKER) and writing original features on a continual basis.
Brad Krevoy— Producer

 

BRAD KREVOY began his career in the entertainment industry at Concorde Pictures, which he co-established with the legendary producer Roger Corman.  He later served as the company’s president, working closely with Mr. Corman to manage his vast library of films.  In 1986, Krevoy co-founded Motion Picture Corporation of America (MPCA), and has played a key role in the finance, development, production and distribution of more than 100 motion picture and television projects. 

 

Having been in business for over 20 years, MPCA first made its mark with big commercial comedies and genre films and has since expanded into producing and developing English-language remakes of successful foreign-language films.  Mr. Krevoy is also known for jumpstarting the careers of many young actors and filmmakers who have gone on to become some of the biggest names working in Hollywood today, including the Farrelly Brothers, Vince Vaughn, Ben Stiller, Sarah Jessica Parker, Will Ferrell, Viggo Mortensen, Ashley Judd, Jude Law, Reese Witherspoon, Paul Rudd, Kirsten Dunst, Courteney Cox, Bill Paxton, Ben Foster, Gretchen Mol, and Jon Turteltaub.

 

Among his many early works, Mr. Krevoy produced the blockbuster Farrelly Brothers comedy DUMB AND DUMBER, starring Jim Carrey and Jeff Daniels, as well as the Farrellys’ follow-up, KINGPIN, starring Woody Harrelson and Bill Murray.  Mr. Krevoy also produced BEVERLY HILLS NINJA starring Chris Farley and JUNGLE 2 JUNGLE with Tim Allen.  Mr. Krevoy's moderately-budgeted 1994 production THREESOME, starring Stephen Baldwin and Lara Flynn Boyle, remains one of the most profitable independent films to this day.

 

In 1996, MPCA was acquired by John Kluge’s Metromedia International Group and operated under Metromedia’s Orion Pictures Corporation.  Mr. Krevoy served as Co-President of Orion Pictures, where he oversaw the production, acquisition, and distribution of Orion’s motion picture and television programming.  At Orion, he produced films for Academy Award-winner Tom Schulman (DEAD POETS SOCIETY) and released films such as 1997’s Academy Award and Golden Globe nominee for Best Foreign Language Film, PRISONER OF THE MOUNTAINS, directed by Sergei Bodrov, and the critically acclaimed ULEE’S GOLD directed by Victor Nunez, presented by Jonathan Demme, and starring Academy Award-winner Peter Fonda.  Mr. Krevoy’s revitalized Orion Pictures was sold to Kirk Kerkorian’s MGM/UA in 1997.

 

In 1998, Mr. Krevoy returned to his roots and restarted MPCA with a distribution deal through MGM. Since then, he has produced over 20 motion pictures, including the heart-warming true story TAKING CHANCE starring Kevin Bacon, which premiered at the 2009 Sundance Film Festival and was the most watched HBO original film in over five years, and the Disney family film BEVERLY HILLS CHIHUAHUA 2, currently the best selling DVD release worldwide. TAKING CHANCE was nominated for 10 Emmys, winning one, and won a Golden Globe (Best Actor, Kevin Bacon), SAG award (Best Actor, Kevin Bacon), WGA award (Best Screenplay, Adaptation, Michael Strobl, Ross Katz), DGA award (Best Director, Ross Katz), a Humanitas, and was also nominated for a PGA award. 

 

Mr. Krevoy remains very active in several major charities as well, including the Fisher House Foundation and the California State Summer School for the Arts, of which he sits on the Board of Directors.  He is also a frequent guest speaker at various film festivals and seminars around the world, most recently serving on a panel dedicated to the business of English language remakes of Japanese films at the 2008 Tokyo International Film Festival.
