NEWSMAN 2:
Which are your plans for the people in Medellin?

PABLO:

Well, at this time we aren’t answering questions to the press… 

NIKY:
When you take office, will you tell the country what the origin of your wealth is?

PABLO:

What? 
NIKY:
According to estimates, you’re one of the wealthiest men in the country, Mr. Escobar. Did you make your fortune through land selling and cattle business as you said?

PABLO:
Yes, and I’d like to know if someone in this country can state otherwise…

CHILI:
Boss…let’s go… 

NIKY:
But answer me…  

PABLO:

What’s your name, young lady?
NIKY:
Niky Polania from El Espectador newspaper…Are you going to answer me? 
PABLO:

Once I take office as Congressman I’ll be pleased to answer all your questions… 

NIKY:
Al right, we’ll wait until then… 

PABLO:

Sure, Niky…wait for me…
POLICE OFFICER:

May I know where are you going?
PABLO:

MALE:

We invoke the protection of God. Do you solemnly swear to comply with and abide by the Constitution and the laws of the Republic of Colombia and to fully and faithfully perform the duties of your charge? 
PABLO:

Yes, I swear… 

SCENE 03

STORE – DAY 

TEACHER:

Look at the boss! Quite elegant, isn’t he?!
WOMAN:

Sweet… 

TEACHER:

Good, boss… 

WOMAN:
How cute… 

TEACHER:

Good… 

SCENE 04

NEWSPAPER’S OFFICES – DAY 

GUILLERMO:
How are things going, Niky?

NIKY:
Don Guillermo, there is not a trace of a trial in that court…
GUILLERMO:(voice off)

But that’s impossible. Courts keep files, keep evidence…. 

NIKY: (voice off)

It is in any country of the world, Don Guillermo, but in Colombia?

GUILLERMO: (Voice off)

Are you suggesting that if Pablo Escobar has money to keep a private zoo he has money to pay an officer to disappear papers? If that’s so, we’re back to the beginning, Niky… 

NIKY:
No, Don Guillermo…at least we know he was on a trial that started in Medellin and was transferred to Pasto…
GUILLERMO:
A trial with no proofs…. 

NIKY:
Yes, only testimonies…
GUILLERMO:
Yes, testimonies from people who are afraid to talk… to lose their lives, Niky… 

NIKY:
Oh, Don Guillermo…having the information and not being able to publish it is quite frustrating …
GUILLERMO:
Yes, it’s frustrating. But we’re talking about finishing with the career of a Congressman. We know Pablo Escobar is a drug trafficker but don’t forget, Niky, that while we don’t have proofs, not even a quarter of a page can be published in the newspaper…

CHILI:

Excuse me, miss… 

REGINA:
I want to see the clothes I’m going to wear tomorrow, please…and bring my things ‘cause I’m going to change in here…
CHILI:

Excuse, miss…I have a message from the boss… 

REGINA:
Pardon me? The boss?

SCENE 06

CAR – DAY 

PABLO:

What did she say?

CHILI:

She sent this… 

(CHILI HANDS PABLO A WRITTEN NOTE)

PABLO:

I don’t receive messages… 

(REGINA GETS OUT OF THE TV STUDIO, GETS IN A CAR AND LEAVES)

CHILI:

Shall we follow her, boss?

PABLO:

No, let’s have something to eat instead… 

SCENE 07

REGINA’S HOUSE – DAY 

MARINO:

May I take the car to …

REGINA:
No Marino…Marino, please close your mouth while you’re chewing gum…that's disgusting! What’s that?

MARINO:

It got here this morning… 

REGINA:
Ha, ha…without a card?

MARINO.

This pink one came with a card…
(REGINA READS THE PAPER)

SCENE 08

LARA’S HOUSE GARDEN – DAY 

LARA: 
That was close…c’mon, c’mon…another one….a pass….do passes, kids…what a goal! What a goal!
NANCY:
The phone…
LARA:
I’ll call now… 

NANCY:
No, no, no… 

LARA:
Ask them to leave the message… 

NANCY:

No, no, no…come, dear…it’s important! 

LARA:
Honey, tell Luis Carlos that I’ll call him soon…it’s okay. Here we go…a nutmeg!! 
NANCY:
Answer, dear… It isn’t Luis Carlos…it’s the President… 

LARA:
The President? 

NANCY:

Yes, yes…come, take it… 

LARA:
I’ll be back…I’ll be back… 
NANCY:
Kids……

LARA:
Mr. President… what a surprise! How are you? Yes, yes, I’m listening. Well, first of all I’m honored, but I’d like to know if you discussed it with Luis Carlos. You must understand that under these circumstances the New Liberalism would become  part of the Government…well, Mr. President…if you think this is the way in which I can serve the country, my answer is yes….
NANCY:

What was it?

SCENE 09

RESTAURANT – NIGHT 

REGINA:
Couldn’t you find a less crowded place?

PABLO:

I like this one better…don’t you? 
REGINA:
Ha, ha…I like it… 

PABLO:

What would you like to drink, Regina?

REGINA:
A martini… 

PABLO:

Bring her the bottle and half a glass of beer for me, but make it just half… 

REGINA:
Pablo, do you want me to get drunk? 

PABLO:

No, the truth is that I want you to be at ease….to feel very good with me in here…You look very pretty… 

REGINA:
Let’s speak out clear ….that way we’ll understand each other better…What am I doing here?

PABLO:

What do you think?

REGINA:
I asked first…. 

PABLO:

Regina, you came here tonight because I want to propose you something a bit… …

REGINA:
Watch what you’re going to say, Pablo, if you don’t want to be left alone here. Not even the tycoons in this country have been able to get what you want…so watch it… 

PABLO:

Do all tycoons in this country want to get the same from you? You have to feel quite privileged, very fortunate… because all I want is an interview… 

REGINA:
An interview?
PABLO:

(IMAGES OF PABLO AND REGINA MAKING LOVE)

REGINA:
I’m not interested…I’m not interested….Ha, ha… 
SCENE 11

GALÁN´S HOUSE – NIGHT 

GLORIA:

Luis Carlos, did you see the news about Rodrigo? That’s quite news! 
GALÁN:

No…what is it?

GLORIA:

What to you mean? Haven’t the two of you talked?

GALÁN:

No… We’ve been very busy and haven’t had a chance … 
GLORIA:

I thought you and he had agreed about it and hadn’t told me… 
GALÁN:

What are you talking about?

SCENE 12

BEDROOM – DAY 
REGINA:
Get up….look, read… 

PABLO:

Ah… 
REGINA:
If you thought a congressman had power you better be prepared to see how powerful a minister can be…. 

(PABLO READS IN THE NEWSPAPER THAT RODRIGO LARA BONILLA IS THE MINISTER OF JUSTICE)
SCENE 13

JUNGLE – DAY  
GONZALO:

Oh gosh! This is the biggest thing of its kind ever built in history….Very good, Fabio…congratulations… What a fantastic business this is…. 

FABIO:

Is coming out good, isn’t it?

GONZALO:

Very good! 
FABIO:

Boys, say hello to one the employees…. 
GONZALO:

What do you mean?! 
(THE MEN TALK)

FABIO:

The boss, right? 
MALE:

Boss… 

GONZALO:

Heavens, man! 
FABIO:

How does it look? It’s coming out good, isn’t it?

GONZALO:

Very good, Fabio… 

FABIO:

And I challenge the police force…they won’t be able to see us. Above us there is a thick green canopy…
GONZALO:

It is good… 

FABIO:

Nobody will see us in here. We’ll be able to work at ease…
GONZALO:

Yes, you get a feeling of peace ….more pleasure for lots or people…
WOMAN:.

Good afternoon, boss…. 

FABIO:

That… 

WOMAN:

Coffee…
GONZALO:

Thanks, honey… 

FABIO:

Thanks, beauty… 

GONZALO:

Tranquil Land, brother…this place will be called Tranquil Land…. 

SCENE 14

POOL – DAY 

PABLO:

Why are you still reading that magazine, Regina? Those are the same news published in El Espectador. All media journalists are attacking me as if there were no more people in the world….they have Reagan, the Pope… Why don’t they get off my ass?! 
REGINA:
Listen, Pablo…they are not attacking you …they are practically saying you’re a millionaire who gives money to the poor… 

PABLO:

Oh yeah?! Read the cover…read what it says… 

REGINA:
“The Native Robin Hood” 

PABLO:

That’s a lack of respect! I’m no Robin Hood. Everybody knows that Robin Hood was a thief who robbed the wealthy…I’m no thief! 
REGINA:
You’re quite wrong. That’s flattering....what they mean between the lines is that you are a nouveau rich whose wealth comes from who knows where…
PABLO:

Why do they want to know? That’s something very personal, very intimate… that’s my business! 
REGINA:
You’ll have to talk about it at any moment. But what matters is not what they are going to ask you but what you’re going to answer. If I ask you, Mr. Escobar… 

PABLO:

Yes… 

REGINA:
…where does your money come from? What will you say, huh?

PABLO:

Well, that it comes from my business activities….  

REGINA:
No…you have to decorate your answer…you have to say: “I’m an industrialist who generates employment…I’m the driving force of a developing region…
CHILI:

Boss, someone needs you… 

PABLO:

Who is it?

CHILI:

Mrs. Patty… 

PABLO:

Is that Patty calling? Wait, I’ll get it, okay?

REGINA REFUSES TO KISS PABLO
REGINA:
Your wife’s on the phone!
PABLO:

Hello! 
PATRICIA:

I almost couldn’t find you….How are you?

PABLO:

My beautiful Patty. What a delicious call! How is everyone at home? How’s the boy?

PATRICIA:

Thank God very well. Your mom is fine too…she has accompanied us almost all the time….Are you too busy?

PABLO:

Yes, yes, love. I’m here with a group of politicians…but don’t worry, because I’ll get back to Medellin as soon as I can. And if you want I can pick you and the boy up and the three of us will come to the ranch and enjoy the pool and everything else …Doesn’t it sound great? 
PATRICIA:
Oh yes! Fantastic! I miss you a lot, dear. You didn’t tell me that work would take so much of your time…How boring!   
PABLO:
That’s politics. It’s a very complicated world….These gentlemen will leave soon… I’ll call you tonight, okay?  

PATRICIA:

Wait…I haven’t told you why I called … 

PABLO:

The politicians are waiting for me at the conference room ….and it wouldn’t be polite to make them wait longer….I’ll call you later, okay? 
PATRICIA:
The news is that you will be a father again…. 
PABLO:

What are you saying, Patty? Is that right? Are you….? Is it true that we are expecting another baby? Are you going to give me a little princess, a beautiful little princess? Are you going to give me a little girl? Say yes, will you?!!
SCENE 15

MINISTRY OF JUSTICE BOGOTA
LARA’S OFFICE – DAY 

LARA: (on the phone)

I want to take this opportunity to talk about a subject frequently addressed in private but seldom in public….I’m talking about dirty money …

SCENE 16

SANTORINI’S OFFICE – DAY 

LARA:(on the radio)

I want to call on the soccer clubs and their top managers to absolutely refuse the entry of these dirty monies to their teams… 
(SANTORINI DIALS A PHONE NUMBER)

SCENE 17

CAR – DAY 

LARA: (on the radio)

I can understand that’s particularly difficult… 
FABIO:

We’ll talk again…I wish you luck!
LARA: (on the radio)

…that a sports club in a precarious financial situation refuses millions of dollars….but I want to remind you that those aren’t acts….
FABIO:

Okay…shall we go, or what?

GONZALO:

Wait, let me listen, man! 

LARA: (on the radio)

…they are just another link within these criminals’ money laundering chain… 
GONZALO:

Jesus! How about this Minister messing up with soccer teams? 
SCENE 18

GUILLERMO CANO’S OFFICE –  DAY
LARA: (on the radio)

I’m sorry Mr. journalist. I can’t give you any names at this moment… I think that investigating and finding these names is part of your job … 
NIKY:
Don Guillermo?

GUILLERMO:
In here…In here…. 

LARA: (on the radio)

….But anyway I think that’s rather clear and evident…. …

SCENE 19

LARA’S OFFICE – DAY 

LARA: (on the phone)

Look…if you want I can give you those names in private….but I’m sure you don’t have to mention them and let the country know whom we’re talking about….
SCENE 20

SANTORINI’S OFFICE – DAY 

SANTORINI: (on the phone)

Are you listening to the radio? Please turn it on and tune in Caracol… 

SCENE 21

PABLO’S BEDROOM – DAY 

PABLO:

Darling, will you please turn the TV off for a minute? 
LARA (on the radio)

…I think this country definitively needs a criminal law reform. We can’t admit that those crooks freely move throughout Colombia and nothing can be done against them… they even have the chance to make it to the Congress of the Republic…this can’t go on…. 

SCENE 22

GALÁN’S CAR – DAY 

ANNOUNCER: (on the radio)

We have just listened …

BODYGUARD
It looks that Minister Lara really charged against them this time…Don’t you think so, Mr. Galán? 
GALÁN:

Yes, he was violent, wasn’t he? That’s the way it should be: direct and firm… 

SCENE 23

SANTORINI’S OFFICE – DAY 

SANTORINI: (on the phone)

Here you are! Your friend the Minister of Justice is pointing the finger at you in public… 

PABLO:

Who told you that man is my friend?

SANTORINI:

Are you going to allow them to accuse you in public? No one has mentioned your name, Pablo…but everyone knows he’s talking about you… 

PABLO:

I know that…you don’t have to explain it to me… 

SANTORINI (on the phone):

…I will only say that if Lara and Galán are accepting to become part of the Government and the Ministry, they aren’t doing it for a salary; what they want is  conduct a political campaign at your expense. You decide if you want to let them get their way. You’ve already seen the power a Minister of Justice has, but you have an ace up your sleeve, and I think it’s time for you to use it. Do you remember that we talked about character-killing? That’s up to you… 
SCENE 24

CAR – DAY 

GALÁN:

I’ll be here for half an hour… 

BODYGUARD:

I’ll be waiting for you, sir…
GALÁN:

Look…this is a book on education not an adventure novel, but it is interesting. If you read it you’ll understand why I insist so much on the education issue… 

SCENE 25

LARA’S OFFICE – DAY 

GALÁN:

Ha, ha…Very good…Congratulations for those statements…. 

LARA:
We had to make a strong start, right? And it was essential to announce drug money infiltration in both politics and soccer… Come in… 

GALÁN:

Thanks….and I agree with you….I think you caused a commotion…ha, ha… 

LARA:
Ha…ha… 

GALÁN:

You know that anything relating to soccer always attracts people’s attention. I think it’s great for you to have said it especially now at the start, for people to see that we don’t have a campaign agenda and a different one now that you are the Minister of Justice…. 
LARA:
Luis Carlos… pressmen want concrete names…names they perfectly know but don’t want to mention, huh? Rats!
GALÁN:

It’s quite different to know it than listening it from the Minister of Justice… 

LARA:
…Pablo Escobar Gaviria, Marcos Herbert and Mariachi are the biggest criminals in this country. Everybody knows that!

NEWSPAPER – DAY 

NIKY:
But Don Guillermo…When you said you had found something, I thought it was something….something…
GUILLERMO:
These newspapers say a lot. They have all the information from the State Security Department… 
NIKY:
Oh…many years ago… 

GUILLERMO:
Long time ago, we used them as sources for legal issues, Niky. This is a treasure! 
NIKY:
Don Guillermo, can you tell me what is it that you see and I don’t?

GUILLERMO:
We know Pablo Escobar is accused of drug trafficking and extortion to DAI agents. That report has to be somewhere in these newspapers… 

NIKY:
Don Guillermo, to find that information we’d have to read every page of those newspapers…
GUILLERMO:
We …?

SCENE 27
TV FILE IMAGES 

SOCCER STADIUM - NIGHT 

MALE REPORTER:

Mr. Pablo Escobar Gaviria will start tonight’s game, with the presence of the city’s main authorities…. 

PABLO: (file voice)

…Very special greeting to all players…
ANNOUNCER:

Pablo Emilio Escobar comes from common people… 

PABLO:

…I rode in buses for 28 years. Many times I  worked the land with peak and shovel sweaty and happy…I also like chicken wings, therefore I’m one of you. Today I’m on this side because the financial circumstances have changed. My desire is that together we do everything possible to keep our youth from suffering the horrible scourge of drug use. Thank you…
PATRICIA:

Look how people loves you, darling. I’m very happy…Thank you for bringing me…Look, look…Regina is here already…. Is she the TV presenter? 

PABLO:

Yes, yes…that was a surprise I had for you. Wait for me a second….I’m going to say hello to her…  

SCENE 28

RESTAURANT – NIGHT 

LARA:
When the President called to offer me the Ministry of Justice he wanted an immediate answer. But I wanted to talk to you first… 

GALÁN:

Calm down, Rodrigo…I’m sure it was the President’s idea. The fact that he nominated you as Minister of Justice means two things: first, they are considering us a strong political movement…  

LARA:
That’s right… 

GALÁN:

…and second, he should know that you, with your experience, are the right one to give people what they’re asking for at this moment: the end of impunity, a frontal attack against delinquency. You’ve achieved very important things, Rodrigo. You have faced many fighting bulls…Remember the security statute, the debate on nationalization of banks, the research on dirty money in politics. Who bought all those issued for discussion in Congress?  You did! 
LARA:
Sometimes you think that people aren’t aware of that…but you’re right…

PABLO:

Very good…people were very happy…very enthusiastic…
REGINA:
Are you serious?

PABLO:

Yes, my love…everything was perfect….
PATRICIA:

Darling…shall we leave?

REGINA:
Regina Parejo… 

PATRICIA:

Patricia Escobar, Pablo’s wife…   

REGINA:
A pleasure to meet you…
PATRICIA:

Same to me…. 

REGINA:
Okay, I’m going to start now…. 

PABLO:

Yes, yes… 

REGINA:
…taking advantage that you all are joyful… 

PABLO:

Yes, yes…
REGINA:
And after that  I want to interview you…. 
PABLO:
Perfect Regina…it will be a pleasure…. 

REGINA:
Of course …a pleasure… 

PABLO:

Thank you for coming, Regina…I mean it…
REGINA:
A pleasure… 
PABLO:

Thank you very much. Honey, why don’t you go home? I have a meeting at the ranch with the boys, okay? Go ahead, darling…. 

PATRICIA:

What? What? Wait a moment! What do you mean? If you go to the ranch now, at what time will you be coming home?!
PABLO:

I’ll fly …
PATRICIA:

In which plane?

PABLO:

My plane…the one I used to bring Miss Regina over….there it is… 

PATRICIA:

Did put one of our planes to her service?
PABLO:

Of course. It was one of her requirements to attend this event. How could I bring her from Bogotá, Patty?  In a municipal bus, or what?

SCENE 31

BEDROOM – NIGHT 

NANCY: (on the phone)

I miss you very much… 

LARA:
And I miss you a lot too, Freckles… 

NANCY:

Darling, aren’t you afraid to be in Medellin with all those people you’re accusing around?

LARA:
Afraid? Why?

NANCY:

Maybe I’m paranoid…don’t pay attention to me… 

LARA:
Listen, Freckles… I’m having all the protection I need…official bodyguards…I’m going to be okay. Tell me: how are the boys? Is Rodrigo doing his homework?....Hello, hello…did one of the kids pick a phone up? 
NANCY:

No, they are asleep…but a strange sound is heard, isn’t it?

LARA:
Maybe a short circuit …I don’t know….All right, Freckles, I love you very much…see you tomorrow! A kiss…I must leave you know, okay?
NANCY:

All right…a big hug…bye!

PABLO’S OFFICE – NIGHT 

PABLO:

While you check the profits, listen to this: the hippopotamus is a pach…iderm…I don’t know what the hell that is …that lives in the lakes of Africa….from which his Greek name, river horse, comes…look, river horse…   
MARIACHI:

Pablo, this Tranquil Land is a beauty! A gold mine…Ha, ha… 

PABLO:

Yes, we… Gonzalo has said we should expand our frontiers to the Republic of Brazil…to have the possibility of growing more …he even talked to an architect and these are the blueprints they made for us to start building the new labs…
MARIACHI:

Fine, partner…just tell me and I’ll send you the money to buy all those lands…. 

PABLO:

Zebra…African mammal… 

HERBERT:

Hey jerks! Ha, ha! Are you distributing money without including me?

MARIACHI:

C’mon, Herbert…

Why are you insisting on that nonsense? I already told you I have nothing against guerrillas …That’s none of my business… 

MARIACHI:

Listen, Pablo…help us in that job even as a gesture of friendship…destroying that mob will be good for you too..
PABLO:

As a gesture of friendship I’m going to give you a piece of advise: leave things as they are…
HERBERT:

You know what, Pablo? Nothing in the world will change our minds. We’re going to destroy those son-of-of-bitches now! 
MARIACHI:

Okay, let’s change the subject. Look at this beauty! 
HERBERT:

What’s this? Is it Tranquil Land?

MARIACHI:

Yes, sir… 

HERBERT:

This is a treasure, buddy… 

MARIACHI:

Get off my ass! Get up, get up! 
(THEY TALK AT THE SAME TIME)

RAMADA:

Peluche, Peluche, but… 

(THEY TALK AT THE SAME TIME)

PABLO:

I’m sorry to interrupt, gentlemen…I want to introduce you to Miss Regina Parejo…
RAMADA:

A pleasure… 

PABLO:

They are Ramada, Arellano…Gonzalo…I think you two already met…he’s my cousin… 

REGINA:
How are you?

PABLO:

My great friend Pedro Motoa, my brother-in-law…and Peluche… 

PELUCHE:

A pleasure, Regina… 

REGINA:

I’m very glad to meet you…It feels great to be here, gentlemen. There is nothing better for a man than being surrounded by good friends… 

PABLO:

That’s very good… Regina…this way please…Gonzalo clear a space so we can join the group …
HERBERT:

Oh my! What’s going on? At what time did the TV get here? A pleasure! 
REGINA:

I agree, Don Guillermo. But drug trafficking isn’t the only subject the New Liberalism talks about, although I think it’s fine that we have been able to bring the country to discuss drug trafficking. While we were campaigning we sounded like madmen who kept talking about a subject that no one, with the exception of El Espectador, wants to mention. The problem now is that Javier Ortiz, whom we already expelled from the New Liberalism, and Alonso Santorini with whom I have always kept some distance, are the ones who are calling the debate…
LARA:
Something smells fishy here…I don’t know what’s going on… 

GUILLERMO:
You know that politics always involve interests …we have to find out which are the interests of these obscure characters…
GALÁN:

PABLO:

Nothing…nothing… the thing is that…do you remember the zebras you ordered for your zoo?

PABLO:

Yes, yes of course…the zebras….What happened with the zebras?

FABIO:

Pablo, the police seized the little animals, brother…. 

PABLO:

What do you mean, Gonzalo? My zebras?

GONZALO:

Yes… 

FABIO:

The zebras…the ones I…the zebras, asshole…which else could be?

(NANCY SEES A MAN THROUGH A WINDOW AND FEELS SCARED. SHE LOCKS THE DOORS) 
SCENE 38

OFFICE – DAY 

ORTIZ:

…Because to the eyes and ears of any passerby, the Minister’s accusations against drug traffickers and their infiltration power in sports and national politics have definitely caused alarm and surprise but the Minister chose not to mention it over the media…
SANTORINI:

All right…the time has come…let’s go 
ORTIZ:

Did you talk to your friends, the senators?

SANTORINI:

Nobody will want to miss the debate at the Congress…It’s going to be cramming full… 
ORTIZ:

Perfect! 

SANTORINI:
Who would had thought it of Escobar, with his millionaire peasant’s face, and the trap he set for the Minister…
ORTIZ:

Ha, ha…that’s unbelievable! 
SANTORINI:

A quite intelligent guy!  
ORTIZ:

Rich and intelligent…what a dangerous combination! 
SANTORINI:

We’re lucky he’s on our side…let’s go…

LARA:

That’s what worries me, Luis Carlos. I have nothing to hide. I know they don’t have anything against me. What are they concocting, then? 
GALÁN:

Do you remember our talk the day we decided to expel Ortiz and Escobar from our movement? Nobody can question our action…we have conscientiously made our decisions….we owe nothing, we fear nothing… 

LARA:
Yes, you’re right…
GALÁN:

Besides, your actions have been perfectly legitimate, within the institutional legal framework. Everything is going to be okay, and remember that if you need anything, I’m, going to be there …

PABLO: (on the phone)

He’s essential to me at this moment. And if you say that, you’ll force me to choose and I don’t want to choose. Don’t complicate my life…    

REGINA:
He doesn’t respect anybody, Pablo. You can’t trust him. Have you seen the way he looks at me?

PABLO:

How does he look at you?

REGINA:
Lustfully, but he isn’t going to do it in front of you…he wouldn’t dare… 

PABLO:
