1984

SANTORINI’S OFFICE – DAY 
SANTORINI:

Did you know anything about this?

ORTIZ:

How could you think I would keep such a delicate matter for myself?

SANTORINI:

He has been arrested and he is smiling, looking at the photographer as if he was saying “I’m going to leave this place very soon”…… 
ORTIZ:

There is something very strange in here too…that Escobar said he had seen you in jail to your face ….
SANTORINI:

He’s lying…I’ve never been visiting a prisoner in jail and much less in Medellin… 

ORTIZ:

Look how well we were getting along in the process against the Minister, and now Escobar ends up charged for been caught with 39 kilograms of coca paste…
SANTORINI:

That’s not only serious….it is extremely serious because we have no way to defend ourselves and I won’t put my hands on fire for no mafia guy!

ORTIZ:

I won’t either! We’ll have to keep Escobar at a distance!

SANTORINI:

Go and ask him to come to talk to me…
ORTIZ:

I’m afraid you’ll have to travel to Medellin where he’s attending a Chamber of Representatives’ meeting….
SCENE 2

LARA’S OFFICE – DAY 

LARA:
I’m not going to submit any proof because the master evidence was presented by El Espectador newspaper. Representative Pablo Escobar is a drug-trafficker. No Congressman is arrested with 39 kilograms of coca paste… 

NIKI:

Does that mean you’re going to withdraw your accusation, Mr. Minister?

LARA:
Of course not…not today, not in 24 hours…I mean, never. He better prove us why all those accusations are false...
NIKI:

Well, I found out there are no legal proceedings against Mr. Pablo Escobar….
LARA:
There weren’t. Immediately after the article published by El Espectador, legal proceedings were started against Pablo Escobar because of the murdering of detectives who arrested him and his cousin…. 

NIKI:

Murder?

LARA:
Yes, a while after Pablo Escobar’s case was filed, the two detectives who arrested him were found dead in strange circumstances. Well, you will imagine who the first suspect is. I think you like scoops…Well, I have one for you. They’ve just called me from the Embassy of the United States to confirm that they have just cancelled the tourist visa of which that criminal boasts about so much. I think there is no way for me to withdraw…
SCENE 3

HOTEL ROOM – DAY 

PABLO: (on the phone)

You know what you have to do, Chili…Don’t miss a single one …and you will all do the other job later on ….
REGINA:
What did you ask them to do? 
PABLO:

Things…
REGINA:
Tell me. I can be of help too… 

PABLO:

No, there’re things that can’t be solved in press conferences…
REGINA:
Yes, it will be solved ….this has a solution…You must tell them what you told me. That the charges were withdrawn…
PABLO:

You know what the problem is, Regina? That I’m really no good to solve problems through a microphone, that’s not me. That’s not me and I’m fed up with it!  

REGINA:
Pablo, Pablo….keep a cool head, please…A minister has much power… 

PABLO:

Me too….Look, Regina….Please….I don’t want to sound or be nasty or anything like that. But I think that the best for you now is to go to Bogota… 
REGINA:
No, I don’t think so. I want to stay here and accompany you… 

PABLO:

Oh! Pay attention to me. Go to Bogotá. I know why I’m saying it … 
REGINA:
A cool head, tactics and patience…
SCENE 4

STORE – DAY 

CHILI:

Madam…we need all El Espectador copies s you have….All of them…all! 
WOMAN:

Here, all …
CHILI:

Do you only have these?

WOMAN:

Yes, but I get more for you. How many do you need?

CHILI:

I need all the ones you can get. I’ll be back in half hour to pick them up, okay? I’ll give you a good reward…
WOMAN:
All right… 

CHILI:

Hurry up…They’re being bought….
CHILI:

Come buddy, these are all mine. I’ll buy them all….I’ll take them with me… 

MALE:
What for? Are you going to resell them for a higher price or what? 
CHILI:

… Here…this is for you to buy another one….
CHILI:

Let’s go…and this too…We’ll take it…Where can I find more of those newspapers? 
MALE:
Two blocks from here…over there… 

CHILI:

Thanks buddy…thank you… 

SCENE 5

OUTSIDE HOUSE – DAY 

PATRICIA:

What’s wrong, Pablo? What’s all that smoke?!
GONZALO:

Chili, it would have had been easier to set that van on fire than to load all these newspapers stack…
PABLO:

Why don’t you stop talking nonsense and help instead, okay?!
GONZALO:

What you’re doing will be of no help, brother…
MOLE:

I’m sorry Don Gonzalo, but there are no newspapers left in town… 

GONZALO:

Aren’t you listening to me, Mole, or what?  Many people have read it already, and the news is going to be widespread through every newscast in the country: Drug-Lord Congressman!

PABLO:

That! Wash your hands of it! Your ass isn’t the one they are burning in Bogotá! 
GONZALO:

Stop talking nonsense, Pablo. I appeared in this damn newspaper too, brother! 
PABLO:

But you aren’t a member of the Congress of the Republic of Colombia….  

PATRICIA:

Here, love….what was this?

PABLO:

Patty, why don’t go and see if the sow laid an egg? Chili, any news from the other job? Is it done already? 
CHILI:

Yes, sir… it is in progress…
PATRICIA:

Darling, will you give me a minute?

PABLO:

I have no time to talk to the lady now. The Mister has no time to talk to you. Can’t you understand it? I have no time!! 
PATRICIA:

Did you hear that?
GONZALO:

Yes, Patty. The truth is that we’re having many problems at this moment… 

PATRICIA:

Do you think I feel like having this baby after seeing Pablo’s attitude?

GONZALO:

I don’t think so… 

PATRICIA:

Please go and tell him what I just said to you while I go and check how the honorable representative’s sow is doing!  
PABLO:

Go ahead, pal!

LARA:
Colonel, come in please….
COLONEL:

Excuse me, Mr. Minister. I apologize for not having advised you. I really feel embarrassed…
LARA:
Don’t worry, It’s okay. You’re my comrade in fight and are always welcome. Come in, please. How can I help you?

COLONEL:

Thank you, Mr. Minister. I have great news for you…
LARA:
That’s fantastic! Today is the good news day! Look at this! 
COLONEL:

It was about time. Fighting alone is something else. Read my lips Mr. Minister…

TRANQUILAND 1983

OUTSIDE - JUNGLE – DAY 

MEN ARE SPYING ON THE COCA LABORATORY
SCENE 8

AIRCRAFT – DAY 

CHILI AND MOLE ARE THROWING LEAFLETS FROM THE AIRCRAFT
MALE: (READING  
… If you love Medellin and the Middle Magdalena, don’t buy El Espectador…
SCENE 9

HOUSE – DAY 

PEDRO:

Pablo, I agree with Gonzalo. Asking people not to buy the newspaper will be of no use at all… 

MARIACHI:

That’s the problem: that Pablo wants to kill the message, not the messenger… I insist that El Espectador isn’t the problem…
PABLO:

Of course it is, because that’s the only newspaper that is talking badly about us… 

MARIACHI:

And what about the news?

PABLO:

This is no news, Mariachi. Or did you find about the origin of my wealth through El Espectador?

HERBERT:

You’re crazy, Pablo! You know what we’re talking about! 
PABLO:

Listen to him! Saying I’m crazy! I want to know who the crazy one is! 
GONZALO:

Hey, hey! Calm down…we’re just talking! 
PABLO:

Get off my ass! Talking, Gonzalo? And on top of it do I end up judged by my own partners….Fuck up!!
PEDRO:

Calm down, Pablo…Nobody is judging you. All we’re saying is that the fight isn’t against El Espectador….that’s all… 

PABLO:

You don’t have to remind that to me, Pedro. I know the fight is against Minister Rodrigo Lara…. 
MARIACHI:
A fight you started the day you went to Bogota to fuck around with that parliamentary…
PABLO:

That has nothing to do, Mariachi! 

MARIACHI:

Of course it does. Trying to involve the Minister with a check. Look, Pablo, we all know you love political power and are going to get it no matter how…but what about us? What about the business?
PABLO:

Are you having it that bad, or what? That’s why my cousin and partner Gonzalo is there for. He’s taking care of business issues…. 

MARIACHI:

Don’t think things will remain the same after that tantrum with the Minister…forget it! Someone will have to carry the can. They won’t stop persecuting us…and that’s what is happening just in case you hadn’t noticed it….and all that is your fault! 
PABLO:

Forget it, Mariachi! They aren’t going to pester us! On the contrary, we’re going to benefit from it… 

MARIACHI:

But conditions are different… 

PABLO:

No, conditions are improving because I’m sacrificing myself for you…
MARIACHI:
No Pablo…
PABLO:

Yes, sir…things are improving and you are lying … 

GONZALO:

Hey, hey, hey!!
PABLO:

And you are neither well informed nor giving me real arguments…
GONZALO:

Okay, brother… 

PABLO:

If you’re going to criticize me, go ahead and do it, but with real arguments…. 
GONZALO:

Stop it…calm down! 
MARIACHI:

Now it is my fault! Don’t worry, Pablo, do what you want….you give the orders here too… 

SCENE 10

LARA’S KIDS BEDROOM– NIGHT
BOY:
…Two points, two points!
LARA:
This way, this way!
BOY:
Two points! 
LARA:
Two points! It doesn’t count there… 
BOY:
Two points! Two points! 
NANCY:
Okay, okay….what’s all that hullaballoo? You’re going to wake the baby up… 
SCENE 11

VIEWPOINT - NIGHT  

GONZALO:

Ready….

PABLO:

Now look up …Huh? 
GONZALO:

Oh…what a beautiful view, man!
PABLO:

This is one of the secrets of the East end of the Northwestern communes in Medellin. Don’t you think it is awesome? 
GONZALO:

Awesome, partner….no doubt about it….
PABLO:

The entire city of Medellin is at our feet…
GONZALO:

And the entire country is at our heels ….
PABLO:

Yes, that’s the unfairness of life, just like the unfairness of Mariachi ….Did you see the way he came to challenge me and become violent? 
GONZALO:

But that’s problem is ours too…Pablo, your problems are definitely the problems of all of us…
PABLO:

I know that, Gonzalo. I curse the day I decided to go into politics… 

GONZALO

I must tell you something that…
PABLO:

That what?

GONZALO:

Patty told me she didn’t want to have the child she’s expecting…
PABLO:

What?!
GONZALO:

What I said… 

SCENE 12

ROOM – NIGHT  

PATRICIA:

Do you think that considering our marriage’s situation we should bring a child into this world? 
PABLO:

Don't tell me that…. 
PATRICIA:

Look, Pablo…I want to make it very clear to you: this isn’t what I want for my life… 

PABLO:

I don’t understand you …

PATRICIA:

Let me talk! In this house I’m nothing but another decorative object that you put and remove the way you want…the person who educates Emilio…who keeps everything in order. You and I are no longer a couple, Pablo….this isn’t a marriage anymore… 
PABLO:

Listen, Patty. I want you to know you’re the most important woman in my life, okay? You are the reason for everything I do in this life Patty. I’m doing it for you, my family… 
PATRICIA:

Why do you have other women, then?

PABLO:

Patty… 

PATRICIA:

Tell me… 

PABLO:

Which women, Patty? Which women?

PATRICIA:

The whores… 

PABLO:

I don’t know who…

PATRICIA:

The whores you go out with, Pablo… 

PABLO:

That’s not true, Patty…I don’t know…
PATRICIA:

YAMILE:

Yes, sir… 

JUDGE:
Thanks…you may leave now… 
YAMILE:

All right, sir… 

JUDGE:
This is the process against Pablo Escobar…
JUDGE:
Oh my God! 
LARA: (voice off)

…we’re going to dream about an unpolluted Colombia…
SCENE 14

CONGRESS – DAY 

LARA:
… we’re going to dream about a Colombia in peace…
APPLAUSE…
CONGRESSMAN.

Congratulations…you were very good…very good… 

REGINA

Mr. Minister, how do you do? May I have a few words with you?

LARA:
No, madam…I’m sorry, but I’m not giving interviews at this moment…excuse me…

REGINA:
Mr. Minister, with all due respect….don’t enrage against Pablo Escobar. You did your job already. Now allow the relevant judge do his/hers… 

LARA:
Is this a threatening? Is this a message?

REGINA:
Mr. Minister, I’m just saying what I’m thinking …
LARA:
Because if this is a message from someone... 
REGINA:
No, no, no! 

LARA:
I want to warn you… 

REGINA:
Mr. Lara, Mr. Lara, please. I’m nobody’s messenger. I’m here on my own because I think you’re one of the very few politicians who really serve this country…that’s all… 

LARA:
Thank you… 

SCENE 15

RESTAURANT – DAY 

SANTORINI:

Pablo, I came here several days ago to talk to you… and I can’t believe the time you showed up… 

PABLO:

I was busy… 

SANTORINI:

And do we have to talk in this place precisely?

PABLO:

What’s wrong with it? This place belongs to the people, and we, as politicians have the moral obligation to mix with the people. You should know that Mr. Santorini… 

SANTORINI:

Yes, Pablo. But things have to be managed at top level. There are things in politics that are dealt with at the level of presidential families or senators of the Republic. But this is becoming untenable.  That clash between you and the Minister has come to a point that which, you’ll understand me Pablo, I can no longer help you…

PABLO:

The clash with the Minister? Have you forgotten you were the one who put that character assassination discourse in my head, huh?
SANTORINI:

The same that happened when your photo was published in El Espectador… you understand me…you know what I came to ask you…here is a letter, it’s very well written, I myself wrote it, stating that you resign from Congress of the Republic…you only have to sign Pablo Escobar Gaviria… that’s all…

Yes, yes sir… 

SCENE 17

POLICE’S AIRPORT – DAY 

LARA:
Keep me posted, Colonel!  

COLONEL:

Don’t worry, Mr. Minister…I’m going to inform you whatever that happens…. 

NIKI:

I’m sorry…I almost don’t make it here…
LARA:
Don’t worry, Niki…you got in on time…Relax…Take good care of her, Colonel, okay?

COLONEL:

You owe me one. Am I wrong, Mr. Minister?

(NIKI AND THE COLONEL LEAVE IN A HELICOPTER)

SCENE 18

TRANQUILAND – DAY 

MARIACHI:

This is a fact already. Pablo and I decided to expand this place. We’re going to build…listen well…two more laboratories exactly like this one. Therefore all employees are authorized to clear out jungle, woodland, whatever. But you’ll have to respect an area for animals and sleeping areas for the new workers that come. I think that’s all. So let’s do what we came here for…Enjoy the girls….because this without a good lay is too much…

HELICOPTER – DAY 

NIKI:

Where are we going, Colonel? We are in the middle of the jungle!

COLONEL:

You’re going to see it, NIKI: Today is a historical day in this country… 

NIKI:

Do you think we’ll be in danger?

COLONEL:

Did you talk to the Minister? We are under a high-risk operation, NIKI: I thought you knew it… 

SCENE 20

INSIDE – DAY 

PABLO IS GOING TO TALK TO THE MEDIA
SCENE 21

TRANQUILAND LABORATORY – DAY 

MARIACHI:

Stupid gringos! I don’t understand how they can sniff this filth!
MALE:
You’re right, boss…but what matters is that we have their money… 

MARIACHI:

Order them to stop the music!! 

MALE:
As you say, boss… 

MARIACHI:

Hurry….shut up! 
MALE:
Quick…turn the music off! 
SCENE 22

HELICOPTER – DAY 

NIKI:
What’s that, colonel?

COLONEL:

The largest coca processing center in the country…I’d dare say in the world….

TRANQUILAND LABORATORY– DAY 

MARIACHI:

Those jerks got us….Where is the runway, son? C’mon! 
MARIACHI SHOOTS
COLONEL:

Freeze! Freeze!

POLICE OFFICER:

Hurry, Montoya! To the kitchen…to the laboratory!

MARIACHI: (voice off)

Good gracious! We didn’t fare so bad, but that money was lost… 

MALE: (voice off)

What a nuisance! They ran away! 
SCENE 25

INSIDE – DAY 

PABLO:

…I make public my definitive retirement from politics. A decision I made last year in September, which is irreversible and I ratify it despite the copious solidarity plebiscite I’ve gotten from all municipalities and working class quarters in Medellin… 

SCENE 26

TRANQUILAND LABORATORY – DAY 

POLICE OFFICER:

Women walk slowly…that way. Men to the floor! Hands back! Head to the floor! Gather them in here….Fast….there, next to women! Don’t move! Don’t move!
POLICE OFFICER:

Are these ones from the laboratory?

POLICE OFFICER 3:

Yes, sir… 
SCENE 27

INSIDE - DAY 

PABLO:

…Now I state the great difference between my 17 years of untiring patriotic fight, and the few months of participation in politics to which I fully committed, thinking that many factors and resources in favor of the people could be channeled through it … 
SCENE 28

LARA’S OFFICE – DAY 

PABLO: (on the radio)

…Cordially yours, Pablo Emilio Escobar Gaviria….
SCENE 29

TRANQUILAND – DAY 

FILE IMAGES OF THE ACTUAL DRUG LABORATORY)

SCENE 30

HOUSE DINING ROOM – DAY 

PABLO:

The jungle is huge and we fortunately have enough capital to consider an important reinvestment strategy and if necessary we can build another laboratory twice as big…and we wouldn’t be producing 500 kilograms but we could go up to a full ton…. 

MARIACHI
That sounds very pretty. But who could guarantee us that if they seized this load they won’t seize another one, huh? Because that guy at the Anti-Drug Police is quite a character…he’s no dumb…he is an incorruptible decorated officer. I’m talking about colonel Jiménez, the one in charge of the whole operation. I’m sure he was the one who found Tranquiland. So what do you say then?
PABLO:

Yes, but we are clean anyway. There is no evidence at all that could link us to the laboratory…
SCENE 31

JUNGLE – DAY 

COLONEL:

Over there… Put it down…slowly….
POLICE OFFICER:

Hands behind the head …cross your fingers! 
SCENE 32

HOUSE – DAY 

MARIACHI:

How long will it take for those people who were caught in that laboratory to spill the beans and say the laboratory was ours? 
PABLO:

We would then contact each one and kill them all… 

MARIACHI:

What about El Espectador?

MARIACHI: 

Because they have messed with all of us. With Herbert, with the Motoas and with me. And now they are spreading the story that we are involved in soccer teams…
PABLO:

You know who linked you with soccer teams, don’t you? Minister Lara Bonilla…that’s another…
MARIACHI:

Exactly! He’s the person to blame. The one who has us running around, arms crossed and with no place to cook the stuff…. 

SCENE 33

TRANQUILAND ACTUAL IMAGES - DAY 

LARA: (REAL VOICE OF THE MINISTER)

….The drug-trafficking network is suffering a hard blow and I think the whole country should celebrate it…
LARA:
…The largest laboratory ever seized, with an approximate production of over 500 kilograms of cocaine per day….and true factory of crime, illegality, shame. Today our authorities have dismantled Tranquiland, and this is a relief for Colombia because this shamed us before the world. Do you have any question? 
SCENE 34

HOUSE – DAY 

PABLO:

To me the only one to be blamed for what’s happening to us has a name: Rodrigo Lara Bonilla, the Minister of Justice of is country….
MARIACHI:

Listen, Pablo. You’ll have to excuse me but you are the only one to be blamed. First, because of trying to intervene and second for trusting that chatterer who got you into politics. Let’s do ourselves a favor. Or is it that after all we went through together trying to fight with that Minister are you going to sit back and do nothing?

PABLO:

No, I’m not going to sit back and do nothing, Mariachi… 
MARIACHI:

Excuse me for saying it….but six months went by you have done nothing. How much longer do I have to wait for you to take revenge for those things Rodrigo Lara did to you? Or do I have to wait for him to come to your house, fuck your wife and leave as if nothing had happened?

PABLO:

Fuck who?!! 
MARIACHI:

Don’t get upset ….
PABLO:

No, no, no…fuck who? Fuck who?!!!
MARIACHI:

Don’t get upset. I didn’t mean to offend you. I’m simply saying this for you to get a move on and realize that we need to do something very soon with this Minister … 
SCENE 35

LARA’S OFFICE – DAY 

GUILLERMO:
Listen Mr. Minister, having found and destroyed that laboratory is the best that could’ve happened to you… 

LARA:
Thank you very much Don Guillermo. I think so too… 

GUILLERMO:
And the worst...

LARA:
What do you mean the worst?

GUILLERMO:
The damage you’ve done to Pablo Escobar and Mariachi is incalculable. Do you know how much drug was produced every day in that laboratory? 
LARA:
I can’t understand how this could turn against me. On the contrary… after all the scandals I’ve been through this is an irrefutably proof that my war is against those criminals…
GUILLERMO:
That’s exactly what it is, Mr. Minister: the war, and as with every war, attacks come from both sides…. 

LARA:
Could you please be more explicit, Don Guillermo? 
GUILLERMO:
Mr. Minister…my journalists in Medellin and those covering the emerald zone where Mariachi moves around, informed me that the Tranquiland issue has been a very hard blow, and that there are rumors in those areas that neither Mariachi nor Escobar are going to stand still, so I recommend you to be a bit careful...

If it weren’t for his money and all the people that jerk has…I would slaughter him without thinking it twice…. 

GONZALO:

Relax, man…Relax, Pablo. He’s your partner….he’s not just anyone…. 

PABLO:

Do you think I’m afraid of that jackass, or what? 
GONZALO:

Huh! What’s up Captain?  
SCENE 38

OUTSIDE – DAY 

GONZALO:

Listen, Pablo. What are we going to talk about with these people? Tell me…
PABLO:

You…you’ll see….don’t worry…. 

PEDRO:

Hi Pablo!
PABLO:

How are you, pal?

PEDRO.

A pleasure to see you here again. What’s up, Gonzalo? How is everything? Good or no? This is a surprise for me, man. Tell me: why a meeting on the following day?

PABLO:

Huh…yes… 

JULIO:

People haven’t arrived yet, brother….
