Mr. Motoa! I’m here to inform you that the request for your extradition to Colombia has been approved…
PEDRO:
To Colombia? Did you hear that, Gildardo? We’re going to Colombia! We’re going to the village, brother!! 
GILDARDO:
Thank God! I’m so happy!

SCENE 5

DAY-PABLO’S HOUSE
YOUNG GIRL:
Pablo Escobar! I never thought I’d be here with Pablo Escobar! You know something? People in my neighborhood talk a lot about you….Hum! I almost didn’t recognize you, sir…Hmm!
PABLO ESCOBAR:

Don’t be so formal. Address to me as “tu”, my pretty girl… 
YOUNG GIRL:
Really?

PABLO ESCOBAR:

Yes! 

YOUNG GIRL:
You know something? I feel embarrassed, as if I were disrespecting you or something like that…
PABLO ESCOBAR:

No, my pretty girl…come, sit here and I’ll explain it: you and I are the best friends already…So, you don’t have to feel embarrassed… 
YOUNG GIRL:
Ha, ha…
PABLO ESCOBAR:

Or that you’re disrespecting me. We are friends and you can feel at home in here, come and enjoy the pool whenever you want. You can even tell your dad and mom that you’re going to do your homework with your girl friends, and run away with me. SCENE 7

DAY-HERBER’S RANCH IN ANTIOQUIA
ALIRIO:
The van will be waiting for you, boss….
HERBER:

Everything okay?

ALIRIO:

Yes, sir, nothing new….
HERBER:

Alirio, I’m about to land …

COLONEL:
Turn it off! We’re leaving! Get ready, sergeant…. 
ALIRIO:

Listen, boss, boss! Don’t land! It’s a trap! They got us, boss!  
HERBER:

What? What do you mean a trap, jackass?!

COLONEL:
Shoot!! Shoot! 

SHOOTING
HERBER:

Ha, ha, ha!! Ha, ha, ha!!

COLONEL:
Jerk!!
HERBER:
Did you like it?! Ha, ha!!

SCENE 8

DAY-NAPOLES RANCH
CHILI:
Pal, pal! Run!! Run!! Let’s go! 
(APPLAUSES, WHISTLES) (A BLOW IS HEARD) (DISCUSSION) 

CHILI:

It was your fault! We’re just playing! Did you hurt yourself or what? 
BODYGUARD:
I’m sorry, Pablo…I was going to get the ball, okay?
PABLO:

I’m sorry?! I’m sorry?! You tried to kill me, brother!! Huh?? This is a game! What then?! Huh?!! Chili!

CHILI:

Yes, boss…
PABLO:

Give that to me! We’re going to play like men! Get in, Gonzalo. We’re going to play….Get in, get in! 
HERBER:

Play, Play!! Hey!! Go! Go!

SCENE 9

DAY-HOUSE 
MAGISTRATE ZULUAGA:
Thank you, madam. Thank you for coming to talk to me…
HECTOR’S WIDOW:
I’m the first one who wants to see that the culprit of my husband’s death is put in prison, magistrate…
HECTOR’S WIDOW: (IN FLASH-BACK)

Darling, please…Oh no!!! Love!! Help!! 
(OUT OF FLASH-BACK)
MAGISTRATE ZULUAGA:
I imagine how you’re feeling, knowing that your husband’s death case hasn’t been clarified yet…
HECTOR’S WIDOW:
That’s common when criminals are wealthy and influential….
MAGISTRATE ZULUAGA:
I hope that everything is going to change now when I’m going to handle the case…

HECTOR’S WIDOW:
I don’t want to sound disrespectful, but what makes you think you’re going to put Pablo Escobar in jail? 
MAGISTRATE ZULUAGA:
You’re not disrespectful. I understand your skepticism, but let me tell you that as soon as I gather certain amount of proofs, Escobar will end up in jail…
HECTOR’S WIDOW:
…or you will end up dead…either one…

MARIACHI:

Yes…

GONZALO:
Cheers! Because you and I alone….I can’t believe…
MARIACHI:

What about that story? Such is life! You’ve always been complaining about MR20 guerrillas and shooting them and you’re now pretending to be a communist? Fuck me! 
HERBER:

On no, gentlemen! You know I’ve always been pro-imperialism. This is simply a safety strategy, because I feel safer inside the jungle. Now I’m a proud representative of the Quintin Lame guerrilla!! Ha, ha, ha!! 
ALL LAUGH
PABLO:

To be honest, I don’t think that the situation is so bad…
MARIACHI:

I think it is for you, because you have two problems, which are two judges looking for you…
PABLO:

We all do because the Bogota judge that insists in accusing us of Minister Lara Bonilla’s murder is also your problem, sir…
MARIACHI:

But that’s okay, Mr. Escobar…I’m already taking care of that….

HERBER:

NIKY:

Thank you very much, sir ….
JUDGE:
It was a pleasure…

SCENE 13
DAY-OUTSIDE OFFICE OF THE PUBLIC PROSECUTOR
JUDGE:
Sell everything, madam! Taxi! 
A MOTORCYCLE STARTS
JUDGE:
Madam! Show some respect!
SHOOTING
SCENE 14

DAY-EL ESPECTADOR OFFICES
GONZALO: (WRITING HIS EDITORIAL ARTICLE)

To the country and especially to those who are investigating crimes attributed to Pablo Escobar Gaviria and his accomplices from the Medellin Cartel. PEDRO:
I haven’t thought about that, man….How are you?

JULIO:

All right, Pedro. We are all fine here. Don’t worry…
PEDRO:
Hey attorney! When are you going to get me out of this place?

ATTORNEY:
I ask you to be patient, don Pedro. The situation is quite difficult…
PEDRO:
Oh yeah! I know things are difficult… but now you’ll be going home where your wife is waiting for you and won’t have to stay here sleeping on a mattress! That’s why you don’t see any problem in all this…
ATTORNEY:
The truth is that many judges are being killed on the streets, and things are getting complicated don Pedro…

What bosses? You were talking to no one….Are you or aren’t you going to follow the rules?
JORGE:
You’re putting me in a very uncomfortable situation, brother…
COLONEL JIMENEZ:
Oh, all right! You’ll go to jail, then! 
JORGE:
What about the money you offered me for the information?

COLONEL JIMENEZ:
I’m going to give it to you, but win it! What happened?
JORGE:
A few days ago, they all met at the boss’ ranch and were talking about judges….that’s all I can tell you….

A pleasure! Pablo Emilio Escobar Gaviria at your service….
MAGISTRATE ZULUAGA:
I perfectly know who you are. What do you want?
PABLO ESCOBAR:

We were just passing by and I wanted to meet you personally because it’s good to know people who are in charge of your trials and also to tell you that I make myself available at any time for whatever you need regarding this trial you’re conducting against me…

PABLO ESCOBAR:

Good afternoon, judge!

MAGISTRATE ZULUAGA:
Good afternoon!

PABLO ESCOBAR:

¡Mucho gusto Pablo Emilio Escobar Gaviria! At your service … Give my best regards to your wife and I congratulate you and her on the upcoming arrival of your baby!

(HE GETS OUT OF FLASH-BACK)

MAGISTRATE ZULUAGA:
Hi dear…how was it?
MARGARITA:

Fine, a bit jammed around the corner but all right. What are you doing here at this time?

MAGISTRATE ZULUAGA:
I decided to leave the office earlier, why?

MARGARITA:

Gustavo! I’ve been married to you for twenty years and you’ve never left the office early…
MAGISTRATE ZULUAGA:
There’s always a first time for everything…
MARGARITA:

What’s wrong? Oh dear! You look terrible! Tell me, what is it?
MAGISTRATE ZULUAGA:
Margarita, we must talk …
SCENE 25

DAY-HERBER’S HOUSE-CAUCA

HERBER’S WIFE:

Oh Marcos, dear. You need to have a rest…Come! 
HERBER:

What’s wrong, love?! Don’t you understand I’m a military leader? Don’t you understand I’m trying to change these young men’s conscience? 
HERBER’S WIFE:

I do, darling, but the girl and I need you too…
HERBER:

NIKY:

Yes! Just like Pedro Motoa…I think he’ll get a maximum of three months in jail and that will be it!

GUILLERMO:

In the meantime we’ll have to trust Zuluaga, the Medellin high court magistrate who is heading the process against Pablo Escobar for the murdering of the two DAI investigators.  
NIKY:

Ah! And on top it….Regina Parejo is sharing sheets with the worse drug trafficker in this country…Regina Parejo and Pablo Escobar are lovers…

REGINA:

May I say something?

PABLO ESCOBAR:

Yes…

REGINA:

You’re the most intelligent man I’ve ever met. Don’t hurt this country anymore, Pablo…stop killing politicians…
PABLO ESCOBAR:

What do you mean killing politicians, Regina? I have nothing to do with that…
REGINA:

You don’t have to lie to me….
PABLO ESCOBAR:

Listen, my Manuelita, things are this simple….If no one messes with the Liberator, the Liberator won’t mess with anybody, and that’s it!
REGINA:

That’s not the way to do things, Pablo. You can’t kill all judges that investigate you. Do you think legal processes are going to die as well?

PABLO ESCOBAR:

Who told you I kill the judges who investigate me, Regina? That’s the problem in this country: if a bomb explodes, Pablo Escobar did it. A bus crashes…. Pablo Escobar….a kid drowns in a pool…Pablo Escobar. That’s very difficult for me. I know I’m no saint, but I’m not the monster the mass media want to show the country!
REGINA:

Relax! You need a lawyer to advice you when the request for extradition arrives….

PABLO ESCOBAR:

That’s not going to happen!
REGINA:

Yes, it is ….sooner of later it’s going to happen and you know that…
PABLO ESCOBAR:

If that’s so, I’ll join the guerrilla, and from there I’ lead a peace process with them… 
REGINA:

That sounds ridiculous…
PABLO ESCOBAR:

It’s not ridiculous, because you know I’ve had revolutionary ideas, and if Marcos Herber who was an extreme right guy joined the Quintin Lame guerrilla I can do the same with the MR20 group…
REGINA:

Herber’s sentence will never get a commutation, Pablo. That guy is mad…no government is going to accept it when he is requested in extradition from the United States…

I received a call that worried me…
CHILI:

Forget about it, man! Don’t give me problems! You are getting paid to work…

And loyal to our principles because we are the promoters of the change of thought of revolutionary movements in Latin America! Hurrah for free Colombia! 
ALL:

Hurrah! 

HERBER:

Hurrah for free Colombia!!

ALL:

Hurrah!!
HERBER:

Hurrah for free Colombia!!

ALL:

Hurrah!!

HERBER:

Acevedo!!
ACEVEDO:

Commander!

HERBER’S WIFE:

Marcos! Marcos! Pablo Escobar’s head of security is calling!

HERBER:

Hello! What’s up, Chili?

CHILI:

Mr. Herber! Get out of there right away! The cops are on the way to your house!
HERBER:

The cops? Don’t worry. We are celebrating the fact that we are alive. I said no brother! I have people positioned a mile away from the ranch…

CHILI:

Hello! Mr. Herber!
HERBER:

Lower the music volume! Lower the music volume! They got us….son of a bitch!

MARGARITA:

Good afternoon!

CHILI:

Good afternoon madam! Are there children with you? Get off madam, please. And the children too…
MARGARITA:

I’m sorry, officer, but the children just got out of school and they are tired, and we’re in a hurry!
CHILI:

Okay! Get off and leave the keys on…
MARGARITA:

Why? What’s going on?

CHILI:

Get off! Fast! Hurry! C’mon! 
MARGARITA:

Come boys!

CHILI:

Listen madam! I’m going to be quite clear with you ‘because your husband didn’t want to understand! Come, boys…Push! 
MARGARITA:

What? What? Where is your friend going to take my car?

CHILI:

If your husband doesn’t abandon Pablo Escobar’s case… next time I won’t let you get off the car! Okay! You got me? Did you get me, madam?! Okay, go ahead!! Push! Push!!

You came looking for him, not his things…
CORONEL JIMENEZ.

Daughter!

COLONEL JIMENEZ:
Two instead of one!

You can’t do anything to me. You can’t arrest me because I haven’t done anything….
