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SCENE 1
PABLO’S RANCH – DAY 
PABLO:
Mom, I’m telling I’m in a hurry …I can’t…
ENELIA:
But…well…
CHILI:
You have a call…

PABLO:
Who is it? 
CHILI:
Don Marcos… 
PABLO:
What does that nuts want now? 
CHILI:
Do I ask him?
PABLO:
No, no…
GONZALO:
Give me a minute, cousin. Hi aunt! I know you have many problems but we have a meeting with the Medellin people…. I can cancel it if you want but it had been arranged…
PABLO:
No, no, ask the Captain to get ready. I’ll be out in five minutes… 
GONZALO:
Okay… 
PABLO:
Thanks, kid ….Hello! What’s up Marcus? 
HERBERT:
How are you Pablo? How’s everything going, brother?
PABLO:
All right….doing my best… 
HERBERT:
I’m quite worried, man….I’m eating shit in this damn jungle! I can see there are people who continue insisting on the extradition and we are doing nothing. What happened to Colonel Jiménez?
PABLO:
Unfortunately, the physician who was going to perform that surgery died…. 
MARIACHI:
What are we going to do then?
PABLO:
I’ve been thinking to contact people from the hospital to see if it another surgeon can perform that operation. And I think that for the time being she should take care of her knee, not to lean on it too much and be a bit patient…
HERBERT:
Listen, Pablo. This was a decision we all had already made and it can’t be discussed…
PABLO:
All right pal…so long… 
HERBERT:
I’ll see ….bye, then…
SCENE 2
OUTSIDE – DAY 
YESENIA:
Don’t you dare to say anything, Javier… 
JAVIER:
They were going to receive you with open arms, right? 
YESENIA:
It’s not that…he was busy and we agreed to meet in Medellin… 
JAVIER:
My brother in law looked really happy when you told him he would be a father… 
YESENIA:
He was hiding his feelings. Don’t you see his mother was around and he’s a married man? 
JAVIER:
If he is a married man why did you mess with him young lady? Do you think that’s correct? 
SCENE 3
PABLO’S HOUSE – DAY 
PABLO:
I need you to stay here until I come back from the meeting…
CHILI:
Or course, boss… 
PABLO:
Please… 
ENELIA:
I’ll take five minutes only, Pablo. Will you tell me what did that young girl want? 
PABLO:
What young girl, mother?
ENELIA:
Miss Yesenia, the one who traveled all the way from Medellin. What did she want? Money?
PABLO:
Yes, mom. You know that when people find out you are generous and can help them cover their needs, they look for you. She wanted money….
ENELIA:
Pablo, will it be possible that you and I talk openly? I know that young girl is your mistress… 
PABLO:
What are you saying, mom? I have no mistresses… 
ENELIA:
Pablo… 
PABLO:
Tell me…
ENELIA:
Patty and I know you take many women to bed …that you have lots of mistresses. Pablo, you can’t choose your parents. You come into this world but don’t choose your mother or your father. But you can choose your children, and you have already chosen two. They are yours and you know when they were engendered, and with whom. They aren’t an accident. You could say a baby is a blessing. No sir, you don’t have children with mistresses because they aren’t a blessing as people say, but a problem. You have children with your wife, and don’t forget her name is Patricia!
PABLO:
Patricia… 
ENELIA:
Don’t forget it young man… 
PABLO:
Thanks mom… 
GONZALO:
Come, come… 
ENELIA:
May the Holy Virgin Mary protect and cover you with her robe …. 
PABLO:
Okay, easy…I don’t know, I don’t know… 
ENELIA:
Beware of those mistresses… 
GONZALO:
Bless me, aunt….bless me… 
ENELIA:
May Mary give you wisdom to accompany Pablo…bye darling… 
GONZALO:
Amen… 
ENELIA:
You couple of shameless…
GONZALO:
What a nag!
PABLO:
I love you very much, mother… 
ENELIA:
I love you too… 
PABLO:
Thank you, okay?
SCENE 4
COLONEL´S HOUSE – NIGHT 
NATALIA:

Will you tell me what was this thing doing in Gonzalo’s room?
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Don’t talk to me like that. I already talked to Gonzalo and explained him this isn’t a toy. I already taught him how to use it… 
NATALIA:

Are you aware of the way you’re talking to him? Your son is fourteen. Teaching him how to shoot this is one thing, but going armed is a quite different one…. 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
But he isn’t going armed! This is just in case! 
NATALIA:

And does he have to keep it in his room as if it were a toy just in case?!
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Okay, okay! Calm down, will you? I’m going to ask Gonzalo why the gun was in his room. Calm down! 
NATALIA:

You’re talking about your son as if he were a bodyguard… 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
This is a safety measure I’m not going to discuss it with you…Okay, it’s over! 
NATALIA:

My son isn’t going to be a thug! 
SCENE 5
OUTSIDE - RANCH– NIGHT 
PEDRO:
The Government, the Police and politicians insist in reviving the damn extradition…  
JULIO:
That’s the banquet everyone wants to eat, Pedro… 
PEDRO:
I’m awfully sorry, gentlemen. But if we manage to tumble the extradition down, our next fight will be to sink it forever…
PABLO:
Right, Pedro. That’s what we’re going to do because we are fully committed to that cause…
HERBERT:
Listen to me. We are at war, aren’t we? Perfect! The first thing we have to do is execute Colonel Jiménez. He’s one of the main promoters of extradition. Do you agree with me?
MARIACHI:
I agree with Herbert. That colonel should be executed. Don’t you remember he was the one who fucked off Tranquilandia?
GERMAN:
And the one who pursued us for so long…
PABLO:
Yes all of us! Listen Herbert, we are taking care of that. But unfortunately the gunman who was in charge of that mission was killed because that colonel is armored all over, including his balls. So what I ask from you all especially you Marcos is a bit of patience. That mission is being carried out anyway…
JULIO:
The Government must have that quite clear. I’m sick and tired of that damn extradition subject, and those people don’t stop pressing! 
PABLO:
That’s exactly why we are sending this press release that I’m giving to Mariachi for him to read it…
MARIACHI:
The Extraditables. What’s that name good for?
PABLO:
The idea of introducing ourselves as The Extraditables is to let people know they are talking to bandits, without us really admitting we are bandits…
GONZALO:
But it is obvious we are the ones, isn’t it?
PABLO:
Listen, the idea is that any reasonably intelligent person links The Extraditables to us…to know we are the same people…
PEDRO:
That’s a hell of a name! What does the press release read?
PABLO:
Listen, we’ll introduce ourselves as The Extraditables and write a motto reading: “We prefer a grave in Colombia than a prison in America”.  How does it sound to you, Mariachi?
MARIACHI:
For God’s sake. It sounds great. I like it very much! 
PABLO:
I’m reading the press release: “From the Extraditables to Colombian People. We wish to inform public opinion that with the recent statement of non-attainability of the Extradition Treaty issued by the Supreme Court of Justice, and due to the pressure exerted by the Government, a number of Senators, the Police and El Espectador newspaper to revive it, we The Extraditables defend the right Colombians have to be judged in our country. We also urge citizens from all our regions to pronounce themselves before their leaders, and demand the Government and the Congress of the Republic to eradicate any possibility leading to the extradition of Colombian citizens…
GALÁN:
I can’t believe it… 
SCENE 6
COLONEL´S HOUSE – DAY 
TV ANNOUNCER:
We are finally warning we won’t lower our guard, and will apply extreme measures against extraditers, those who are pressing to make us Colombian end in United States prisons…
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
What about those people?!
NATALIA:

That really scared me, Jairo. This is a threatening through the national television…
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
No darling. They are scared. We are pressing them, and they want to scare people no matter how. Can’t you see it?
NATALIA:

Well…they achieved it with me. Jairo, dear, we must think about leaving the country, please…
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Why are we going to leave, huh? They are a bunch of crazy, deranged men. They are the ones who should leave! Why us?! We’re doing things right. What about this? Extraditers! Ha! They’ll see who we are! 
NATALIA:

Where are you going?
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
I’m going to the school to take an exam. Nothing wrong is going to happen in there, okay? Don’t worry…Those people are crazy. I’ll call you soon… 
SCENE 7
RESTAURANT – DAY 
GONZALO:
This is an invitation due to our affection to the institution. Ask whatever you want…All right guys. They have really good muffins in this restaurant, Pablo. Aren’t you going to have one? What’s wrong with you?!
PABLO:
Huh?
GONZALO:
What’s wrong, man?
PABLO:
I’m having a big problem …. 
GONZALO:
Problem? That’s we all have every day. Tell me something I don’t know… 
PABLO:
I’m going to be a father … 
GONZALO:
Do you think that being a father of Patty’s baby is a problem? That’s sweet… 
PABLO:
Sweet if she were the mother… 
GONZALO:
No shit, Pablo! What woman did you get pregnant, man?
PABLO:
That young girl….Yesenia… 
GONZALO:
Are you sure the baby is yours?
PABLO:
I think so because she was a virgin… 
GONZALO:
That’s really a problem…a problem with Fabio, a problem with aunt Enelia and a problem with Patty, brother! 
PABLO:
Yeah! Did you bring the money I asked you?
GONZALO:
Your problem has arrived… 
PABLO:
How are you, love? Yesenia, don’t be mad at me anymore, okay? If I asked them to bring you is because I want us to talk…
YESENIA:
Talk about what? You clearly let me know you didn’t like the idea of being my baby’s father… 
PABLO:
I know it, I know it. But understand I reacted like that because I wasn’t expecting that news. It took me by surprise. We have to relax ourselves, talk like two adults, and come to an agreement. I want to tell you and make it very clear that I can’t have children with a woman who isn’t my wife…
YESENIA:
Oh…is this baby I’m expecting is you wife’s? Here, touch, touch to see if I’m lying … 
PABLO:
I believe you, Yesenia. I know you’re pregnant but please understand my situation. Understand me! 
YESENIA:
I understand you, Pablo. But I’m not asking you to leave your wife, to marry me or anything like that. All I’m asking is that you assume responsibility for the baby …
PABLO:
That’s exactly why I am here with you, because I want to take responsibility for my actions…and I brought this money…here it is…
YESENIA:
And is this your answer to having a baby with me? What am I going to tell the baby when he’s born? That his father is the man printed on those bills?
PABLO:
You won’t have to tell anything to that baby because that money is for you to have an abortion … Got me? 
SCENE 8
CAR – DAY 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Let’s go to the airport… 
POLICEMAN:
I’m sorry colonel, but next time you think about changing the route please let me know in advance … 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ
I’ll tell you where and at what time you should pick me up… 
POLICEMAN:
You’re not thinking to travel to Medellin… 
SCENE 9
OFFICE – DAY 
COLONEL:
It seems you’ve gotten used to sudden trips to Medellin…Ha! Ha! 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Should I ask your permission to come to Medellin, colonel?
COLONEL:
No, of course no, colonel, please. But I think it’s absurd that a threatened person like you drives just like that…
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Nothing is going to happen to me, colonel… 
COLONEL:
Tell me something: does the General know you came to Medellin?
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
I want to talk to Pablo Escobar… 
COLONEL:
Do you know what you’re asking me?
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
I perfectly do… 
COLONEL:
With all due respect I’m going to tell you a very important thing. Pablo Escobar is a very dangerous man and you are considered his worst enemy… 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
That’s why I want to talk to him, colonel…
COLONEL:
What are going to do? Go to his house, nock at the door and wait to be riddled with bullets?
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Are you going to help me or shall I go alone?
COLONEL:
Tell me something, colonel. What makes you think he is waiting for you at his house?
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
The extradition project has tumbled down already, and everybody knows that. Why should he hide?
SCENE 10

GUILLERMO: (voice off)
…The appearance of a group of individuals that call themselves The Extraditables and threaten those they call extraditers is indeed a total absurd and an incredible contradiction. Such extremely serious fact should be a cause to put those coward signatories behind bars… 

SCENE 11
HOUSE – DAY 
GONZALO:
Claudia, Claudia….
CLAUDIA:
I’m coming, dear… 
GONZALO:
Come…

CLAUDIA:
Did you put in on, love?
GONZALO:
Yes…
CLAUDIA:
So?
GONZALO:
The hair lotion… 
CLAUDIA:
How does it feel?
GONZALO:
How does it look?
CLAUDIA:
You look the same to me… 
(THEY KNOCK ON THE DOOR)
GONZALO:
What do you mean the same? Bold as always? Oh no! 
CLAUDIA:
Yes, bold but as handsome as always, my love… 
GONZALO:
Do you think I look handsome then?
CLAUDIA:
Yes. That doesn’t matter, darling….you don’t have a leg shorter than the other…Ha! Ha! 
WOMAN: (voice off)
They need you at the door, don Gonzalo…
GONZALO:
I’m coming, I’m a bit busy… 
CLAUDIA:
If you want I get… 
WOMAN: (voice off)
They need you at the door… 
GONZALO:
Okay, I’m coming! 
CLAUDIA:
Go ahead… 
GONZALO:
Will you wait for me?
CLAUDIA:
Yes… 
GONZALO:
Yes?
CLAUDIA:
Yes… 
GONZALO:
That woman is a pest. I hope it’s important…
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
How are you, sir?
GONZALO:
Oh, colonel. What a nice surprise, man! To what do I owe the honor of your visit?
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Were you looking for me? Here I am! 
GONZALO:
Life is funny, isn’t it? Nobody is looking for us. We don’t even have one warrant of arrest. How do you see it?
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Complicated… 
GONZALO:
Tough, isn’t it? Come in….please feel yourself at home… 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Excuse me… 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
The whole Medellin Cartel wants to kill me…that’s what they say, isn’t it?
GONZALO:
Don’t say such ugly things, colonel! 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Why don’t you say it to my face like men do? 
GONZALO:
Did you come to my house to offend me or what, you jerk?! Huh?!

COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Can you do it yourself?
GONZALO:

CLAUDIA:
Good bye…
SCENE 12
PABLO’S OFFICE – DAY 
GONZALO:
Nobody had ever pestered me at my house door. What about this colonel, brother? I would have kicked his ass if my family hadn’t been there. Because I can’t dare fucking around at my house’s door… 
PABLO:
Ha! Ha! 
GONZALO:
Why are you laughing? Why are you laughing, brother?
PABLO:
That colonel doesn’t have two balls but six. You have to be quite brave to dare coming alone to challenge you. Those are the type of persons that are worthy, Gonzalo. That’s why they have to be killed…
GONZALO:
What are we going to do? 
PABLO:
Take advantage of the opportunity he gave us…  
GONZALO:
To do what?
PABLO:
To squeeze his balls. We’re going to make that bodyguard we have tied for being a snitch work. That’s what we’re going to do… 
SCENE 13
OUTSIDE - STREET – DAY 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ: (ON THE PHONE)
Good morning. A message to 5446 please…thank you… 
SCENE 14
WAREHOUSE – DAY 
CHILI:
If this guy dies the boss will kill us… 
MOLE:
Huh! I think that’s what the boss wants… 
(JORGE’S BEEPER RINGS)
CHILI:
A message in the beeper, huh? Will it be the police as Marino says? Look. Contact your aunt…she is ill… 
JORGE:
A message from my mom…
MOLE:
Listen, Jorge. Be honest and tell us if you are or aren’t a cop…
JORGE:
He denies it with his head…
MOLE:
I think we are fucking it up… 
CHILI:
How are you, boss?
PABLO:
Hullo! Hullo! 
CHILI:
We’re taking care of the patient… 
PABLO:
Well…if that guy hasn’t exploded after all you did to him and endured it for two days, I think he’s clean…release him!  
MARINO:
Boss, I think this snitch is going to leave…
PABLO:
Relax, Marino…don’t worry. Chili, please contact people in Bogota in charge of the operation against colonel Jiménez…
CHILI:
What’s the order, boss?
PABLO:
Let them know the mission has been cancelled as from this moment. The mission has been aborted. That man visited me in Medellin. He was there trying to meet me, to face me, and that’s a sign of courage and balls. I admire that a lot. So I think the colonel won his pardon and we are going to spare his life…

RANCH – DAY 
(JORGE GETS IN A CAR)
SCENE 16
YESENIA’S HOUSE – DAY 
YESENIA:
You are lazy, aren’t you? 
JAVIER:
But it looks good in there…
YESENIA:
There…Oh! All this is so pretty… 
JAVIER:
Yesi… 
YESENIA:
Yes?
JAVIER:
Don’t you think you should’ve received the money from that man? I mean we could have saved all that money we spent buying all these things… 
YESENIA:
Did you go mad or what? No sir! I can afford my baby’s expenses. I don’t need anyone’s money…no…
JAVIER:
But it isn’t going to be easy… 
YESENIA:
I know it, Javier. It’s not going to be easy. But you know what? That baby is going to have a mother and that will be more than enough, you got me? And will have an uncle…or aren’t you going to help me?
JAVIER:
Or course, sis!

GONZALO:
Relax. That’s not the attitude. All Pablo wants is to talk to you about the baby…That’s all…He sent the most elegant helicopter to pick you up. Come with me, please… 
YESENIA:
Come where?
GONZALO:
To Naples Ranch. Nothing wrong is going to happen to you, don’t worry…let’s go…close he door…
SCENE 18
OUTSIDE - COLONEL´S HOUSE – NIGHT 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
That’s it….very good….How does it feel? 
YOUNGEST SON:
Heavy… 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Like Superman…Ha! Ha!...Like Superman…Okay, I’ll see…
YOUNGEST SON:
Yes, all the snack….
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
The entire snack!  
GONZALO:
Dad… 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Yes?
GONZALO:
Did you see that my mother hid the submachine gun?
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
What had we agreed on, young man? That’s not a toy and shouldn’t be in your bedroom… 
GONZALO:

NATALIA:

Darling, you have an urgent call from the Anti-Drug Direction…
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Bye, bye, bye
! 
GONZALO:
Bye, mom! 
NATALIA:

Bye, dear. Take care okay? 
SCENE 21
COLONEL’S HOUSE – DAY 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ: (ON THE PHONE)
Hello! 
JORGE:
I don’t have much time, colonel, okay?
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
What’s up, Jorge? Where have you been, brother? What happened?! 
JORGE:
This is going to be the last information I’m giving you. They almost killed me! 
COLONEL JIMÉNEZ:
Listen, brother. Where are you? Do you need protection? What shall we do? Tell me! 
JORGE:
I can protect myself, colonel. Listen, I don’t know what you did here, but Pablo Escobar ordered to stop the order to kill you…

YESENIA:
Yes. What you suggested me to do was very bad, Pablo… 
PABLO:
I know that, and that’s why I wanted to apologize and tell you I’m willing to assume responsibility for you and that baby, that you’re going to have all you need… 
YESENIA:
I appreciate that because the baby should not to be blamed for anything…
PABLO:
I know that… that little belly looks very well on you. I’m glad to see you are a pretty young lady now… 
YESENIA:
Ha! Ha! 
PABLO:
Yesenia, to show you I’m telling the truth I brought you a little present… 
YESENIA:

MARINO:
What then? Remove that, please…c’mon! 
YESENIA:
Who are you? Who are you?!
MARINO:
A friend… 
YESENIA:
What did you do to my baby? Tell me what you did to my baby! Answer me! What did you do to?!! 
SCENE 26
RUNWAY – DAY 
PABLO:
Marino, Marino, come…
MARINO:
Yes sir… 
PABLO:

SCENE 27
LETICIA AMAZONAS 1986
OFFICE - DAY 
CARLOS: (ON THE PHONE)
I’ve almost confirmed it. That man has politicians from Leticia eating out of his hand…
GUILLERMO:
Are we talking about the same Crisanto Pérez, Carlos? The one who gave the supposed check to Minister Lara? 
HE GETS INTO FLASH - BACK 
CRISANTO:
Well, sir…I move a lot through the Amazonas and Caquetá regions… 

LARA:
As a politician? 
CRISANTO:
As a politician and whatever is needed, sir…I’m like you…if you have to help people, there you are to do it…that’s why I want you to accept my contribution… 

HE GETS OUT OF FLASH BACK 
CARLOS:
The same one Don Guillermo, but according to what I’ve found out, that check issue is nothing but a vile set-up… 
GUILLERMO:
Yes, yes…we know that already. Crisanto Pérez used that check to pay something at the Lara Brothers’ hardware store… 
CARLOS:
Yes, but people don’t know which the relationship between Crisanto Pérez and Escobar is… 
GUILLERMO:
Are they partners? 
CARLOS:
No, Crisanto Perez isn’t a member of the Medellin Cartel but he has business relations with Escobar. He sells Pablo coca paste and they send joint shipments… 
GUILLERMO:

CARLOS:
Hey! What’s going on here? What are you going to do, man? 
CRISANTO:
Snitch! 
SCENE 30
OUTSIDE - COLONEL JIMÉNEZ’S HOUSE - DAY 
MOLE:
There he is! There he is! 
CHILI:
From 20 bodyguards he went down to two….that job will be very easy, boy… 
MOLE:
What the boss said: if this man lowered his guard, Jorge is the snitch…
CHILI:
He’s nothing but a stupid betrayer…
MOLE:
No…he’s a shitty traitor, man!
SCENE 31
PABLO’S OFFICE - DAY 
JORGE:
Excuse me, boss… 
PABLO:
What’s up, Jorge? How are you feeling?
JORGE:
Very good, thank you…very good… 
PABLO:
Did they take good care of you? Did they cure your wounds and give you the antibiotics?
JORGE:
Yes, yes. Thank you very much for asking… 
PABLO:
I also wanted to apologize because we were going too far with the torturing. But well… those are occupational risks. You have to understand I had to be sure of everything….
JORGE:
Don’t worry, boss. I understand it and I think you realized you can trust me more, right?
PABLO:
Yes I already can trust you more and believe less in Marino’s gossips. Go to work now! 
JORGE:
Boss: where are Chili and the Mole?
PABLO:
They are working…
JORGE:
Important things I imagine, right?
PABLO:
More or less. C’mon! 
JORGE:
Excuse me, boss…
PABLO:
This snitch! 
SCENE 32
PABLO’S HOUSE - DAY 
PATRICIA:
Dear…wasn’t Esteban supposed to come and play with you?
EMILIO:
He didn’t. His parents didn’t allow him…
PATRICIA:
Why? Do you want me to call and ask them to let him come?
EMILIO:
They don’t allow Esteban to be my friend… 
SCENE 33
OUTSIDE – FARM - DAY 
GONZALO: (ON THE PHONE)
Relax, man. For God’s sake cool it…I’ll handle it. Don’t worry…Of course….Go ahead, go ahead…
PABLO:
What’s up guys?
GONZALO:
How are you cousin?
PABLO:
What about you?
FABIO:
Hi brother in law…How was it?
PABLO:
Alright. Are you relaxed or what?
PELUCHE:
Well…more or less… 
FABIO:
More or less… 
PABLO:
What’s up, Jorge?
GONZALO:
What a jackass…
FABIO:
Ha! Ha! 
GONZALO:
I have a couple of news for you, cousin… 
PABLO:
Huh… 
GONZALO:
A bad one and a worse one… 
FABIO:
For God’s sake Gonzalo, don’t be a party pooper, huh?! Are you going to spoil this nice gathering? C’mon! 
PABLO:
Get off my ass, Gonzalo! At least let me get in…what’s wrong?
GONZALO:

GONZALO:
Thanks man… 
PELUCHE:
What’s up Crisanto? This place is really distant… 
CRISANTO:
Ha! Ha!...Stop complaining… 
FABIO:
Tell me brother….are there flies in here?
CRISANTO:
Come in…come in… 
PABLO:
How’s everything going, Crisanto?  It’s a pleasure to see partners… 
CRISANTO:
