MARCIA:

Hernán had told me he was having problems with some people from Cali. Couldn’t it have been they?

MAURICIO:

We have to find out. But first we have to ask the big shot in Medellin. You know he must be informed about everything that happens…  

MARCIA:

Pablo Escobar… 

MAURICIO:

Yes…the Cali people have him and they are aware he is supported by the boss of bosses…they have to release him…
SCENE 02

CORREA’S HOUSE – DAY 

LAURA:

Listen sir; tell me what’s going on, will you? Please, don’t leave me alone here with this terrible stomach ache I’m having. Sir, I’m talking to you…can you look at me for a while? Tell me where are you taking all that money? What’s wrong? Listen, sir. Where is my husband? What shall I do then? Tell me, please!! 
CHILI:

Listen madam, you’re getting on my nerves! I’m doing my job; they sent me to get that money and that’s what I’m doing it. Don’t make any more questions! 
LAURA:

But he is very cautious with his money. Why didn’t he himself come to get it? What’s more, I didn’t even know the combination of that safe vault. Please tell me what’s going on, will you? Why didn’t he come himself? Where is he? Huh? Hey! Answer me! 
CHILI:

He is busy…he’s busy doing his work… 

LAURA:

Well, so please ask him to call me, will you? I’m going to stay here quite worried without knowing where to go…
CHILI:

Listen, let’s do this. Where is the rest of the money? Where else do you have more money? Is this all you have?

LAURA:

What do you mean if you took it all? What else do you want?

CHILI:

CHILI:

CHILI:

LAURA:

Be very careful with the money…

POLICE OFFICER:
Good afternoon, colonel. You have a call… 

COLONEL:
Thank you… 

POLICE OFFICER:
Excuse me… 

COLONEL:
Hello! 
GENERAL:

Is filling papers your way to pursue the crooks of this country? 
COLONEL:
Good afternoon, general… 

GENERAL:

Is that what you do while you assure me you are pursuing Pablo Escobar and the Motoa brothers?

COLONEL:
I assure you, general, that at the school we’ve done a very serious investigation and intelligence work…
GENERAL:

And what do you in the meantime? Courses overseas? Do you think I’m going to authorize your leaving the country while I need you here pursuing delinquents and giving results?  
COLONEL:
It was a plan for next year, sir… 
GENERAL.

Pedregal, why don’t you concentrate yourself on this year? Listen to me very well: I need an important casualty or arrest, otherwise you can forget about your position…

Blanca, Dora, please bring us two beers! Okay tell me, what is it?

MAURICIO:

Well, I don’t know if you remember Hernán Valencia…my friend from school years… 

PABLO:

Of course I do, Valencia the madman! What’s with Valencia the madman? 
MAURICIO:

I think he was kidnapped… 

PABLO:

What do you mean Mauricio?

MAURICIO:

Yes, many guys got inside his apartment and took him out in front of his wife, and all left in two station wagons…. Do you know anything about it? 
PABLO:

How should I know? What do you mean? What are you trying to insinuate? 
MAURICIO:

Nothing, nothing…don’t misinterpret me, Pablo. I’m asking because you and I are aware that nothing moves in Medellin without your knowing it…
PABLO:

Well, it moved for the first time then. Let me find out what’s going on with this situation, because I’m quite surprised….I mean that if I had known it, you would have been the first person I had called…
MAURICIO:

Are you sure, Pablo?

PABLO:

MOLE:
Look inside then to see if there is anything to drink…
MARINO:

No…it’s too hot inside …I prefer to be thirsty…
MOLE:
As you wish… 

SCENE 06

OFFICE – DAY 

PABLO:

Tell me Plinio: did you finally get the deeds of the houses of my friend here?

PLINIO:

Of course! This is the one of the house in El Poblado. This is the one of the Shopping Center…. 

PABLO:

Yes... 

PLINIO.
And here is the deed of the ranch… 

PABLO:

Okay…so let’s start with the ranch, Correa. Go ahead…sign, buddy…
CORREA:

I can’t believe you are betraying me… 

PABLO:

I’m not betraying you, Correa….on the contrary: I’m saving your life! 
CORREA:

So how would you call preferring the Cali Cartel people over your partners?
PABLO:

What do you want then? That I start a fucking war with the Cali Cartel because of you? No way! Sign, sign! Can you imagine what would happen if they decided to ally with the National Government?
CHILI:

We would be fulminated! 
PABLO:

Exactly! Right, Plinio?

PLINIO:

All of us! 
PABLO:

They would make us disappear. So please collaborate….sign this one too. Thanks, Plinio. Chili, ask Orlando if he already has the deeds of Saint Mary of the Hills. Go ahead…that will help too. And the offices in Chapinero …. 
PABLO:

Ready… 

CHILI:

The ones of Saint Mary are been…
PABLO:

Saint Mary….what’s this? Ah, it is the Chapinero stuff. Sign here…if you are out of ink…use mine…
SCENE 07

HOUSE – DAY 

MARCIA:

If those people call, will we know where they have him?

MAURICIO:

Yes, Marcia. Don’t worry. I swear we’re going to find Hernan…relax…
SCENE 08

CAR – DAY 

GONZALO:

Are your finances that bad that you are fleecing second-rate individuals or what? 
PABLO:

Well, more or less…I invested too much money in the Monaco building. And if you add that to the Cuba route that continues to be limping…. yes, a bit… 

GONZALO:

I can lend you money if you need…. 

PABLO:

Do you think I’m going to get into the fucking mess of owing money to you? 
GONZALO:

How ungrateful you are, man! 
PABLO:

I’m not ungrateful, kid. If you want to collaborate with me, you have to give the money to me as a present, not lend it…
GONZALO:

What about this jerk! A present…that happens to me for being a snitch! 
PABLO:

Hello… 

COLONEL:
Pablo, you have a week to give me one of your men, you get me? We are in real problems now…. 

PABLO:

Pardon me?

COLONEL:
I’m saying that they are asking for results, Pablo. Things are getting difficult …either you give them to me, or I’ll have to go out and look for them… 

PABLO:

I’m terribly sorry, colonel, but don’t mess the environment because you and I have a deal… 

COLONEL:
We have another one now, Pablo, and it’s very easy: you take it or leave it…Pablo, Pablo!
PABLO:

Give me one week… 
GONZALO:

Problems or what?

PABLO:

Well, more or less…
SCENE 09

HOUSE – DAY 

LAURA:

Tell me you have good news, will you?

CHILI:

Ha! Things are very complicated….Kiko, tell her…tell her that the lady is anxious…
LAURA:

Yes… 

KIKO:

Listen, Mrs. Gloria. The problem is that the Cali Cartel people have your husband and that makes things quite complicated. Right, Chili?

CHILI:

Yes, that’s very complicated… 

LAURA:

What? What do you mean the Cali Cartel? So what was all that money you took for? 
CHILI:

Well, to try to solve the problem Mrs. Laura, but it is quite complicated. The boss is personally working to see if they release him soon…. 

LAURA:

Can we do anything? Maybe if I go and talk to those people….isn’t there anything that can be done?

CHILI:

That will complicate things even more, Mrs. Laura. The only thing that can be done is giving them the 10 million dollars they are asking…

PATRICIA:

What is it now?

PABLO:

How much did you pay for those pictures?

PATRICIA:

One million dollars… 

PABLO:

Did you pay one million dollars for five pictures, Patty? I can’t believe it! 

PATRICIA:

Ha! Ha! Don’t make me laugh, Pablo. For each one! 
PABLO:

Did you spend a whole million dollars in a painting? No! This is really…. 

PATRICIA:

What’s wrong?

PABLO:

You definitely went mad, ha! For God’s sake! 
PATRICIA:

What?

PABLO:

No… 

PATRICIA:

What a barefaced you are! Do you dare telling me that when you spent one hundred thousand dollars on a bird? 
PABLO:

No madam, that’s a lie! First of all it wasn’t just a bird. It was a black parrot and I spent fifty thousand dollars on the female and five thousand on the male…and they are animals…that is quite different Patricia… 
PATRICIA:

That’s why, my love! Animals….animals die, but art survives… 

PABLO:

Art survives…

PABLO:

PABLO:

How can you say that Patricia? That’s a white lie the Government tells the people for them to think they are doing something… but talking is not the same as actually doing…
PATRICIA:

My darling. I love you very much and of course want you with me. But I don’t want to see you like that…suffering, anxious…with gastritis… 

PABLO:

Ha! Ha! 
PATRICIA:

Am I inventing that too?

PABLO:

Suffering? Do I look that bad? I’m all right, I’m at ease…Look who we have here…
DANIELA:

Daddy!

PABLO:

Come my little speck! Run, run…sick, what about that?! Oh you look beautiful! 
PATRICIA:

Listen, Pablo. If that guy decides to pursue you, what are we going to do? 
PABLO:

We hide. In that case, we’d have to hide…that’s what we would have to do…hide…. 

DANIELA:

We’ll hide… 

PABLO:

Say we all will hide… 
DANIELA:

We all will hide… 

PABLO:

Ha! Ha! What do you say about the view, huh?

PATRICIA:

Beautiful…. 

PABLO:

Fantastic! Do you like it, Danielita?

DANIELA:

Yes sir… 

PABLO:

Can you see all those buildings? Look… the whole city is out there….

MALE:
Good morning boss… 

PABLO:

Thank you kid… 

MALE 2:

Good day, boss… 

PABLO:

What’s up Chili?

CHILI:

How are you, boss?

PABLO:

How was it?

CHILI:

You can’t imagine what that woman asked me… 

PABLO:

What?

CHILI:

She’s demanding a photo otherwise she won’t give one cent… 

PABLO:

What about this cynical and liar woman? Didn’t she tell you they had no more money, that they had given everything to us and didn’t have one penny left? Didn’t she put a show and cried as if she was a calf? What does that bitch think? That she’s going to be a smart ass worse than her husband or what? 
CHILI:

Well, boss, if you authorize me, we can press her and get the properties too…
PABLO:

No, do you know what we have to do? Go where Pablo Correa is and take a couple of instant pictures with today’s newspaper on his chest and send one to that stupid woman so she will know we are not joking…. 

CHILI:

All right, sir! 

PABLO:

Thank you Chili…help me with that… 

CHILI:

Yes sir… 

PABLO:

Thank you very much, you hear? Thanks!

KIKO:

37, 38, 39, 40

CORREA:

Cain, brother….why don’t we talk for a while? Kiko, just a word, brother…. 

KIKO:

I’m sorry but we can’t chat … so you’ll have to talk to yourself…
CORREA:

Listen, brother, you perfectly know the boss is going to kill me. You carry a Bible. You believe in God. Are you going to allow them to take my life, brother?

CAIN:

The Lord says: For a brief moment I abandoned you, but with great compassion I will take you back…
CORREA:

Hey brothers! You have a whole life ahead and I have a good amount of money saved, which I can give to you if you respect my life….all of it! 
KIKO:

Listen to this one sharing out pennies! Ha! Ha! 
CORREA:

Sorry Kiko! I’m not talking about pennies! I don’t know what you prefer… millions of dollars and a enjoy a good, relaxed life or a life full of uncertainties or near a man that may kill you just like he’s going to kill me if you don’t let me go…
CAIN:

Listen, man. We are loyal to the boss, you hear?

CORREA:

No, I mean …
CAIN:

MAURICIO:

Antioquia, he is in Antioquia. Forget about Cali….
VALENCIA:

They are going to call to ask you an amount of money. You know where it is. Give it all if it is necessary. We aren’t going to risk our lives because of money, okay?

MARCIA:

Yes, love. Who’s going to call me?

VALENCIA:

I have no idea, darling. Just do what they ask you, okay?

PABLO:

What do you mean a problem? Didn’t Chili go and took the picture?

KIKO:

That’s exactly what I mean, boss. We had to leave before Chili arrived….
PABLO:

Why?

CAIN:

Boss, I swear by whatever I hold most sacred that what happened was an accident. And I have God as a witness…
PABLO:

Go ahead and talk, Cain! Tell me what happened!
CAIN:

Listen, Don Pablo…I was….we all were alive when Kiko told me …

KIKO:

I was doing maintenance on the gun… 

KIKO:

Let me talk and I’ll explain him, man… 

CAIN:
Then… 

KIKO:

Let me talk, pal… 

CAIN:

And bang! …the bullet came out and I hit him straight…. 

PABLO:

Do you know how much was that woman going to pay for this man’s picture?

CAIN:

No sir… 

PABLO:

Two million…. 

CAIN:

All right boss. So Kiko, you, well…why not? I’ll contribute half… 

PABLO:

Okay… 

CAIN:

And Kiko… 

PABLO:

The widow was going to pay two million dollars for the proof of survival. How are we going to arrange that then? You pay one million…
CAIN:
Dollars…No, not dollars…
PABLO:

Half then?

KIKO:

Boss, no…

COLONEL:
Yes…you only have until Sunday to do it, huh?

PABLO:

I don’t have to wait until Sunday because the man you’re asking me is ready…

Oh my, don Mauricio. This is really a miracle, isn’t it?! Such a big world and meet you in here…. 

MAURICIO:

MAURICIO:

What a fucking life! But I know Hernan should be around, and I’m going to find him. Hey kid, come! Have you seen suspicious vans like these lately? 
KID:

Yes, I saw a few ones a couple of days ago…but they went straight to the other path…

MAURICIO:

The other path?

SCENE 25

CAR – DAY 

MOLE:
There is that jerk, man. You know what’s going on in there? 
KID:
Look, look, like that one…
MAURICIO:

Like that one? 
MOLE:
We’ll be in touch, Don Mauricio…whatever you need…. 

VALENCIA:

Restrepo! Restrepo!

MOLE:
Shut the fuck up! Shut up if you don’t want me to blow you, stupid! You know what? Cover yourself…cover yourself! 
MARINO:

Do you think that man noticed it?

MOLE:
I don’t think so… 

MALE:
Shall we follow them, sir?

MAURICIO:

No, no. We lost them already. Let’s go… 

SCENE 26

COUNTRYSIDE – DAY 

GONZALO:

There…it’s all right in there…I don’t know what you did to make that woman give you two million dollars for the photo of a Frankenstein…Ha! Ha! 
PABLO:

Yes, and we’ll have to get the other two by force…
GONZALO:

We are recuperating the petty cash man. The lady can’t complain….she was left without a husband and without inheritance… 

CHILI:

Boss, your call is ready… 

PABLO:

Thanks kid…
GONZALO:

Take this, Chili…. 

CHILI:

Okay Don Gonzalo… 

GONZALO:

You continue brother…I got fucked! 
PABLO: (on the phone)

What’s up Mauricio?

MAURICIO:

How are you, Pablo? What’s new?
PABLO:

I was asking about your friend… 

MAURICIO:
And?

PABLO:

The best for you is not to get involved… 
MAURICIO:

Oh yeah? Why? 
PABLO:

As long as I know, he is with people from Cali. And besides this is a money problem. So I think that the best for you is not to get involved with that. Let it be solved by itself… 

MAURICIO:

No Pablo…how can you ask me that? Don’t you see that Hernan is my best friend, my pal? I can’t leave him alone in the worst moment of his life…
PABLO:

I know that Mauricio. He’s my friend too. But understand I can’t start a war with the Cali Cartel and much less now when the situation is so serious. Besides, is it a money problem. The man played dirty on them…
MAURICIO:

No, no Pablo…his wife says that’s a lie… 

PABLO:

Don’t get involved, Mauricio. Pay attention to me! If you keep insisting on that, you end up burnt up. I know why I’m saying it…
MARCIA:

What is it?

But regarding the resurrection of the dead, haven’t you read God’s words when He said: I’m the God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. God is not the god of the dead but of the living…Listen Kiko: shouldn’t we tell the boss that we should remove that from his eyes? 

KIKO:

Needles, you hear? Are you still thinking about giving orders to the boss? Go ahead and do it and you’ll see where he’s going to stick those needles, you hear?

CAIN:

But it is not fair to let him go to heaven like that, brother… 

KIKO:

He already left with a gift. What can we do? 
GONZALO:

Hey, lower that thing, buddy! Get it down! What about this couple of gunmen Chili has? One of them doesn’t know what to do….and what are you doing? 
CAIN:

I’m praying, Don Gonzalo… 

GONZALO:

Praying?! For God’s sake…praying! 
PABLO:

What? How are you colonel? They are Kiko and Cain…
CAIN:

A pleasure…
COLONEL:
The ones you got out of jail?
PABLO:

Exactly! And the one having a nap is Mr. Pablo Correa, the latest casualty you are going to show at the institution….c’mon, kids…to the truck, right now… 
GONZALO:

Fuck off! They are not loading potatoes…fuck off! 
COLONEL:
When I told you I needed a man I didn’t mean that… 

PABLO:

A casualty is a casualty, colonel…and this is not a nobody…we are talking about Pablo Correa, two years working with me, an active member of the Cali Cartel and part of the Extraditable. You can’t tell me he’s no good… 

COLONEL:
But I wanted someone with a better profile…
PABLO:

Well, you’ll have to resign yourself to what you have and take the most advantage of it…
COLONEL:
As if that were that easy. Can you tell me how am I going to explain this to the General?

PABLO:

You have nothing to explain about a dead man. You just have to tell him that you killed him…

COLONEL:
What? Me? 
PABLO:

Exactly! You tell the general that you were conducting an operation against the Medellin Cartel. That you met them in a warehouse…that there was an exchange of gunfire…Do I have to teach you how to make a false positive, colonel?

COLONEL:
But, but…explaining things like that to the general is a far-fetched story. Do you get me? It makes no sense at all…

PABLO:

We can do something for them to believe you. Come Gonzalo, shoot at the colonel’s ankle, please…
GONZALO:

All right… 

COLONEL:

Look for him using other means. What else? 
MARCIA:

You are not going to give them even one cent…Hello! 
MOLE:
Listen, dear. The business is very simple. You give us the other two million dollars and we’ll give your husband back to you alive. What do you say?
MARCIA:

I need to know how my husband is first…

Speak… 

VALENCIA:
Marcia, darling…I’m all right…don’t worry…
