COLONEL: (on the phone)

It has been totally confirmed, general, the Medellin Cartel has Mr. Andrés Pastrana…
GENERAL:

Yes, I’ve just found out. That’s the worst thing that could’ve happened to us… 

COLONEL:
All the more reason to keep looking. They should have him hidden somewhere in Bogota… 

GENERAL:

Do you really think he is here, colonel?

COLONEL:
Yes. He can’t be in Medellin. I don’t think they moved there him overnight… 

GENERAL:

Never mind. Just assume he is there and ask all units to look for him… 

COLONEL:
You’ll have to excuse me, general, but our number one target is Escobar. Are you asking me to change it?
GENERAL:

I’m demanding you to find both…. 

SCENE 3

STREET – NIGHT 

EARRING:
Hey Marino, that man didn’t arrive … 

MARINO:

Relax, brother, that guy always arrives, you get me? Look, there he is, can you see him? The one with the checked suit…he’s nobody else but the Attorney General of this country… 

EARRING:
Does such an important man move with so few bodyguards?

MARINO:

How about that? That’s quite a chance for us! 
EARRING:
It sure is…
SCENE 4

PABLO’S HOUSE – DAY 

MARINO: (on the phone)

Ready, sir, we’ve located him. The Attorney General got to Medellin a few hours ago… 
PABLO:

Do you know if he went straight to the ranch?

MARINO:

Yes, sir, and the best part is that he came with very few bodyguards… 

PABLO:

Well, we’re really lucky…much better Marino, of course! 
MARINO:

Yes, quite a chance! Well, boss, just ask us what to do… 
PABLO:

Listen, Marino. You are in charge of that operation, so tell me what should be done… 

MARINO:

Well, I don’t know, I think it is kind of difficult to go to his ranch at this moment, you get me? I would wait until Monday when the gentleman will travel to Bogota and get him before he arrives at the airport… 

PABLO:

Okay, go ahead! 

MARINO:

All right sir….Ready brother…

No, Mrs. Patty, relax, nothing happened to don Pablo. I’m here because he asked me to come and get you and the children…

Oh God! How come? At four o’clock in the morning? 
EARRING:
Well, Mrs. Patty, I’m really sorry, but orders are orders…. 

PATRICIA:

Wait for me… 

EARRING:
I’ll wait… 

SCENE 6

ROOM – NIGHT 

MARINO:

How do you do, sir? Everything okay? Are you comfortable?

What is it?

MARINO:

Listen, sir. I’ll have to go out for a while now. If you need anything, the boys are here to help you, okay?
ANDRES:

Wait. Tell Pablo I need to talk to him. The elections will be held in a few days, and I must be in Bogota. I can’t continue to be here… 

MARINO:

Listen to this information: in two days you’ll be in the jungle, huh?

ANDRES:

In the jungle? Listen, in two days I’ll have to be in Bogota and I can intercede with the Government on your behalf, but I won’t be able to do anything if I am buried in the jungle… 

MARINO:

Huh… 

MALE:

What then?

MARINO:

Nothing, let’s go...
VULTURE:
Are you sure you don’t want me to come with you?

MARINO:

No, stay here. It’s okay. We’ll be in touch, Vulture… 
VULTURE:
Don’t forget the favor I asked you …

MARINO:
We are going to wait, guys… 

SCENE 8

HOUSE – DAY 

EARRING:
Go ahead, brother… 

PATRICIA:

What about coming at this time? What a nerve! 
PABLO:

How are you?

PATRICIA:

Honey, dear! How are you?

EMILIO:

Daddy!
DANIELA:

Daddy! 
PABLO:

Hi Danny, what’s up, Emilio? Mother… 

ENELIA:

How are you my dear?

PABLO:

And you? Come, Danny, go with granny so you will be installed in the room… 
ENELIA:

Accompany me… 
PABLO:

Come with me, mother… 

ENELIA:

Where, son?

PABLO:

In the first floor, there is a room for each one, okay? Leave a good one to the girl, you hear, Emilio?
EARRING:
Excuse me, Don Pablo; I’ll leave for you to have a good night… 

PABLO:

I love you too… 

WIFE:
Oh…I’m going to miss you a lot… …

OUTSIDE HOUSE – DAY 

ATTORNEY GENERAL:
Good morning guys… 

BODYGUARD:
Good day, sir… 

ATTORNEY GENERAL:
What’s up, Gerardo?

IVÁN:

Good morning… 

ATTORNEY GENERAL:
How are you, Ivan? 

IVÁN:
Fine, sir… 

ATTORNEY GENERAL:
How’s your cold doing?

IVÁN:

Getting better sir, thank you very much… 

ATTORNEY GENERAL:
I’m glad…

PRESIDENT’S OFFICE – DAY 

BEDOYA:

It was clearly a kidnapping attempt…
PRESIDENT: (on the phone)

Get General Ulloa on the line immediately! Do you think these two cases are linked?

BEDOYA:

Of course, Mr. President…all the more bearing in mind that the Attorney General’s attack happened in Medellin…
SCENE 13

ROAD – DAY 

COLONEL:
No one should doubt we’re going to find him today. We have to take advantage of the daylight and work jointly with all of the city units. If we have to, we will go through ranches, houses, cars, but we are going to find Attorney General Carlos Mauro! Is that clear?!  
MALES:

Yes, Colonel!

SCENE 14

CAR – DAY 

ATTORNEY GENERAL:
Where are you taking me?

MARINO:

Don’t you worry, sir… 

ATTORNEY GENERAL:
This foot is wounded… 

MARINO:

I’ll get a doctor, relax…
ATTORNEY GENERAL:
Don’t do anything foolish, guys, that won’t help you at all. You are bleeding the country. This makes no sense! A war that involves money is a lost war… 

MARINO:

Lost? Lost for you…Hey, move…
SCENE 15

ROOM – DAY 

PATRICIA:

Are you leaving so early?

PABLO:

Yes, I have things to do… 

PATRICIA:

But you aren’t an early riser… 

PABLO:

Yes I know…but not being an early riser is one thing, and having to get up early is a quite different one …Today I must leave early…
RADIO ANNOUNCER:
“I prefer guitars to machine guns”. That was what the Attorney General answered whey they asked him about his precarious security staff. That carelessness is the reason why he’s kidnapped at this moment… 
PATRICIA:

Another kidnapping…
PABLO:

Yes, how awful! All right Patty, say hello to the children, that I love them very much and that I’ll come to visit them soon. I’ll be calling anyway, okay?

PATRICIA:

Pablo, aren’t we going to talk about that?

PABLO:

About what?

PATRICIA:

The kidnapping… 

PABLO:

No, we aren’t going to talk about that…. 

PATRICIA:

I love you very much… 

PABLO:

I do love you too…

Jason!

MARINO:

Hey buddy! Are you okay?

ATTORNEY GENERAL:
Jason, Jason, I need you to let me make a call…I must report I’m all right.. 

MARINO:

Let me accommodate you, see if that wound is all right and make sure there are no cops around. After that you can make all calls you want. You get me? But for the time being, keep quiet, sir….
SCENE 18

CAR – DAY 

COLONEL:
That way, that way… Good morning… 

CHILI:

Good morning… 

COLONEL:
Are you the person in charge of this farmhouse?
CHILI:

Yes, sir… 

COLONEL:
Where are your bosses?

CHILI:

They are in… Medellin…
COLONEL:
Haven’t you seen anything strange around here? Something you want to report, to say, I don’t know….anything out of the ordinary?

CHILI:
No sir, everything’s normal… 

COLONEL:
I’m going to enter and revise the house…excuse me… 
CHILI:

Go in, sir… 
COLONEL:
Excuse me… If you happen to see anything strange, please get in touch with any of the nearby police stations… 
CHILI:

Yes, sure sir. Mr. Colonel, do you know about something that I should worry about, be careful? 
COLONEL:
No, no, you don’t have to worry about anything. We are the ones who should worry. Those are routine issues, thank you…Let’s go…c’mon, let’s go…

What we can do, sir, is get the two chicks inside the same cage. You get me? But that job is a bit more complicated…
GONZALO:

Remember it will never be good to put all the eggs in the same basket, bro…
PABLO:

Don’t do anything crazy, please… 

VULTURE:
Crazy? Come… 

ANDRES:

I’m not going to move. Pease don’t do anything crazy! 
VULTURE:
Shut up! C’mon, quiet, quiet.... 

ANDRES:

I am Andrés Pastrana, I am Andrés Pastrana, please put your weapons down. Let’s have a dialogue and try to find a solution, gentlemen, please! 
VULTURE:
All right. You listened already. The life of this man depends on you.  He will leave this place dead or alive…that depends on what you decide… 

POLICE OFFICER:
Release him and drop the gun. You can’t escape… 

VULTURE:
No, shut up, asshole! 
ANDRES:

You knew it, didn’t you?

MARINO:

Sir… 

PABLO:

Your little friend Pastrana was rescued….

COUNTRYSIDE –DAY 

MAJOR:
Okay, okay… 

VULTURE:
If one of your snitches follows me, just prepare yourself! 
MAJOR:
Calm down, everything’s fine… 

VULTURE:
I won’t leave you alive, jerk!
MAJOR:
Calm down…
VULTURE:
Calm down? Get down on your knees! 
MAJOR:
Okay, easy, easy… Don’t kill me…What are you going to do, man?

Mr. President, thank you very much. You don’t know how much I appreciate what you did… 

PRESIDENT:
I told you we were going to find your son. All we need now is to find the Attorney General… 

FORMER PRESIDENT PASTRANA:

I’m sure you’re going to achieve it… 

PRESIDENT:
I’m sure we will…
FORMER PRESIDENT PASTRANA:

General…
GENERAL:

Mr. President…
FORMER PRESIDENT PASTRANA:

Thank you so much, general! I never doubted that you were going to find him… 
GENERAL:

We simply did what we had to do… 

PRESIDENT:
Any news of the Attorney General?

GENERAL:

We keep looking. Colonel Osvaldo Quintana is leading the operation…

In a very nice gesture, a police officer said he would offer himself as a hostage. Then I told the kidnapper that I would surrender provided  that the police officer’s life would not run any risk. Then he told me it wouldn’t run any risk..

Eight days in captivity have become a symbol of what a free and sovereign Colombia should be…
ANNOUNCER 2:

Andrés Pastrana finally arrived at his father’s house where he is now in the company of his relatives…  

ANDRES:

Kidnapping is one of the most atrocious crimes. Deprive a person of freedom, use force over reason, separate a person from his dear ones is inhuman, and that’s what The Extraditable did with me, and most probably with Attorney General Hoyos. The Colombian citizens must demand this small group of criminals who only want not to be extradited, to immediately release the Attorney General, and solve their problems before a judge and not with machine guns and kidnapping people as they are doing at this moment…

KIKO:

Look, sir. I’m going to tell you something. My brother is the one who give the sermons here, and nobody pays attention to him…there is Marino, let’s go… 

VULTURE:
I’ll be seeing you, old man… 
KIKO:

Bye!

COUNTRYSIDE – DAY 

COLONEL:
Major… 

MAJOR:
At your service, colonel! 

COLONEL:
Congratulations, you are an example of courage for the country. How do you feel? 
MAJOR:
Very good, colonel, and ready to keep going… 

COLONEL:
So let’s go on…where did the man who had you go? 
MAJOR:
Down the cattle track …
COLONEL:
Garcia, give a gun to the Major. Gentlemen, deploy! Coordinate…c’mon, deployed! Deployed!

To the left, to the left!

OUTSIDE HOUSE – DAY 

MARINO:

Tough, gentlemen…this whole thing got very tough! 
VULTURE:
And why do I have to go with you, jerk?
MARINO:

Well, what do you want after the fuck-up with this guy Pastrana?! After such a fuck-up?! We have to take him for a ride… 

VULTURE:
Let’s go then, jackass! 
MARINO:

Okay sir, we are leaving… 

ATTORNEY GENERAL:
What do you mean we are leaving? Where are we going?

MARINO:
I’ll tell you later…c’mon… 

ATTORNEY GENERAL:
Listen Jason, you promised me a phone call and I’m not going to move from here until …

MARINO:

I said we’re leaving, man…move!!

ATTORNEY GENERAL:
Jason, Jason! Listen to me, please, you’re already in problems, don’t make things worse… 

MARINO:

Listen sir, I beg you to shut up, please, please! 

VULTURE:
Are we ready? Let’s go… 
ATTORNEY GENERAL:
What are you waiting for? Don’t you realize that …
VULTURE:
Move, man! 
MARINO:

Up…up…

HOUSE – DAY 

PABLO: (over the radio)

The Police and the Government are congratulating each other because Mr. Pastrana’s rescue as if they didn’t know that was just a stroke of luck… 

MARIACHI:

They would have to be stupid to publicly admit they found him… 

PEDRO:

It’s logic that they show him like a trophy, man… 

PABLO:

Well, let’s wait and see if we are going to allow them do the same with the Attorney General…. 

PEDRO:

Oh no, Pablo, no matter what, we have to admit that job came off very badly… 

MIGUEL:
Excuse me for interfering, Pedro, but I don’t think that things came off that badly, brother… 

PABLO:

The truth is that I don’t  think so either. We kidnapped the Conservative Party’s spoiled kid, and he got quite a fright, and any fright counts… 

MIGUEL:
Pedro, the Government already realized they are vulnerable and very well know what The Extraditable are capable of doing, and also know that if they don’t give in, kidnappings are going to continue, and I think that’s a sound reason to negotiate, isn’t it?

PABLO:

Exactly! Besides, we still have the Attorney General …We have to wait to see what we decide to do…
PEDRO:
