What do you mean is nothing? Tel me why you are crying…
RAQUEL:

I feel embarrassed to tell you this. But I heard the journalists talking. You get me?

ANA MARIA:

And what’s with that?

RAQUEL:

They said El Espectador is going to be the next one, that Mr. Pablo Escobar is going to leave us without a job, and you know how much I need it, Mrs. Ana Maria…

ANA MARIA:
What do you mean you’re going to be left without a job?

FABIO:

PATRICIA:

He is your brother in law …

FABIO:

One can have different opinions and argue with relatives, Patricia! Especially if you have valid arguments like the ones I have now! So fuck off! 

PATRICIA:

Well…

FABIO:

Fuck off!!

PATRICIA:

Hey!! Don’t be that rude. Tell me what your valid arguments are because I don’t know…
FABIO:

For God’s sake, Patricia! Are you serious? 

PATRICIA:

What?

FABIO:

Fuck off!

PATRICIA:

What?

FABIO:

You should learn that your head is not good just to look a nice hairdo …
PATRICIA:

Are you going to stop being nasty?

FABIO:

Nasty?! Don’t you watch the news or what?!! Read a newspaper once in a while!! Huh!!! I can’t believe it!!! 
PATRICIA:

What are you talking about? Mr. Galan’s assassination?

FABIO:

Of course I’m talking about Mr. Galan’s assassination!! 

PATRICIA:

Hum!

FABIO:

What did Pablo tell you now? Why don’t you tell me what he said? That a couple of Galan’s enemies killed him and you believed him?! Huh!! Ha! Ha! This is unbelievable! SCENE 5

DAY-PABLO’S RANCH
ENELIA:

Here, my little boy Pablo….I brought your snack the way you like it, darling!!

PABLO:

Thanks a lot mom!

ENELIA:
With all my pleasure! I’ll leave so you can talk. Hey! This little girl fell asleep! She was vomiting like mad!
PABLO:

What’s wrong with you? Why are you so quiet?

PATRICIA:

Sick…
PABLO:

Huh?!

PATRICIA:

Sick…

PABLO:

What do you mean, sick? What is it?

PATRICIA:

Because of how shocked I am, Pablo…Fabio told me everything! Say something! What are you going to say?

PABLO:

Where is Fabio? Where is he?!!
PATRICIA:

Don’t pick on him now…He’s quite right to be mad at you! How could you dare killing Mr. Galan?! Explain that to me!
PABLO:

I’m not going to appear like a murderer in front of my children. As I told my mom, I don’t want them to have any access to sensationalist, liar, morbid and manipulators media. I don’t want them near magazines, newspapers or news bulletins….You’re not going to spoil my children’s innocence!! And that’s an order, Mrs. Madam…
SCENE 6

DAY-GALAN’S HOUSE
GLORIA:

Oh no, Maruja! This is terrible! I swear I don’t know how I can stand up!! 
MARUJA:

How are the kids?

GLORIA:

I don’t know where they get all that strength from. They are always taken care of me, watching for me not to collapse, always by my side…
MARUJA:

Alberto and I are trying to get there. But flights from Indonesia are kind or late. And I don’t know if we will make it on time…
GLORIA:

¡No, no, Maruja! Don’t come! 
MARUJA:

We want to accompany you…
GLORIA:

No, no…it’s not that I don’t want you to be here. Of course, that would be the best, but things here are really terrible. Don’t put yourselves at more risk please!
MARUJA:

How are you going to handle all this by yourself, Gloria?

GLORIA:

Listen, you aren’t going to make here it on time. You’ll have to run back. It’s not worthy, and I really think you’re still at much risk …
MARUJA:

You must leave the country. That man isn’t going to stop there…
GLORIA:

Well, yes…I think we’ll have to run out of the country, right? 
MARUJA:

Why did you let him go to Soacha? 
GLORIA:

That was crazy, I know… 
SCENE 7
DAY- SCHOOL OF POLICE 

COLONEL PABON:

According to the flowchart left by Colonel Quintana, this is what the Medellin Cartel would be…
GENERAL PERAZA:

All right, but where do the Moreno brothers fit in?

COLONEL PABON:

Well…intelligence hasn’t been accurate with the information. We don’t know if they are part of Escobar structure or operate on their own…
GENERAL:

Colonel Pabon! That doesn’t affect our objectives…
AGUIRRE:

You’re right, general. We’ll go after everyone, no matter if they belong to the military wing as all those criminals appear to be. Bosses, advisers, contributors, whatever smells the Medellin Cartel will be sprayed with bullets! 
COLONEL PABON:
Aguirre!

AGUIRRE:

I’m sorry, I’m sorry, general…I meant captured!
GENERAL:

And may I know how are you going to do it?

COLONEL PABON:

General! Through telephone tracking, reward payments, rural patrolling, checking points, intelligence…
GENERAL FERNANDEZ:

WOMAN: (crying)
Galan, our friend, we’ll be with you till the end!!! 

♪♪♪♪ The warrior raised his hand, pointing the infinite. The warrior says these tears are tomorrow’s laughter that are waiting for me…the warrior, riding through the clouds, has taught me that these earthly prisms are nothing compared to my people… The warrior, fearless, was looking for…brotherhood …♪♪♪♪

JUAN MANUEL:

…That you count on our support to become the president that Colombia wanted and needed!

♪♪♪♪ compared to my people…that from their core liberate themselves. The warrior raised his hand ♪♪♪♪
SCENE 12

DAY-JUDICIAL POLICE
(GENERAL ENTERS IN FLASH-BACK)

GENERAL:

The situation is as simple as this: either we show results or we are dismissed!

(HE GETS OUT OF FLASH-BACK)

GENERAL FERNANDEZ:
Lieutenant, come to my office right away! 
SCENE 13

DAY-BOGOTA STREET
CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:
Hullo! Alexander Quiroga?

ALEXANDER:

Yes, that’s me…
CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:
I’m from the police. A search, please…
ALEXANDER:

What’s wrong? Why? What did I do?!
CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:
Accompany us! Accompany us!

ALEXANDER:

No, no…but! What’s going on? I haven’t done anything! Okay, okay!

CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:
Silence!!

SCENE 14

DAY-BOGOTA STREET
MALE:
Hello! What’s up, son?! How have you been? My house phone isn’t working!! Yes!

CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:
Sir?

MALE:

Yes, wait a moment! Yes?!

CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:
This is a police operation. A searching, please …

(THE POLICE OFFICER HANGS THE PHONE)

CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:
Accompany us!

MALE:

Where to? Accompany you where?

CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:
Silence! Silence!!

MALE:
But…What is this? What happened?!

CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:
Get in! Get in!!

MALE:
Where are you taking me?

CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:
Don’t ask!

SCENE 15
DAY-OFFICE
FAYAD:
The Coast may not have emeralds! But it has us, Arabs, who are quite valuable…and green too!! And don’t pull my leg because that’s the truth!! Ha! Ha! 
LIEUTENANT:
Correa!! Hands up!! And you stand up!

FAYAD:
Who is this one?!

CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:
Are you deaf or are pretending being so? I said hands up! Search everything…hurry! C’mon!!

FAYAD:
At least tell us what’s going on in here…
LIEUTENANT:

Of course I’m going to tell you! You made a call saying that Mr. Galan deserved all 
those shots. Did or didn’t you?!!
MALE 1:

You are wrong, gentleman. We didn’t do any call…
CIVIL POLICE OFFICER 1:
Lieutenant, we got him before he could escape….Look what he had…
CIVIL POLICE OFFICER 2:

Lieutenant! Look what I found…
LIEUTENANT:
Look at this…ammunition, a Mini Uzi, and a Magnum 357. Hum! And you didn’t kill Mr. Galan, right?
SCENE 16

DAY-DAI OFFICE 

GENERAL PERAZA:

Yes, what matters is to capture people, Colonel. Congratulations and please keep me informed, will you? Thank you, yes…
ANA MARIA:

Any arrests?

GENERAL PERAZA:

Believe me that I’d gladly scoop you, Mrs. Ana Maria, but that is very delicate information that you’ll know on due time… 
ANA MARIA:

Don’t worry. I didn’t come looking for news. I came because I’m still quite worried about the newspaper and the journalists…
GENERAL PERAZA:

Look, Mrs. Ana Maria…I had already told you and I repeat it now that nothing is going to happen to El Espectador. As far as I know, Escobar’s war was against your two sons who I understand are abroad, aren’t they?
ANA MARIA:

Yes, but what about the other journalists? I wonder why are you so sure that nothing wrong is going to happen to the newspaper…
GENERAL PERAZA:

Listen, Mrs. Ana Maria. Pablo Escobar has just killed a presidential candidate. There is no newspaper in Colombia that is not condemning that fact. And I personally don’t think Escobar is going to attempt against all of the newspapers in the country...

ANA MARIA:

Of course not! But El Espectador and Escobar have a history…

ANA MARIA:

ANA MARIA:

Yes! That…
GENERAL PERAZA:

Listen, Mrs. Ana Maria! Escobar isn’t going to bomb the newspaper…look, I understand your concern, but I honestly and with all due respect, think you’re exaggerating. We from the direction have provided full support to El Espectador, your journalists, your family. I frankly don’t think that anything wrong is going to happen to you …

SCENE 17

DAY-BOGOTA STREETS
COLONEL:

We are locating the defendant’s photos …yes, yes, central…perfect…
MALE:
Pardon, officer. If we identify this guy, are the police going to reward us?

COLONEL:

Yes, that’s right. And with more reason if you saw him here at the Soacha square…
SCENE 18
DAY – JUDICIAL POLICE
FAYAD:
No, don’t panic. This must be a mistake. We all know we are innocent, so we’re going to be freed…
MALE 1:

We are innocent. Those people are talking about a call we didn’t make. Besides, we’ve been accused of nothing less that Galan’s death…
FAYAD:
Well, I understand the situation is delicate, but I insist in that if we are innocent, we have nothing to worry about…
DARIO:

Well and how are we going to justify the pistol, the bulletproof vest and the ammunition they found in the office, huh?
MALE 2:

That’s true…
FAYAD:
We can’t justify it because the agents who arrested us put them in there, as simple as that…
DARIO:

Exactly! How are we going to demonstrate they don’t belong to us?

FAYAD:
Shit! You fucked me up with that! Well, then can look for a clue to see if they find anything …

MALE 3:

My pistol has a license. Do you think that’s why I was arrested? I can’t see any other justification. I’m a simple potato and vegetable merchant…
LIEUTENANT:
Hey, you!

MALE 3:

Who? Me?

LIEUTENANT:
No, the other one, the Jewish…get out…
FAYAD:
Who? Who? Me? For your information, I was born in Barranquilla, from Arab ancestors, something quite different…
LIEUTENANT:
I couldn’t care less where you come from. C’mon, get out…my Colonel needs you…
FAYAD:
I want to talk to your colonel too. Relax, guys, I’ll take care of everything…I’ll clarify it…this is a mistake. What are you going to do?  Why are you handcuffing me?
POLICE OFFICER:

Hands back! Move, move!

SCENE 19

DAY-EL ESPECTADOR
ANA MARIA:

I was talking to general Peraza about El Espectador situation…
NIKY:
What does the general say? Does he think we are running a risk?

ANA MARIA:

No, not at all! He thinks that El Espectador and the journalists are safe…Yes; I know you don’t think the same!

NIKY:
Mrs. Ana Maria, after Galan’s murdering, El Espectador will become the Medellin Cartel target again. Fernando and Juan Guillermo may not be here, but…
ANA MARIA:

We are all here!

NIKY:
Yes! It’s obvious that we are afraid. El Espectador hasn’t changed its position on the issue, and we perfectly know the type of people we are facing…
ANA MARIA:

But we don’t face anybody, we do journalism and yes, we defend certain ideas, values, but that’s all…
NIKY:
Well, I would be lying to you if I said the staff is at ease and they think like general Peraza, but we all remain here anyway….
ANA MARIA:

I know and I appreciate it very much….Niky, help me to talk to them, to ask them to calm down, I promise you that I’m going to keep looking for support, that I’m going to get protection…
NIKY:
Yes, madam…so long …

ANA MARIA:

Thank you.  Niky!
NIKY:
Yes madam?

ANA MARIA:

I know you all can find a job somewhere else, and haven’t done it. Thank you! I really appreciate that. Thank you very much!
NIKY:
This is our home…
ANA MARIA:

Thank you!
SCENE 20

DAY-PABLO’S WAREHOUSE
KIKO: 
What’s wrong, Mole? Is the job too complicated or what?

MOLE:
I don’t know, brother, but that job …You know what? That’s not going to work…That stuff is wet…It is good for nothing!
CAIN:

No man, don’t worry, because this has a solution. Did you see the car? Look at it! Recently stolen. A beauty! 
MOLE:
Well, the car looks very pretty, but we have to know how the engine is, be sure it won’t spoil the job.  You know what? Help me with that and check the engine…
CAIN:

Don’t worry, Mole because Kiko is a very good mechanic. Let’s check it then!
KIKO:

Yeah! You know we will do anything for the boss, brother! 
MOLE:
Noo!! How come is it wet, man? 
CAIN:

Hey look! No, this thing is complete, brother! We just have to open slowly in there…right? 
KIKO:

Oh no! This is perfect!
CAIN:

How do you like it?

SCENE 21

DAY-COLONEL’S OFFICE 

GENERAL:

Come in!

LIEUTENANT:
Colonel! This is the leader of the gang…
FAYAD:
Wait a moment, lieutenant. What do you mean the leader of the gang? What gang are you talking about?

COLONEL FERNADEZ:

Shut up!

FAYAD:
You’re making a very serious mistake with us…
COLONEL FERNANDEZ:

It says here that chemistry is your profession …
FAYAD:
Yes, I’m a chemical engineer…
COLONEL FERNANDEZ:

I imagine you can cook...
FAYAD:
Yes, of course!

COLONEL FERNANDEZ:

Do you know how to cook flake?

FAYAD:
Flake?

COLONEL FERNANDEZ:

Do you know how to cook cocaine?

FAYAD:
Please let me inform you, colonel, that you don’t say cook, you say extract cocaine…
COLONEL FERNANDEZ:

Do you know how to extract cocaine?

FAYAD:
Yes, of course I do: cocaine, codeine, heroin, morphine, but I learned all that at the university in a class called pharmacognosy…
COLONEL FERNANDEZ:

Look man; don’t try to be funny because your situation is very serious. I’m asking you if you know how to extract cocaine…
FAYAD:
And I’m answering your questions! And may I ask you a very simple question, colonel? Please!

SCENE 22

DAY-SANTORINI’S OFFICE
SANTORINI:
This is absolutely important not only for the party but for the country. Please let’s give it the relevance it deserves!
CESAR GAVIRIA:

That’s why I am here. I’ll listen to you…
SANTORINI:

It is clear to everyone that the next president of Colombia can’t be nominated by a sixteen year old kid…
CESAR GAVIRIA:

No! Juan Manuel only proposed my name. We still need to have an election… 
CONGRESSMAN:
We still need to choose the liberal candidate…
CESAR GAVIRIA:

The liberal candidate will be chosen through the popular consultation…
CONGRESSMAN 2:

Remember the conversation we had…
CESAR GAVIRIA:

I believe this event will change everything. I’m thinking to submit my name to the popular consultation as a replacement for Galan…
CONGRESSMAN 2:

That’s exactly what we are talking about….to cancel the consultation…
SANTORINI:

Mr. Gaviria, in view of the situation and as good liberals we have been thinking about unifying the party, proposing the directors to call off the popular consultation, choosing a candidate among the previous shortlisted nominees!
CESAR GAVIRIA:

Previous shortlisted nominees? That means I’m not a part of this group… 
SANTORINI:

SCENE 23

DAY-GALAN’S HOUSE
GLORIA:

Did you see the big stir you caused with the Gaviria issue, Juan Manuel? I read your original manuscript but there was nothing about asking Gaviria to assume your father’s banners….
JUAN MANUEL:

I thought about that when you said we couldn’t allow that my father’s effort was left in any person’s hands. Do you think I made a mistake? 
GLORIA:

No, no! On the contrary, Juan Manuel. I think it was a sensible choice. Santorini and other shortlisted candidates are thinking about calling the consultation off because they want to arbitrary select the next candidate of the liberal party…
JUAN MANUEL:

That can’t happen! 
GLORIA:

Of course not! And that’s what Gaviria is trying to do, to prevent it…And do you know what? If the consultation takes place, I think Gaviria is going to win it. I mean I’m almost sure that Gaviria will be the next president of Colombia…

SCENE 25

DAY-JUDICIAL POLICE
DARIO:

Can you stay quiet for a while please? You are making all us nervous!
FAYAD:
Dario, the media must know all they are doing to us. That’s what we need! To let the public opinion know about such an outrage! Yes! 
LIEUTENANT:
Farid!!

FAYAD:
Fayad!! Fayad Dager!! That’s my name…I ask you not to make mistakes at least in that!

LIEUTENANT:
Go ahead! Out! 
FAYAD:
What? Are you going to let me go? 
LIEUTENANT:
Yes. Handcuff him!

FAYAD:
Why don’t you look for the real murderers of Luis Carlos Galan instead of delighting in tormenting us who are nothing but scapegoats? Huh?

LIEUTENANT:
Scapegoats?

FAYAD:
Lieutenant, do you think the justice is going to believe such a lie?! Huh?!

LIEUTENANT:

Didn’t you say you wanted proofs? We’re going to give them to you…

Damn it, lieutenant! How can I tell you I didn’t do anything?!! Nothing!!!

DAY-IDENTIFICATION BOOTH
LIEUTENANT:
Colonel! There he is!

COLONEL FERNANDEZ:

Ask the other ones to pass…
LIEUTENANT:
As you order, colonel! All right, you, get in, fast! Occupy the positions in that order!
COLONEL FERNANDEZ:

Could you identify the man you saw in the Soacha square the night Mr. Luis Carlos Galan was shot?
WITNESS:

The one at number five…
COLONEL FERNANDEZ:

Are you sure he’s the man you saw shooting Mr. Galan?

WITNESS 2:

Yes, he was the one…number three!

Number one! I’m sure…
SCENE 27

DAY-PRESIDENCY
PRESIDENT:
Nothing concrete yet?
GENERAL:

Well, we don’t have a specific capture, but we have made accurate attacks to the criminal organization…
PRESIDENT:
I’m not interested in airplanes or ranches, I want drug traffickers….
GENERAL:

We’re working on that, Mr. President. We already installed a telephone bugging software, and have a reward program on the go…
PRESIDENT:
Come back when you have better news…
GENERAL:

Mr. President, the Bogota Police intelligence gave a blunt blow against Galan’s assassins…
PRESIDENT:
Don’t tell me now that you found the machine gun but not the one who shot it…
GENERAL:

At this moment, we are gathering the proofs we need to prove we have them…
PRESIDENT:
Who?

GENERAL:

The perpetrators of Senator Galan’s murder…excuse me…
SCENE 28

DAY-ANA MARIA’S OFFICE
ANA MARIA:

I was talking to general Peraza. I know he’s been taking care of everything but he thinks that’s enough, and of course we don’t agree…
FERNANDO:

Mother, how do you think Juan Guillermo and I are feeling in the other end of the world without been able to do anything knowing you’re experiencing a permanent distressing situation? 
ANA MARIA:

Well, but there is nothing to do. That’s the situation…
FERNANDO:

Mother! It was the situation. Listen, Juan Guillermo and I have talked calmly and made the decision to go back to Colombia…
ANA MARIA:

What?!!! No, no!! How are you coming back just now when the situation is like this?
FERNANDO:

That’s exactly why we have to go, mother. We have a big responsibility with the country, with the newspaper and can’t afford to stay here sitting on the fence. We’re going back to the country…
ANA MARIA:

But this is a temporary situation, and it is normal. What happened in the country is very serious but things will get better over time…
FERNANDO:

Besides, my brother is one of the best lawyers in this country and I know he’s going to defend us!
LIEUTENANT:
Heard!! The meeting is over. Get out!! 
FAYAD:
Didn’t I tell you? We’re going to leave! Their set-up fell down! Didn’t it?!

LIEUTENANT:
Get out?! Hum! Yes, son! Open the door...line up, come on! Line up fast! Follow me!
POLICE OFFICER:
Move! Move!

SCENE 30

NIGHT-GALAN’S HOUSE - BOGOTA

CESAR GAVIRIA:

Nobody could ever consider me as Luis Carlos replacement…
GLORIA:

That’s not the idea. Of course not. But I think you should assume Luis Carlos’ banners in these elections…
CESAR GAVIRIA:

That is an enormous responsibility…
GLORIA:

I know, I know it, Cesar, but at this moment it is very important to prevent being defeated neither by senator Santorini nor the other liberal shortlisted candidates…
CESAR GAVIRIA:
Well, for the time being we won the popular consultation. The party’s directives agreed in not cancelling it…
GLORIA:

Huh? So would you participate in the consultation as a shortlisted candidate?

CESAR GAVIRIA:
Yes, of course…
GLORIA:

Oh, good! That itself is a gain…
CESAR GAVIRIA:
The most important part is to verify it I manage to get Mr. Galan’s votes…
GLORIA:

You’re going to be the next president of this country, Cesar…

COLONEL FERNANDEZ:

There you have them!! They are the killers of the senator and candidate to the Republic Mr. Luis Carlos Galan Sarmiento…

SCENE 32

NIGHT-PABLO’S RANCH
PABLO:

I’m going to blow El Espectador newspaper…
FABIO:

And may I know why you are telling me that shit?

PABLO:

Because I want to know your opinion. To know what you think about it…
FABIO:

Do you really want to know what I think?

PABLO:

Of course I do, Fabio. The last time you got furious at me because I didn’t ask your opinion. So I don’t want you to get furious again and that’s why I’m telling you what I’m going to do…
FABIO:

Do whatever you want!
PABLO:

Did you sister tell you I wanted to talk to you?
FABIO: 
Of course she told me you wanted to talk to me. Otherwise why do you think I did such a long trip to come? Because I thought you and I were going to talk like two adults about serious subjects, and not to ask me what I think about something you already did! 
PABLO:

All right, Fabio. Tell me then what do you think? What do you think about what I’ve just said?
FABIO:
