DAY-PRESIDENCY OF THE REPUBLIC
GENERAL PERAZA:

Evencio Díaz, Mr. President! We got to where he was because a businessman, an emerald dealer identified him, and he took us to Evencio who supposedly is the man who attempted against Mr. Galan…
PRESIDENT:
The leader of the gang?

GENERAL PERAZA:

Yes, Mr. President…
PRESIDENT:
Well, if these men are Mr. Galan’s assassins, what happened to guy man from the Coast of Arab descent and the other men you keep retained?

GENERAL PERAZA:

Well, those are indications. The two groups may be involved, both are suspects…

Do you think that more than fifty witnesses stating they saw me at the Soacha square that day is not enough? I’m fucked up, Abigail!

ABIGAIL:

But, but they were paid, brother …

MARIA:

That I still feel a bit afraid…
PABLO:

Afraid? What do you say, my girl? Afraid of what? Hum? 
MARIA:

Well, they say so many things about you…
PABLO:

Yes…

MARIA:

Bad ones! Good too, but I don’t know…because after Galan’s murdering …

PABLO:

What’s up champion?! ¡Ah! Ha! Ha! 
PABLO:

Tell me, coach. Do you want to go to bed? Because your room is already done…
COACH:
Oh, all right …

PABLO:

Go ahead then!

COACH:
Good night!

PABLO:

Good night!

FABIO:

Good night, son! Go ahead! That stupid guy was falling asleep in there!

PABLO:

Ha! Ha! What a dumb ass! 

FABIO:

Okay! Tell me…how was it with the girl?
PABLO:

She is a champion! Don’t you see she is quite an athlete?!

Nothing! We can’t do anything, but that doesn’t imply you don’t feel sad. The guy was a member of our family, got it?!! Family!!

GONZALO:

It hurts me too, jackass, it hurts me! Though you don’t believe it, I loved Fabio too, asshole! Do you think the police are going to stop? Do you think Fabio’s death will be enough to them?
PELUCHE:

And do you think Pablo is going to sit back and do nothing?

GONZALO:

I know he won’t…
PELUCHE:

What are we talking about then?

CHILI:

Boss! Boss! Here is what you asked me, look …
PABLO:

Thanks kid…
CHILI:

Okay!

PABLO:

What happen with the other issue?
CHILI:

Everything is ready, boss. Just give the order and we’ll take the Colonel for a ride…
PABLO:

I want to see that headline in tonight news…
CHILI:

Yes, sir…you will…
PABLO:

Go ahead then …

PELUCHE:

Hey, I had told you…
GONZALO:

His face is going to change when he sees his family at his birthday party…Cheers to Pablo, then! 
SCENE 25

DAY-CEMETERY
ENELIA: 
Time cures everything, dear. And you need a lot of presence of mind, especially for the children; otherwise our life is going to be a mess. C’mon children…get in the car!
PATRICIA:

All this is Pablo’s fault...
ENELIA:

Don’t say that, Pat, and less in front of the children. Let’s go, come, dear…Patty!
SCENE 26

DAY-OUTSIDE - PATRICIA’S HOUSE
CIVIL POLICE OFFICER:
Stop! Stop! Stop!

SCENE 27

DAY-SCHOOL OF POLICE MEDELLIN

(Recording)

CHILI:

Instructions are clear, buddy. We have to kill that cup…we have to kill him…
KIKO:

Okay, Chili. Don’t worry; you know we’ll work on it …
CHILI:

Work on it my ass! The boss needs him out of the way for good …got me?
KIKO:

Yes, I understand you. Don’t worry. You know I always comply with my missions. But will you let Crust help me with this job? 
CHILI:

Yes, brother, I’ll send him right away…
(End of recording)

COLONEL PABON:

So they want to kill me! Hum!

AGUIRRE:

Telephone tapping helps, Colonel. That explains why they are recruiting young men at the communes…
COLONEL PABON:

We still don’t know if one thing has something to do with the other, Aguirre…
AGUIRRE:

It does, colonel, because Pablo Escobar is aware that to protect himself and attack he needs help, and that’s why they are recruiting young men in the neighborhoods...

COLONEL PABON:

Do you think those inexperienced young men may indeed harm us?

AGUIRRE:

The more soldiers you have, the more dangerous the army will be and you know that…
COLONEL PABON:

Well, yes, Aguirre, but are we prepared to defend ourselves?

AGUIRRE:

I’m sorry, Colonel. We didn’t come to Medellin to defend ourselves. We came here to attack! 
COLONEL PABON:

Complete the idea for me, Aguirre, although I think I’m copying you …
AGUIRRE:

We already have a plane waiting for you at the airport...
COLONEL PABON:

I think you are exaggerating …
AGUIRRE:

Colonel, please. Don’t forget there are infiltrated police officers working for Escobar in this school…
COLONEL PABON:

Let’s go then…
INFILTRATED POLICE OFFICER: (over the phone)

They are leaving already …
SCENE 28

DAY-OUTSIDE - SCHOOL OF POLICE MEDELLIN

COLONEL PABON:

This is too much, man! Escobar is the one who should be running away…
AGUIRRE:

This is temporary, colonel. You can’t stay here waiting to be attacked…
COLONEL PABON:

I can’t run away either…
AGUIRRE:

Colonel, we know how powerful Pablo Escobar is this city, and that there are corrupt police officers. It’s too dangerous…
COLONEL PABON:

Aguirre, I need you to prepare me a security scheme as soon as possible. You brought me here; we are not in Bogota…
EARRING:
Go ahead Crust, Christmas has come! Shoot, shoot!! 
CRUST:

I will shoot right now, brother…
EARRING: 
No, no, to the first one, the first one!

COLONEL PABON:
Watch it! Careful!
EARRING:
Ohh!! Would that be the first one? 
CRUST:
I don’t know, but we hit him, asshole…
SCENE 29

DAY-PABLO’S RANCH
EARRING:
Good afternoon!

CHILI:

What’s up, Earring? Job accomplished?! Did you come to charge, or what?

EARRING:
More or less…
CHILI:

What do you mean more or less, Earring? Explain yourself…
EARRING:
Well, where shall I start? You know I personally was taking care of the operation with Crust’s help. And yes, the caravan was indeed coming, there were two exact vans, we shot the first one, but you understand that charging the bazooka takes a bit more, so when we were going to shoot again, we missed the other van …and the man was apparently in the other van, because the informants told us that they had seen him at the airport. He ran to Bogota…
CHILI:

Oh, Earring, brother! I trusted and asked you to do that because it was a serious job!
EARRING:
Look, Chili and don Pablo, I personally told you I would take care of that mission, and I’m going to do it…all I need is that you give me a little more time…
GONZALO:

How?

EARRING:
That you give me a little more time…
GONZALO:

Time? You stupid asshole!

CHILI:

Time for what, Earring? What for do you want more time if the man is already in Bogota?

PEDRO:

Don’t you know that killing a warned colonel is more difficult than winning lotto? Than man is already suspecting. You fucked the whole job! 
PABLO:

Come kid…sit over there…what day is today?

EARRING:
Monday...

PABLO:

Tuesday!

EARRING:
Tuesday...

PABLO:

Today is Tuesday. If eight days from today you haven’t solved this problem, the one who is going to get into a fucking, very fucking problem with me is you…Am I clear, Earring?

EARRING:
You can’t be clearer, don Pablo…
PABLO:

All right...

EARRING:
Excuse me! What a fucking life!!
